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Heller’s First Amendment to S. 744: Give Nevada a Seat at the Table

(Washington DC) – Today U.S. Senator Dean Heller (R-NV) filed his first amendment to the immigration reform legislation, S. 744. The amendment (#1227) expands the Southern Border Security Commission to include the southwestern state of Nevada.
“Nevada’s unique location and position as a world-class travel destination leave it highly vulnerable to our nation’s flawed immigration system. As a state that faces many of the same problems of other southern and southwestern border states like Arizona, Texas and California, Nevada deserves a seat at the table and should have a voice on the Southern Border Security Commission,” said Senator Dean Heller. 
Heller’s amendment ensures that the Southern Border Security Commission, which is created in the underlying bill, is fully representative of issues affecting southern border and southwestern states. Although Nevada is not contiguous to the southern border, its current demographics and state issues are reflective of other southern border states.  
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
