Palmpyra Islands, some 1000 
south of Hawaii, will be deeded

Pan-Pacific Union as a gift, if the
United States to withdraw
sovereignty from them and recognize 
the islands as a neutral, inviolate 
place of refuge for all persons who 
wish to confer on matters looking to 
the advancement of all interests com­
mon to the Pacific peoples. The is­
lands, privately owned by L. Fullard 
Leo, would under this plan provide 
for some recognized spot in the Paci­
fic, under the flag of no nation but 
under the protection of all, where in 
peace or war persons might meet in 
perfect freedom, to discuss any mat­
ters of import to Pacific, peoples.

This opens up a tremendous ques­
tion that will have to be decided by 
the Pacific powers. Will they permit 
such an independent island in the Pa­
cific? Europe has for a quarter of a 
century been planning on an interna­
tional city, where a permanent parlia­
ment of the world would be held. Ex­
tensive plans of the proposed world 
city have been sent to the Pan-Paci­
fic Union from Rome, with a state­
ment that in the center of the Pacific 
alone would such a world capital be 
safe. Palmyra is a part of Hawaii, 
a ward, in fact, of Honolulu. Resi­
dents of Palmyra .may vote for offi­
cials of the city and county of Hono­
lulu. Because of this ward, Honolulu 
claims to be the largestecity in the 
world, geographically, for it extends 
1000 miles in length.

Claiming' thSU his program for non­
violent non-cooperation has failed, a 
revolutionary committee of Bombay 
has addressed an open letter to Ma­
hatma Ghandi asking him to resign, 
from the political field. Ghandi, re­
plying in his organ, “Young India,” 
says: “I would certainly retire if In­
dia did not imbibe my message on 
non-violence, and wants a bloody revo­
lution.” He holds .that a revolution 
would not succeed in India, for the 
masses would not respond. "A suc­
cessful revolution,” he says, “can only 
mean further misery for the masses, 
for it would perpetuate foreign rule 
for them.”

The question of interallied debts, as 
set forth in a pamphlet issued by the 
Fascist party, almost completely over­
shadows all other problems in the eyes 
of the Italian public. The Fascist re­
gret that recent official declarations 
made by the allied creditor states con­
tained demands which were “unjust 
and dangerous,” because no difference 
was drawn between war debts and 
ordinary debts. The executive com­
mission affirms that such declarations 
will ultimately paralyze the efforts of 
the Italian government to establish 
financial stability.

The following- are the arguments 
sued to expound the Italian viewpoint: 
Italian sacrifices during the war were 
greatly superior to those of the United 
States; the only gain made by Italy 
as a result of the common victory Is 
an addition to the kingdom of the re­
deemed territories, while Italy did not 
share in. the division of the German 
colonies, efforts were made by Italy 
to balance her budget, relying on. its 
own efforts without reckoning on Ger­
man reparations; the remission made 
to its own debtors, Austria, Hungary 
and Bulgaiia, of the share of repara­
tions and the financial assistance for 
the reconstruction of Austria.

The British- note to France is of 
interest to Italy. France is in much 
the same position as its Latin ally. If 
such fair treatment is to be extended 
to France, Italy expects to receive still 
better terms, as France is a far richer 
country than Italy. Italy’s national' 
income is computed to be 50 per cent 
below that of France.

Rev. Pettit also said, ‘These are apt 
to divert tod much time from the real 
purpose of college.”

In speaking of the religious neglect, 
Rev. Pettit said, “although 60 per cent 
of the students are registered as mem­
bers or are affiliated with some 
church, few attend. This may be due

When and why did the idea of mak­

ing pottery brighten the pre-historic

man’s brain? No one knows. The
archaeologists themselves having not 
yet agreed on it, everybody has the 
privilege of considering plausible what 
he believes logical in the march of 
evolution.

After man realized that fire was 
a constructive co-operator and not an 
evil, the only way he could warm food 
or drink was by using fire-proof re­
ceptacles.

It is 
named “exit trail of life.”

This superstition is not abnormal 
and seems to have been transmitted 
through the ages. In the Middle Ages, 
an hysterical person considered to be 
“inhabited by the spirits” was put to 
death on the pillory. Chinese today 
rejoice in deafening noises in their 
,New Year celebrations to drive away 
the devil’s spirits. Bad spirits always 
liked to hide in pots and pottery. Ask 
those who violate prohibition! Re­
member Clovis and the “vase de Sois- 
sons”; the amphore of Rebecca at 
the well; the plate of lentils in which 
Saul sold his primogeniture rights to 
his brother—and so many other stories 
of pots—as tea-pot-dome, pot pourri, 
etc.

It would have a. great opportunity to 
serve employer and grad. It would 
be a clearing house for men and wo­
men off training. A bureau offering 
such a fine service to employers, to 
grads, it seems, would almost surelj' 
succeed—IF—if it were, not managed 
by a would-be Katherine Blackford as 
vocational advisor. Katherine Black­
ford’s success as a reader of char­
acter and adaptitude has encouraged 
many an incompetent understudy.

Quite recently Colgate hunted for 
Katherine Blackford. Not Colgate, the 
dentrifice, but Colgate, the university. 
Colgate had ten photographs, all of 
persons of “measured intelligence.” 
Four hundred people tried their abil­
ity to choose the most intelligent, the 
next most Intelligent, and so on down 
to the least intelligent.

Foui- hundred failed. “Character 
readers and vocational experts” tried 
and did no better. Older people did 
no better than younger people. In­
telligent people did no better than 
those of less intelligence. And so in­
telligence could not rat© intelligence.

Everybody believes that he can “size 
up” people. You meet a person, get 
an impression, register. According to 
the Colgate test your registration, is all 
wrong.

In actuality, however, the error is 
not in the presence or absence of in­
telligence as registered in the face. 
The error is in the judgments of the; 
four hundred. •

Else why are all faces different? 
Why- do we-not all -look ■alike? ‘Our 
faces express joy or sorrow, gayety 
or sadness, depth or shallowness,' 
penetration or vacuity, interrogation 
or belief, confidence or hesitation.

in this civinity. They are Alpine birds, 
but are probably drifting about the 
valley to tide over a too severe cold 
spell.

The Bohemian Waxwing spends 
most of its time in a moderately cold 
climate, where it breeds, and feeds 
on fruits and berries. If the winters 
are too severe, however, it is a long 
migrator, regulating' its flight by alti­
tude as well as temperature.

The Wazwing is so named because 
of the waxy redness of the terminal 
secondary feathers Of the wing. The 
Bohemian Waxwing is characterized 
by a destinctive yellow coloring of the> 
breast or tail.
