OAKLAND, Sept. 24—As new
collegia,te home, St|. Mary’s College 
will build thirteen new buildings at 
a cost of approximately $3,000,000 on 
a picturesque and newly acquired 
tiact of 251 acres extending, along 
Foothill Boulevard in East Oakland, 
Brother Gregory, president of the Col­
lege, announced yesterday.

Simultaneously, the Brother an­
nounced that alumni and friends of 
the College had volunteered to or­
ganize a campaign to raise $1,500,000 
of the building funds by public sub­
scription throughout California. The 
campaign, it is stated, forms the first 
appeal to the public since the College 
was founded 62 years ago.

To Be Larger
St. Mary’s will rank as one of the 

nation’s large educational institutions, 
according to the plans of development. 
Splendid educational buildings, large 
airy dormitories, a chapel and general 
collegiate buildings are planned in ac- 

■ cordance with the, Tudor type of 
architecture. An athletic stadium and 
a Greek theater are proposed for nat­
ural hollows in the foothill setting.

The old structure of St. Mary’s Col­
lege at Broadway and Hawthorne 
street, Oakland, is declared by Brother 
Gregory to have outlived its usefull­
ness and to be inadequate in meeting 
the needs of the 700 enrolled students. 
The growth of the Oakland business 
district, he added, makes it imperative 
lo quit the present Site.,

Archbishop Edward J. Hanna has 
given emphatic indorsement to the 
campaign and accepted the honorary 
chairmanship of the general commit­
tee. The committee workers will 
carry the appeal to the public, gen­
erally, the alumni and the church 
constituency.

Thirty farmers in Red Willow coun­
ty, Nebraska who treated their seed 
wheat with copper carbonate dust a 
year ago reported to their county ex­
tension agent that they had no stink­
ing, smut at all this year.’

This is the largest semester’s en­
rollment in the University’s history.

There are always a number of new 

enrollments for the second semester. 
In January of 1924 there were 106 
such enrollments and in January of 
1925 there were 103. If, then, approx­
imately 100 new enrollments occur in 
January, 1925, the total regular en­
rollment (apart from enrollments in 
special short courses and in summer 
session) for the entire University year 
1924-1925 will be the highest in the 
University’s history. Adding the 
short-course and summer-seccion en­
rollments, the grand total enrollment 
for the year will approach 1,100.

A glance at this record reveals that 
for the first twenty-one Reno years 
the University’s enrollment approxi­
mated 200 a year; for the next twelve 
years the enrollment ‘ level rose and 
was maintained at 300 per year. Then 
came four years of rapid and steady 
rise from the 300 level to a new level 
which gives promise of remaining 
above 800, perhaps near 900, and 
which will probably be maintained for 
many years.

Higher Standards
The limitation-of-enrollment policy, 

the rising scholarship entrance stand­
ards, and the rising tuition charges 
for non-resident students will together 
probably prevent the regular enroll­
ment from rising above 1,000* in any 
year of the decade which began with 
1922-1923. On the other hand, the 
steadily rising reputation of the Uni­
versity will in all probability prevent 
the enrollment from falling appre­
ciably, if any, below 800 during that 
same decade. In summary, it appears 
that our University’s enrollment, hav­
ing approximated 200 per year for the 
first 21 Reno years and having ap­
proximated 300 per year for the next 
dozen Reno years, now bids fair to 
approximate a yearly average of 800 
to 900 for the dozen or so years be­
ginning with the year 1922-1923.

Enrollment Notable
These recent enrollment increases 

are all the more notable and when it 
is borne in mind that they have come 
in ~the face of newly imposed non­
resident tuition fees and in the face 
of markedly risen scholarship stand­
ards put into effect in the last half 
dozen years, both in admission re­
quirements and in standards for pro­
motion during the course and for 
graduation. During this semester, for 
the first time, no “Special” Or “Un­
classified” students have been ad­
mitted from outside Nevada and at 
least 8 out of the 15 units presented 
for entrance by non-resident students 
were required to carry high school 
grades of 80 per cent, or better. Tui­
tion for non-resident students was 
also raised from fifty to seventy-five 
dollars per semester.

Approximately 590 Nevada youth 
from Nevada’s population of about 
77,500 is a very high ratio, possibly 
the highest in the union to be shown 
in publicly supported colleges or uni­
versities. Expressed in another way, 
this year one person in every 132 of 
Nevada’s population is enrolled as a 
student in the University of Nevada.

Grads Increase
East May, 83 students received 

‘their ' bechalor degrees—the largest 
graduating class of the whole fifty- 
one years. The showing of this fall’s 
enrollment makes it probable that the 
graduating class of this year will 
number a few more than one hun­
dred. These successive years with 
graduating classes numbering 180 or 
more very probably establish the new 
high level for the number in the grad­
uating class. For the dozen yeais

closing with the year 1918-1919 the 
average annual number of bachelors 
to be graduated was 25. The new 
level of total enrollment a little less 
than trebles the average annual total 
enrollment of that dozen years.

The number of bachelors to be 
graduated has appreciably more 
than trebled, possibly this year! 
will be more than quadrupled. 
This evdiences that our Univer­
sity is, holding its students for the 
whole four-year course in higher 
proportion than formerly and 
shows that the growth is not 
merely at the bottom, but it is 
more than evenly distributed, the 
junior and senior classes having 
grown proportionately more than 
the lower classes.

FORMER RENO SECRETARY 

NOW IN CHARGE OF
OAKLAND HOUSE

Helen Judd, former Y. W. 0. A. 
secretary of Reno who is now in 
charge of community house in 
Oakland, California, was the 
speaker at the general Y. W. C. A. 
meeting Wednesday afternoon. 
Referring to her present work she

said: “There has been growing
interest in recreation and community 
work all over the country, not only 
for children but for adults as well. 
This work is primarily for the poorer 
class of foreign laborers, who if they 
do not have these centers of recrea­
tion seek to buy their pleasure else­
where and fail.

“The greatest difference between 
these ■community centers and the 
older service settlements is that origi­
nally a group of wealthy people work­
ed on a strictly charity basis, while 
the present system encourages the 
cooperation of all. Once the sym­
pathy and understanding of these peo­
ple is obtained it is a real pleasure 
to work with them.

Many Branches
“There are many different depart­

ments and branches in. our community 
work. We have the playground de­
partment for the younger children, 
and summer camps on the Feather 
River and in the Yosemite for the en­
tire family. There is also the drama­
tic department for both adults and 
children, through which these people 
are given an opportunity to be some­
thing- other than themselves.

“Our main interest is to give them 
the pleasure and recreation which they 
do not know how to obtain elsewhere.”

After working out a parallel between 
the Scopes trial at Dayton, Tenn., in 
1925, with the trial of Galileo, in 1633, 
Professor Edward L. Rice, the eminent 
zoologist, in an article in a current 
magazine discusses the significance 
of the recent anti-evolution case in 
its various aspects.

because the theory of evolution is to 
be understood only by‘ those who have 
given it detailed ..technical study. A 
second cause 'of the anti-evolution 
movement is that the last .few • years 
have seen .a .Vigorous propaganda on 
the danger; of evolution to religion, a 
propaganda well organized and seem­
ingly well financed. The movement 
has also gained strength from the fact 
that some strong supporters of the 
evolution theory- have been atheists 
and agnostics, who' attract more at­
tention than the scientists who be­
lieve in both god and evolution. Pro­
fessor Rice prophesies that the stay 
of progress caused by the anti-evolu­
tion movement can be only temporary, 
for the truth must prevail.

Concluding a report on the activ­

ities of his company, John Barneson, 
President of the General Petroleum 
Corporation, said:

“The fiscal year just closed has 
been a period of moderate prosperity 
for the oil industry. In the United 
States as a whole, a great increase in 
domestic consumption and exports 
was offset by increases in production 
of domestic crude oil, together with 
imports from Mexico and South Amer­
ica, so that total stocks of oil in stor­
age remained practically unchanged 
throughout the year. The decline in 
production of light oil resulted in a 
draft on stocks , of high grade refin- 
able crude oil, but new fields discov­
ering during the year produced a sur­
plus of heavy oil. These facts, com­
bined with the heavy demand for ad­
ditional gasoline, are bringing about 
an increased use of ‘cracking’ pro­
cesses. These processes will add to 
the gasoline yield from crude oil 
treated in refineries and will mater­
ially assist in reducing the surplus of 
low grade oil which now has an out­
let only as fuel.”
