HEARS LEAVER
Future Metallurgical

Problems Subject 
Of Talk

“Metallurgical problems of the fu­
ture” was the subject of a lecture 
given by Dr.’ E. S. Leaver, director of 
the U. S. Bureau of Mines at the Uni­
versity of Nevada under the auspices 
of the Crucible Club at the Mackay 
School of Mines building last Tues­
day night.

He advised mining students to be­
come. well grounded in mineralogy, as 
in the future all metallurigal prob­
lems will be preceded by the mineral­
ogical.

“We will not only study the single 
metal we wish to extract,” said Dr. 
Leaver, “but we will examine as well 
all the other metals, and, knowing 
their relations to each other, obtain 
the best possible results.”

The lecture was followed by a ses­
sion of questions addressed to Dr.
Leaver by the club members and 
which processes for the treatment 
gold and silver ores was discussed.
