CHATFIELD, SCHOLAR AT OXFORD,RETURNS TO U. S. AFTER ILLNESS
■Charles M. Chatfield, Nevada 

Rhodes scholar for 1921 and a gradu­
ate with the class of that year, has 
returned to the United States after 
nearly five years’ residence abroad. 
He sailed from England the first of 
August and upon his arrival in Boston 
two weeks ago, entered a private hos­
pital where he will remain under spe­
cial treatment for several months.

It was in the early part of October, 
1923, that Chatfield, just begining his 
third year at Oxford, suffered an at­
tack of infantile paralysis that nearly 
proved fatal. For many days he lay 
between life and death, barely able to 
speak, and utterly helpless. The Brit­
ish specialists, who were in constant 
attendance, declare that but for Chat­
field’s indomitable will and courage, 
medical science would have lost the 
battle.

Condition Improved
Gradually, however, an improvement 

in his condition became noticeable and 
in the spring of 1924 he was trans­
ferred to the Wingfield Orthopedic 
hospital at Headington, some three

The rivalry between freshmen and 
sophomores which is customary in 
most colleges and universities is not 
lacking at Nevada. The sophomores 
patrol the campus with a vigilance 
committee which brings all unruly 
freshmen up for pUnishm'ent for the 
breaking of traditions. “Baking,” which 
is ducking in Manzanita Bake, is the 
commonest form of punishment. Padd­
ling replaces it during the colder 
months of the year. The rear of the 
Agricultural Building will, as usual, 
be the scene of lakings.

It is the duty of the freshmen class 
to keep the “N” upon the hill white­
washed. The Block N society twice 
yearly appoints the day for this work.

Among the sacred spots of the cam­
pus is the Senior bench, upon which 
all but seniors are forbidden to sit. 
All students are expected to keep off 
the lawns, and only upperclassmen 
may. use the front steps of Morrill 
hall.

Freshmen, both men and women, are 
forbidden to “queen” on the campus 
between sunrise and sunset on class 
days, the term campus to include all 
buildings.

First year men are required to W.ear 
“dinks” on the campus between sun­
rise and sunset on all days when clas­
ses are in session, and to all athletic 
contests.

At student body meetings or as­
semblies, seniors occupy the front 
row's of seats, juniors behind them, 
and so on, the freshmen being seated 

in the back. At football games, fresh- 
mjen occupy the front rows.

Tradition dictates certain articles of 
clothing for the men of different clas­
ses. Only seniors wear sombreros, and 
only upperclassmen wear corduroys.

No one is to smoke on the campus 
between sunrise and Sunset, including 
Saturday, Sunday and holidays.

Only senior men shall Wear the 
moustache, except during the junior, 
whiskerino, dates of which are defin­
itely designated.

Students of all classes are at all 
■times held responsible to know the 
contents of bulletins posted on the 
official bulletin board.

Rushing Will Last Three 

Weeks; Begins With 
Registration

Discussion of rushing rules for the 
1926-27 rushing season constituted the 
main business at. the special meeting 
of the Panhellenic association Tues­
day evening. The rules, drawn up last 
semester, were rediscussed and as 
finally passed on were as follows:

1. Rushing shall begin with regis­
tration, to last three weeks. There' 
shall be no dates the first week.

2. Refreshments for any new girl at 
any time shall not exceed 25 cents. 
There will be no meals, that is break­
fast, luncheon, or dinner dates.

3. There shall be no big party (i. e. 
evening). Instead each group shall 
have an afternoon party, to be given 
on the date drawn, and the expense 
limited to 30 cents per person.

4. There will be no favors.
5. There will be no rushing with 

men; no blade dates.
6. No rushing on the Campus; talk­

ing. after the days of registration to 
be limited to three minutes.

7. There is no limit to the number 
of girls rushed at one time.

8; Sorority girls cannot go to par- 
ties or dances with ' new girls or 
rushes.

9. There shall be no rushing after 
eight o’clock and no rushing on Sun­

10. Each group will be allowed one 
date ahead per day with each new girl 
or rushee.

11. Alumnae Council with one repre­
sentative from each group to meet on 
call to decide infringement of rules.

iyalefeTlowship IS TRAVEL COURSE
The Chenejr Research Fellowship at 

Yale, which was established for the 
study of the chemistry of natural silk, 
will be operated during the next col­
lege year 1926-27 as a Foreign Tra­
veling Fellowship. The holder of the 
fellowship will be stationed at a for­
eign laboratory, and conduct research 
on silk proteins under the auspices 
of Yale University.

Dr. Floyd S. Daft has been appoint­
ed the holder of this fellowship for 
next year, and arrangements have been 
made whereby he will be. able to carry 
on his investigations at the Carlsberg 
Laboratory in Copenhagen, Denmark, 
under the direction of Professor S. 
P. L. Sorensen.

The division of Organic .Chemistry 
at Yale hopes for the best results 
from this collaboration with the Carls­
berg Laboratory, and is extremely 
grateful to Cheney Brothers of South 
Manchester, Connecticut, for their co­
operative spirit and financial support 
of this, fellowship plan.

Sixteen Subjects That 

Will Be Given Only
During 1926-27

There are a number of courses 
which will bp given this year which 
have not been given during the past 
year and will probably not be given 
in the next one, those known as al­
ternate year courses. As these are of­
ten times necessary for completion of 
required work they should be Watched 
carefully. Look this Brush list over 
as. there might be some subject that 
you will be unable to take again dur­
ing- your college career.

Economics 69. An economics course 
covering the marketing of raw mater­
ials, farm products, and manufactured 
goods.

English 57. A journalism course 
covering the interpretation of news 
and the writing of the newspaper and 
magazine editorial. Also an analysis 
of the responsibilities of the editorial 
Writer to the publication, the public, 
and the profession.NEWPROJECTORFOR ENGINEERS

English 58. A journalism course for 
the study and writing of special fea­
ture articles for the magazine and 
newspaper.

History 54. A course in historical 
geography covering the movements of 
population as influenced by geogra­
phical factors, traces political devel­
opment, particularly of Eurasia, and 
familiarizes the student with the map.

History 70-80. A historical course 
dealing with the French revolution, 
studying its cause and constitutional 
experiments. Treats the subject from 
the European and American stand­
point rather than as a French local 
crisis.

History 91. An extensive study of 
prewar conditions. The course traces 
the world movement from the Span- 
ish-Americap war to the outbreak of 
the war of 1914.

History 92. Deals with the struggle 
of the nations treating with war his­
tory and war historians. Also source 
studies on selected topics.

Political Science. 53. A course in 
municipal government being an in­
troduction to the problems, both of 
government and administration, which 
confront the municipalities of the 
United States. Reference is also made 
throughout to European experiences.

Political Science 57-58. Treats of the 
governments of China and Japan.

French 57-58. A general survey of 
the French literature, with detailed

cial correspondence.

German 11-12. A course in the in­
termediate German with the reading 
of. easy selections from mtodern Ger­
man novels and short stories.
