FULL PROGRES

OF EVENTS
Last night and this morning dele­

gates from . twelve of the thirteen 
universities comprising the Pacific 
Intercollegiate Press Association re­
turned to their various schools after 
a two day convention held at the Uni­
versity of Nevada. The business of 
the meeting was transacted in three 
sessions in the Trophy room of the 
Mackay training quarters during the 

. morning and afternoon of Wednesday 
and the forenoon of yesterday.

The problems of the college news­
paper editor as well as an agreement 
for the exchange of news were the 
principal problems threshed out by 
the editors in attendance. Business 
managers centered their attention on 
the problem of national advertising.

The initial function scheduled for 
the entertainment of the convention 
was a luncheon at noon of Wednes­
day at the Monarch. Harry Frost, 
president of A. S. U. N., and Profes­
sor A. L. Higginbotham welcomed 
the delegates on behalf of the student 
body and the department of journal­
ism respectively.

Wednesday evening at 6:30 the con­
vention members were entertained at 
a dinner dance given at the Century 
•club. The Sagebrush takes this op­
portunity to thank most sincerely the 
various sororities who cooperated in 
making this affair, a success.

Yesterday at 1:00 p. m. the dele­
gates left on an auto tour from the 
Hotel Golden. This tour had as its 
first stopping place ' Virginia City. 
whe;r.e.flip visitors were conducted on 
a trip through one of the mines of 
the Comstock. An additional stop was 
made at the Nevada State peniten­
tiary in Carson City for the purpose 
of inspecting the lethal gas cell and 
the prehistoric footprints of the prison 
yard.

Minden; Session
Arriving at Minden Inn at 6:30, the 

delegates were entertained with the 
final banquet of the convention. Fol­
lowing this a business session -was 
held to close up the last of the con­
vention affairs. At this time- the Uni­
versity of British Columbia was se­
lected as the convention host for the 
next meeting of the press association 
in the fall Semester of 1927. It was 
also decided to hold district conven­
tions during the coming month of 
February at Los Angeles, Berkeley, 
and Salem, Oregon, where the Uni­
versity newspapers nearest those 
points would convene to discuss the 
work of the association. Many of the 
editors are appointed for but one sem­
ester so that in this manner these 
press heads would have a chance to 
share in the work of the association 
as carried on at the conventions.

The Universities represented at the 
convention were Stanford, U. . C. 
Southern Branch, Southern California, 
British . Columbia, Washington State, 
Idaho, California, Willamette, Whit­
man, Oregon, Oregon Agricultural 
College, and Nevada. University of 
Washington sent no delegate. Walter 
Burroughs, permanent secretary of the 
association, and Paul Clubert, editor 
of the P. I. P. A. news service were 
also in attendance.

UNPOPULAR LAWS TO BE 
CHANGED RATHER

THAN BROKEN
UNIVERSITY OF CALIFORNIA, 

Oct. 27.—Nevada, represented by Bar­
bara Bulmer ’28, and Kara Lucas '29, 
met the debaters of the University of 
California last Tuesday evening on 
the question “Resolved, that it is 
wrong to break unpopular laws” 
which was debated in Reno by the 
two other members of the squad on 
the same night. Nevada upheld the 
affirmative side in California and the 
negative side in Reno.

The debate was a “no decision” one 
but the ballots on the merits of the 
question showed 88 votes to 50 in 
favor of Nevada.

The first intercollegiate debate be- 
twieen. the University of California 
and Nevada was held in the new 
State building last Tuesday evening. 
The question for debate was, “Re­
solved, that it is wrong to break un- 
nopular laws.” California, upholding 
the affirmative, was represented by 
Doris Huffman and Madeline Lach­
man, while Nevada, on the negative, 
Was upheld by Mary Hancock ’30, 
and Elizabeth Johnson ’28.

The debate marked the inaugura­
tion of the “no decision” debate in 
Reno. The members of the audience 
were asked to vote on the ballots 
which were distributed, giving their 
opinion on the merits of the question 
rather than on the debate or de­
baters. As a result 56 ballots favor­
ed the affirmative, it is wrong to 
break unpopular laws, and 16 for the 
negative, it is right to break unpopu­
lar laws. ■

The debate followed the Oxford 
style of informal, humorous discus­
sion, arid discussion rather than ar-, 
gumentation was used throughout.

Unpopular Laws Changed
The affirmative speakers, showed 

that laws should be observed because 
of the fact that they secure the great­
est possible personal liberty. As a 
second part of their discussion, the 
affirmative made it clear that unpop­
ular laws could be .removed without 
breaking them. In short, they con­
tended that unpopular laws should be 
changed rather than broken.

The negative speakers dealt with 
the question from ethical and politi­
cal science standpoints. They ex­
plained that our country owes a great 
deal of its present status to the fact 
tha unpopular laws were broken. 
Several instances, among which were, 
the Stamp Act and Fugitive Slave 
Law, were cited. They further claim­
ed that one can not tell whether or 
not a law Will be successful until it 
has been tried. They argued that 
the majority of the people should be 
able to break unpopular laws.

Charles E. Richards presided as

There are 120 small boxes, intend­
ed for individual students, faculty 
members, or other people living near 
the campus who may wish to get 
their mail in this way, thirty-two 
larger boxes for the use of depart­
merits or organizations, aad eight 
large boxes for the departments that 
receive packages or a great deal of 
mail. A box may be rented under the 
name of the person renting it in which 
case only that person’s mail, or mail 
addressed to the box number, will be 
placed in the box. It may also be 
rented by an organization or depart­
ment. There will be no Manzanita or 
Lincoln Hall boxes, as they would 
cause too much confusion, and might 
result in the loss of some mail. In 
line with this policy of insuring the 
delivery of mail to the rght party, no 
mail will be issued from the general 
delivery window to anyone except the 
person to whom it is addressed, un-

tration requirement. Formerly, ■ al­
though announced as a requirement, 
the ruling was not official, and so 
was not enforced.

Dr. Church returned to Reno October 
1, after a summers sojourn in far away 
Greenland. Many and varied are the 
experiences he relates.

Dr. Church went to Greenland as a 
member of the University of Michigan 
party which went to the island to make 
a preliminary study and survey of 
conditions there in preparation for a 
more extensive expedition in 1927 and 
1928. The recent expedition was, as 
the proposed one will be, conducted 
mainly by the faculty and members of 
the University of Michigan; the whole 
purpose is to make a complete study 
of the climatic conditions of Green­
land, which has long been regarded by 
scientists as a breeder of storms which 
cause great damage in the North At­
lantic and in Europe, and to determine 
how the ice cap of the island and the 
heavy winter winds of the region af- 
’ect the weather of the North Atlantic 
and Europe. Much depends on the’ob- 
servations made this summer and on 
the raising of funds sufficient to keep 
a party one winter in the far northern 
island, whether or not further action 
will be taken.

Among his souvenirs is a complete 
harpooning outfit which belonged to an 
EskimYf, Olson, who is one of the lead­
ing men in Greenland. It consists of a 
wooden lance equipped with a cap-like 
point which is fastened to the lance 
by a heavy leather strip of consider­
able length, the end of which is held 
by the thrower when the harpoon is 
thrown. The laned is thrown by 
means of a “throwing board”—a small 
flat board shaped to afford a good grip 
ward-slanting wooden pins! When the 
harpoon is thrown, the “throwing 
board” slips off the pins and remains 
in the hand df the thrower. When the 
harpoon has become embedded in a 
seal, by a skillful snap of the leathex- 
“rope,” the point is detached from the 
lance and left in the seal. By fasten­
ing the “rope” to an air-filled seal skin, 
the hunter has his game anchored to 
a plainly visible buoy, which he can 
easily locate and from which he can 
pick up his seal at his leisure.

Latest In Hats
Dr. Church also brought home an 

“eider down” hat—the latest thing in 
Greenland. It has a slight resemblance 
to a hat as we know it, having a crown 
and a brim. It is made, of the skin 
of the eider duck.

Several large species of bird-skin 
blankets afford an object of interest. 
The skins from the breast and back of 
the ptarmigan are sewed together to 
form a blanket similar to'a patch-work 
quilt. The ptarmigan skins are beau­
tiful, closely resembling fur, the feath- 
,ers being more like hair than feathers.

Dr. Church also has several seal skin 
purses, and an interesting pouch made 
from seal “flippers,” with the claws 
still on. The seal skin is bristly and 
short-haired: it is golden yellow and 
grey in color.

In his collection of Greenland plants 
and flowers, Dr. Church has one. of 
the largest trees he saw while on the
