They will finish their tour, appearing 
at Elko on March 11, and at Winne­
mucca the 12th under the auspices of 
the Nixon theatre.

the Rotarians eiiteftain their sons and 
daughters.

A trip to. San Francisco is being con­
sidered and if definitely decided upon, 
will take place during Easter week.

April 1, at the Granada theatre the 
club will give their Reno concert, for 
which special numbers have been 
planned. Their last appearance for 
this semester will be the Moonlight 
Serenade on Manzanita lake on April 
29. This concert has always been en­
thusiastically received by the public 
and the campus and this year a spe­
cial program of lighter and popular 
songs has been arranged.

The club will sing a few numbers 
at the St. Marys’-Nevada basketball 
game February 19, and probably short 
appearances will be made during the 
course of the semester.

An appropriation of 
$25,000 a.year and a five-year program 
should enable the Bureau of Mines to 
make an exhaustive study of the geo­
graphical methods of prospecting.

The economic conditions determining 
the future prospects of silver, gold and 
iron should also be undertaken by the 
United States Bureau of Mines for the 
Federal government has facilities for 
obtaining information through it var­
ious: agencies which cannot be matched 
by single units of the industry. ;

An appropriation of $40,000 would en- | 
able the bureau to conduct this study, 
Oddie stated.

The cause of mine accidents should 
also, be studied by the bureau since a 
great diversity of opinion exists con­
cerning this phase of the science.

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BOOK-WORMS ABOUND 
VOLUMES HUNDREDS 

OF YEARS OLD

IN

“Old, musty, worm-eaten volumes!” 
HbW many times you have read that 
phrase? Yfet, have you ever seen a book 
old enough to have real worm holes? 
Several aged, yellow volumes with 
holes where real worms once lived are 
among the very interesting rarities 
preserved by Professor G. D. Layman 
in the Uniersity library.

Many of these books are three or 
four hundred years old. They are 
written in Latin and Greek. The bind­
ings are of pig and calf skin, and are 
very elaborately ornamented with 
figures, usually of men. The same 
figure appears many times on one cov­
er but the design is never uniform. 
This indicates that the stamping was 
done very, laboriously by hand, prob­
ably with the use of small blocks. The 
figures are now dim and the covers 
badly worn but there is every indica­
tion that the binding was once very 
artistic 'for they represent much care 
and work.

Written by Hand
It is interesting to note that despite 

that elaborate covers the name of the 
volume was never printed or engraved. 
It was always merely written on by 
hand with pen and ink. This seems 
odd in comparison with our books to­
day.

Inspections Thorough
The method of inspection as carried 

out during the summer of 1926 is as 
follows: The. field of grain is visited
when the plants are headed out. 
inspection is made first from 
standpoint of purity, -of variety.

Printed in 1536
There is also “De Re Rustica” print­

ed in 1536. It 'was written about agri­
culture by Cato, Varrones, Palladin and 
others. Like many of bur modern 
books it has- a long index and many 
pages of notes.

Evidence of Repair
In “Stoici Philofophi” printed in Ge­

neva in 1594 is found the name of C. A. 
Schmid and the date 1756, indicating 
that he probably owned it at that time. 
The odd thing about this volume is a 
page which was torn and the owner 
evidently mended many years ago. He 
has pasted a piece of plain white paper 
on the corner and then written the text 
in ink. The workmanship is so per­
fect that it looks exactly like the text 
except that the ink is darker. All 
through the book the otvner has made 
notes, even as people do today. They 
are very different than the notes we 
find in the books of the average col­
lege student. They are written so 
small and so carefully they look al­
most like printing.

One of the best examples of worm 
holes may be found in “Syntagmata” 
by John Seideni, printed in Lepsig in 
1668. It reminds one of modern books 
with its index, preface, outline of chap­
ters and dedication.

These books probably have very 
little money value, but their value as 
rarities is immense, Layman said.

BEARS AHEAD OF
made for diseases peculiar to the type 
of grain under observation and espe­
cially for diseases that are carried by 
means of the seed Finally, note is 
taken of foreign plants that may occur 
such as pernicious weeds, including 
wild oat, and other types of grain.

The . grower whose field has passed 
the above tests is asked to send a sam­
ple of his threshed grain, after it has 
been recieaned, to the laboratory at the 
university for a second inspection.

The threshed sample is tested first 
for germination. A number of tests 
are made from random samples of the 
seed. Secondly an examination is 
made for foreign seeds, such as weeds, 
and seeds of other grains. Finally an­
other check is made on diseases which 
may occur on the seeds, with par­
ticular . attention being given to the 
presence of the several types of smut.

Ne­
vada University is certainly to be congratulated upon sending 
out a team made up of such men as Coach Martie and the boys 
who represented Nevada last Friday and Saturday nights.

QUESTIONNAIRE ISSUED TO 
DETERMINE VIEWS OF 

U. N. STUDENTS
Do you ever pray?
In answer to a questionaire present­

ed in Philosophy 62, the psychology of 
religion, on the topic of prayer, 15 stu­
dents presented their views. To the 
above question eleven answered yes, 
four no. Four of the eleven had regu­
lar periods of prayer while the prayers 
of four more were distinctly prayers 
of thanks with no time set.

In answer to the question, are there 
things you would not pray for; 14 an­
swered yes and one no. In the case of 
the no, the argument was based on the 
general assumption that if need was 
strong enough one would pray any­
way. Six would not pray for “ma- 

’ terial things.” Seven would not pray 
for things within human reach, and 
three for things not in human reach, 
while three others would not offer pe-. 
titions in an expression for revenge or 
for harm to come to others.

In answer to “do you find difficulty 
in praying?” nine said they did, with 
two doubtful of the result of prayer, 
and three with whom prayer tended to 
become habit only. Seven other lacked 
faith and three found that it shifted 
responsibility.

Oberlin for Co-eds
Professor Leach read the greeting 

from his Alma Mater, Oberlin, stating 
that of all co-educational colleges 
Oberlin had done most for women. She 
was the first to open her doors to 
women and has continued to be a. lead­
er in all educational fields for women.

Professor A. E. Hill was the lone rep­
resentative of Chicago University, and 
Professor Church claims Michigan as 
his Alma Mater.

Professor Chappelle called upon the 
international students, those who had 
attended foreign universities, to join 
him in singing the International Stu­
dents song. Mrs. Davis Powell, who 
talked for Wellesley, contributed the 
information that the first song of the 
evening, America the Beautiful, came 
from Wellesley.

Mrs. Angell, a class mate of Calvin 
Coolidge at Black River Academy, Ver­
mont, told ancedotes of his school days.

Foreign College
Mrs. William Moll Case said that 

perhaps she should be classed with the 
students from foreign parts since her 
Alma Mater, Park College, Missouri, 
still prohibits dancing, card playing, 
and smoking. Her college, she de­
clared, had ground out more preachers, 
preacher’s wives and missionaries than 
any other college in the country.

The largest delegation was from Ne­
vada, with about thirty.

but “we need more of it.”
“A healthy mind requires a healthy 

body,” said another of the professors 
on the Hill, when ask her opinion on 
women’s athletics. However, she adds, 
that sports may be carried too far. 
“There is a tendency for women to 
overdo athletics and in so doing they 
lose a certain womanliness that is ab- 
s/ilutely essential to every woman. 
Athletics under proper supervision will 
be an asset to any college but they 
should further the cause of charm and 
gracefulness.”

Charm Not Lost
Dean R. H. Leach is another firm be­

liever in athletics for college women. 
“They are not overstressed on this 
Campus. There is no feminine charm 
lost in the exuberance and vim gained 
through participation in athletics. 
There is no more attractive feature 
than glowing health. The ‘clinging 
vine’ type is no longer in vogue. Wo­
men are not on the same level they 
were 200 years ago.”

“There are not as many women out 
for athletics as I had expected to find,” 
Miss Verrel Weber says in pointing out 
that “the seniors lack one player in 
having enough women out to make a 
full team in basketball and the juniors 
have just enough. The ideal situation 
is to have enough out for a squad in 
each class, to have a women’s gym­
nasium and have all recreational 
periods after the studies. With such
conditions existing the games 
more definitely scheduled and 
degree of team w;ork could 
veloped.”

Spirit Developed
Dr. A. E. Hill does not favor inter- 

•collegiate matches but feels that ath­
letics develop a fine spirit and good 
health for those who take part. “The 
fellowship on the athletic field is built 
up where various other organizations 
and activities on the Campus tend to 
tear it down. There is a democratic 
spirit prevailing that is a necessity to 
any college. Besides the actual health­
ful gains there is an element of fun 
and competition for which there is no 
substitution. Everyone would be out 
for some form of recreation.”

Miss Jessie Pope thought that inter­
collegiate sports had a tendency to 
carry athletics too far, but in class 
teams there- was not only a fine spirit 
developed but a background for fem­
inity through good health.

These opinions are replies to such 
question as: Do you believe women’s 
athletics are overstressed on this Cam­
pus? What advantages have they? Do 
they detract from feminine charm?

The men questioned were very em­
phatic on the point that .athletics are
not overstressed but should be 
moted to even a greater degree.

IN RENO APRIL 8
DEBATES, DECLAMATIONS 

AND EXTEMPORANEOUS 
TALKS PLANNED

The Nevada High School Forensic 
League tournament will be held in 
Reno this year, for a. period of two 
days, April 8 and 9, Friday and Satur­
day.

The entrants may be sent only from 
high schools that are members of the 
Nevada High School Forensic league. 
Non-member schools must join the 
league and pay a fee of $2.50 before 
participating. There will be no other 
charges. However, schools must ar­
range for their own transportation and 
board for their entrants. All other in­
cidental expenses will be borne by the 
league who will also provide rooms and 
sleeping quarters for the patricipants.

The University debating societies, 
Clionia and Caucus, will donate a prize 
for the winning debate team. For the 
other contests the league will donate 
four engraved cups. There are to be 
three contests; the debate contest, the 
declamation contest, an dthe extem­
poraneous speaking contest.

Questions
The questions for the debate contest 

will be: “Resolved, that all European 
war debts owing this country should 
be cancelled.” Each entrant school 
may enter one team of two students 
and may send an alternate. Each team 
must be prepared to speak on either | 
side of the question. There will be 
three judges at each debate, and the 
decision will be .awarded upon the 
merits of the debate, not the question.

The declamation contest will include 
oratorical readings, girl’s dramatic 
readings, and boy’s dramatic readings. 
Each school may send one student to 
each one. The decision shall be ren­
dered in the same manner as the de­
bate contest, but it will be based on 
stage presence, nature of selection and 
the excellence of the presentation.

One Entrant
Each school may enter one -student 

in the extemperaneous speaking con­
test. The speeches must not exceed 
five minutes in length. An hour before 
the contest subjects will be assigned 
to the entrants, and they will be given 
an hour to organibe theii- speech. The 
decision will be rendered as in the 
other contests and the mastery of the 
subject wjll be taken into considera­
tion.

All schools must be registered be­
fore March 15, in order to take part 
in the tournament. There will be no 
registration fee.

There are some women on this cam­
pus who may be dubbed college won­
ders—wondering when the next check 
will come from Dad!
