For the two great choices which the 
individual has to make he receives 
little training and less information. 
These are the selections of a mate and 
the selection of an occupation. Nature, 
fortunately, gives some aid in the first 
problem, but a almost none in the 
second.

The occupational world has been in-
■easing surprisingly in complexity, 

the time of preliminary preparation 
has been increasing, and competition 
has been getting keener. Consequently 
it is not surprising that we find among 
workers of all classes a high percent­
age of mis-fits, square pegs in round 
holes. All social studies which Have 
been made of this mis-fit group have 
found that it is extensive sometimes as 
high as 75 per cent and that the waste 
in terms of inefficiency and unhappi­
ness is exceedingly high.

Unhappi mess.
This situation has made the selec­

tion of a vocation most difficult for 
the individual student and has in­
creased the number who are drifting 
about in college without a definite vo­
cational objective.

Such students are robbed of the vo­
cational motive which is one of' the 
most powerful in insuring that the stu­
dent shall do his best work. It is 
consequently highly desirable that the 
college student shall make at le’ast 
a tentative choice of a vocation as 
early as the beginning of his sopho­
more year, and that he shall begin 
the preliminary part of his profes­
sional training in that year.

When the student has chosen his 
life work, even in this tentative fash­
ion, he has taken a long step toward 
maturity. He is steadier and much 
more interested in his work. He or­
ganizes the material which he covers 
in various courses from the practical 
point of view of its use to him in his 
life career. He consequently retains 
what he learns better and organizes 
it more effectively than when he does 
not know where he is going but is 
"on the way.”

Selfanalysis
In order to make a satisfactory 

choice of his life work the individual

needs, first, a knowledge of himself, 
of his interests, capacities and ac­
complishments which have vocational 
possibilities. Second, he needs detail­
ed knowledge of the small number of 
ocupations which have an appeal for 
him. A recognition of this need has 
led to the formation of the Committee 
of Vocational Guidance in the Uni­
versity of Nevada. The purpose of 
this committee is to aid students in 
securing information which will enable 
.them to make the choice of a life vo­
cation more intelligent. The means 
and agencies through which the com­
mittee works are as follows:

Steps Taken.

1. A collection of books in the library 
dealing with the various occupa­
tions and problems of vocational 
adjustment.

2. Provision for consulting with some 
thirty counselors who are engaged 
in various occupations in the city 
of Reno.

3. The provision on a course deal­
ing with the psychology of'occu­
pations.

4. Personal conferences by students 
with the various members of the 
committee of Vocational Guidance.

5. The attention of students is also, 
called to various supplimentry 

agencies which will be of service 
in the choice of an occupation. 
First, is the careful analysis of 
successes and failures in the vari­
ous school studies. Second, through 
engaging in various types of stu­
dent activities which give oppor­
tunity to develop or discover par­
ticular vocational opportunity cap­
acities. Third, through encourag­
ing students to secure summer 
work along the Jines of their oc­
cupational interests so that they 
may thus have a chance to try 

themselves out in a practical woy.

The committee is taking this means 
to present the problem of vocation 
selection to the students and to express 
its desire and willingness to be of ser­
vice to them in any way possible in 
the selection of theii’ life work.
