“The End of the White Man’s 

World,” will be the subject of the 
first of threqrlectures which are to be 
given by Upton Close, lecturer, next 
Monday, Tuesday, and Wednesday 
evenings at eight o’clock, in the audi­
torium of the Education building.

Upton Close, who is known as one 
of the greatest American authorities 
on China, is said to be porbably the 
only man in America who knows the 
inside of the , present situation in 
China.

According to Close, the riots in 
China are no longer small affairs to 
be quelled by a few troops or a few 
marines. China has begun the long 
threatened attack on the supremacy of 
the European in the Orient, and all 
other Eastern countries are watching 
to see the outcome.

7 Months Tour
He has just returned from a seven­

months tour of Asia, where he asso­
ciated with all types of people, includ­
ing dipMSjnats, political leaders, farm­
ers, paupers, and anarchists with an 
idea to earn their attitudes and ideas 
Concerning the present vital situation 
which involves the whole world.
“The End of the White Man’s World,” 

is the story of the other half of the 
world never mentioned in world , his­
tories, and tells how it came under the, 
virtual dominion of the white peoples 
of Europe and America, how it is re­
suming a position of equality in world 
affairs, and what that means.

Barbarian in China
On Tuesday evening, Close will 

speak on “An American Barbarian in 
China,” which is a story of his own 
eight years among the Chinese during 
the “republican” era.

“Cherry Blossom and Pear Orchard” 
is the subject of the lecture which he 
will give on Wednesday evening, and 
is a, story of the literature and stage 
of China and Japan.

These lectures will be open to the 
public as -well as the Univeristy stu­

In the 220-yard dash the same 
should happen, as Robison should 
romp home to an easy victory with 
Kellog furnishing the opposition. In 
the 440 Raycraft, Nevada's letterman 
in this event, should run to- a victory. 
Raycraft is a. big strong fellow and 
can run a good race. There are sev­
eral new men who look good in this 
event and may sneak in for a place.

In the 880, Hartung, the Nevada 
hope has been showing great form and 
is running a very good race for so 
early jn the season, so. he should win 
thie event with ease. Hartung has 
been running a great race so far and 
if he 6ontinu.es to improve stands a 
very good chance to lower tile, record. 
Worden, Nevada’s other man in this 
event, should also gain a place.

Clover in Mile
In the. mile we have the old stand­

by, Les Clever. Running under wraps 
in the inter-fraternity last week Clo­
ver made it in 4:50 after loafing al­
most the entire way. Clever is capa­
ble of much better time and if he is 
pressed at all in this meet he is liable 
to set a mark that will stand for quite 
awhile. There are several new men 
in this event that show promises of 
developing into good men.

In the two-mile Ede is back again 
after quite a siege of sickness and 
if he rounds into any shape at all 
should be good for the first place. 
Lohse, a Frosh, is also running a sen- 
>sational two-mile and can bo counted 
on to be well up in the running. He 
has been pressing Ede closely all 
year rind is liable to run for a vic­
tory.

For the relay the probable team is 
.Hartung, Raycraft, Kellogg and Lig- 
non. The first three men are well 
known as they are all veterans and 
have ran. under Nevada colors before. 
Ligon is a Frosh but has been show­
ing a great deal of speed at the quar­
ter. This team mpy be changed be­
fore the race.

In the hurdle races Nevada, has 
Tommy Towle, one of the best on the 
coast and should win both of his 
races. Backing hi mup is Brockbank, a 
letter man from last year.

Weak on Field
In. the field events- Nevada does not 

look so strong with the exception of 
the pole vault with Crew and Levitt 
joint holders of the conference record. 
They are certain to gather several 
points between them.

In the High jump Harbin ..arid Sei­
bert have been going fairly good and 
either -one may surprise. The shot put 
and the discuss are very weak points 
and so far no one has done a credita­
ble distance in either, Bailey has been 
throwing the javelin a good distance 
and may get off -one of his good 
heaves. Taken as a whole, Nevada 
looks very strong in the track events 
but. weak in the field. The men to 
make the trip will be picked from the 
following: Capt. Clover. Ede, Lohse, 
Raycraft, Crew, Towle, Robison, Har­
tung. Kellogg, Seibert, Ligori, Levitt, 
Harbin, Kline, Brockbank, Worden, 
Hunting, .Bailey and Miller.

POULTRY HEADSGO TO MEETING
CO-EDUCATIONAL UNITS 

COMPARED TO NON 
CO-ED GROUPS

REPORTS SAY WOMEN TRY 
TO KEEP PACE 

WITH MEN

. Are college students immoral? Not 
so long ago a young divinity student, 
Wilfred Gross, brought this subject 
again to the foreground when he 
wrote an article foi’ a church paper 
and described the immorality of stu­
dents in the universities. This arti­
cle led to the gathering of statistics 
all over the country; deans, fraternity 
and sorority presidents, ministers, 
the students themselves were ques­
tioned, all with very interesting re­
sults.

The analysis of the colleges in 
every section of the country shows 
that the Middle West leads in im­
morality. The South exceeds in 
drinking,, with the East a close sec­
ond. The Far West concentrates on 
stealing. The East takes first place 
as to drinking and smoking among 
.the women*.

These groups include not only co­
educational universities but also 
men’s and women’s colleges. In men’s 
college s the immorality is perhaps 
more apparent than in the others.

Women Less Immoral
Records from the women’s, colleges 

show that there is probably less im­
morality there than in any other 
■groups of colleges. It is evident that 
the greatest number of girls expelled 
from the women’s eollegs were those 
who had broken rules designed to 
protect their morals, such as signing 
up in the dormitories as bound from 
one place and going to another; go­
ing on unchaperoned automobile .rides 
at night; or, being “generally unde­
sirable.’’

Another interesting thing noted in 
the reports was that girls do not seem 
to drink unless there are men about. 
Some, do it to “keep pace with the 
men,” others to “get Over big with 
speedy males.’’ When it comes to 
the men, liquor is still a perplexing 
problem in the colleges. College stu­
dents come in contact with the police 
through intoxication more than any­
thing else. Official dances are usual­
ly quite dry, but there isn’t much 
known about the fraternity and club 
dances held off the campus.

Another question which has recent­
ly come to the attention of the dean 
ik smoking, among the women. The: 
students admit that most of the girls 
smoke, or that smoking is “getting 
more general.” Women smoke more 
among themselves than they do in the 
presence of men. In the larger co­
ed eollegs the Women. seem to be 
against smoking. A Southern student 
stated in a questionairre that “male 
didn’t smoke.” Yet the same stu­
dent admits that smoking among the 
girls of his acquaintance is general.

Not Hypocritical
College students are no longer 

hypocrites, they are more staid than 
the student of ten and twenty years 
ago. “The students are now as frank 
and free as the former, generation, was; 
secretive,” states one dean. It is al­
most a certainty that the men and 
women in our colleges are just as 
they act with no pretence.
As for smoking, the alumni who made 
reports state that even, in the Middle: 
West eighteen years ago, daring col­
lege girls would sneak a cigarette. 
Drinking and immorality are secretly 
depressed by the present generation. 
The older generation went in for neck- 
in under the name of "spooning,” the 
only difference. between the two is 
that we are more open.

Again comes the question of col­
lege life which always arises when 
we come to the subject of college 
morals. Some people claim that' the: 
the wealth and aristrocracy of col­
lege life. It is the popular idea that: 
fraternity meh expect ihore of the 
non-sorority girl than they do of a 
sorority girl. There has been no rea­
son given for this, although the opin­
ion has always been that the major­
ity of sorority girls are worse than 
those who do not belong to a sorority. 
The t question arises, “Is the gilded 
youth any worse than. his poorer 
brother? And does wealth and SO-i 
cial position inspire in,fractious con­
duct at school?” If we are. to rely 
upon what the schools, and fraterni­
ties and sororities maintain, they do 
not.

HYE HOSPITALSTO BE ERECTED

STUDY OF BRICKMADE BY JONES
J. Claude Jones, professor of' geol­

ogy? on this. . campus, and widely 
known in geological circles, , published 
his .first, scientific paper in 1906.

The paper was entitled, “The Ef- 
fefvescence of Brick,” and dealt with 
the treatment for that substance, 
more popularly ■ known as “white­
wash." examples of which are found 
on the bricks of the new Clark . Mem­
orial Library.

“There are two reasons for this dis­
coloration,”. stated Jones. “The first 
is that it may be caused by the sol­
uble salts in mortar, which ordinary 
rain Water will Wash off."

“Hoowever, if die salts are calcium, 
they will not. wash off,” he contin­
ued.'

The second cause for the efferves- 
cencfe is found in the brick itself, 
rather than in the mortar, but Dr. 
Jones believes the mortar to be the 
cause of that found on the library.

“The reason for so much' whitewash 
on the new library,” he said, “is prob­
ably that, the heavy rains we had 
during the spring, drew the salts out 
in solution, and deposited the effer­
vescence when the eaves were not yet 
on.

University of Minnesota.—Inadequacy 
of medical care available to Chicago’s 
great middle class has prompted 
Northwestern University, to plan the ' 
erection of five hospitals around the | 
present medichl buildings in an effort' 
to remedy the situation. !

Although there is not enough free 
service in Chicago, the greatest need is 
for middle-priced accomodations for 
those who can not afford to pay be­
tween $4 and $7 a day, and it is for the 
use of this class that the new facili­
ties are planned.

Service at Cost
According to present plans, Wesley 

and Passavant hospitals will be erected 
first. The university, children’s, and 
maternity hospitals will be added later. 
Approximately one-third of the beds at 
Wesley will be available for those peo­
ple who can not pay the existing high 
prices.

The principle followed in the move, 
is to restore people to their earning- 
capacity. Services for patients at 
Wesley will be given for anything they 
cain afford, while, service at the Uni-, 
versify hospital will be given at just 
the cost of operation.

Staff in Charge
Hospitals and the dispensary to be 

erected according to present place will 
be closely connected with the univer­
sity. According to a statement made 
by Irving S. Cutter, dean of the col­
lege of Medicine, the physicians and 
surgeons on the teaching and dispen­
sary staff will be the doctors in charge. 
Among them are. many well-known , 
specialists.

The hospitals will have a two-fold : 
duty, giving, expert medical care at a i 
minimum : charge, ’ and affording pos­
sibilities of observations that will ad­
vance the boundaries of knowledge.

University authorities promptly con­
fiscated all available copies of the 
edition, and criminal libel suits were 
threatened against the writers.

Among the charges hurled at the ex­
editor and his friends who are pub­
lishing the independent pape? were a 
number of personal attacks. “Neck­
ing” parties at council meetings and 
dramatic rehearsals were hinted at 
and lurid accounts were given of stu­
dents being found “guzzling” in boot­
leggers’ “dives." Faculty members were 
not spared, and the “Red Hetring" 
carried, reports of midnight parties 
staged in the offices of professors in 
the theological coJlleges. The sup­
pressed issue was printed on a bright 
red paper.

University of Chicago.—“Student 
fees in American colleges pay only 31 
per cent of the running expenses of the 
college, and the deficit must be made 
up with large endowments,” said Tre­
vor Arnett, former vice-president of 
the University of Chicago, in speaking 
to the American , Association of Col­
leges which recently met in Chicago.

“The world wilj never appreciate ed­
ucation until it pays a price for it 
comparable to that of other desired 
things in life. The desire for educa­
tion would more likely be a serious one 1 
if the fee were raised to three times 
what it is now, and many students 
could afford to pay it,” Mr. Arnett told 
the association.

FOR ENGINEERS AND HOLD PICNICMAKE TRIP TO“There are two types of minds—the 
human and the undergraduate. How­
ever, these have no connection with 
each other. The mass mind, as in the 
case of human beings, can always be 
fathomed as to the manifestations of 
its next actions, but the undergradu­
ate mind—no one can ever tell what 
its next actions will be.” Thus speaks 
'Dr. John Smith Kendall of Tulane 
university, New Orleans, in an inter- 

i view in the college weekly publica­
tion, the Tulane Hullabaloo.

After distinguishing between the two 
types of minds. Dr. Kendall asserts 
that the undergraduate’s is only zoo­
logically'a mind; that the student 
makes no effort to understand what 
it’s all about at college, but merely 
says. “Here I am, educate me.” He 
further said that the adult mind is 
the human one, possessed by human 
beings, outside of college, and that the 
undergraduate mind is found only in 
a university.

He also claims that ‘the undergrad­
uate thinks the college circulum is a 
ritual, and that he must pour libations 
to the gods of chemistry, physics and 
ethers. If the smoke from the sacri­
fices is favorable to the gods, the 
student passes. If not, he offers more 
sacrifices and libations to the angered 
deities. He thinks that if he is in 
favor with the gods of the subjects he 
is taking, he will get through college;

The actual practice of the law as a 

profession does not hold out any prom­
ise of great wealth. There are many 
lawyers who become wealthy but the 
limit of possibility in this direction is 
much narrower than in the field of 
business, for instance. Much of a 
lawyer’s time must be given, as in 
the case of all professions, to services 
from which the return is not commen­
surate with the effort, labor and time 
involved. There is a limit to the 
amount of time which a lawyer may 
devote to his profession in the ordi-
nary lifetime and this almost 
sarily fixes, within reasonable 
the amount of compensation 
can be secured in that time.

The law does, however, open the 
door to many opportunities in other 
directions, where greater wealth may 
be found.

The requirement is slightly more dif­
ficult to meet than Nevada’s system 
expressed in terms of hours,

A second ruling states that the Uni­
versity of California will not accept

fornia transferred from Nevada is re­
ceived regularly by the dean of 'the 
College of Arts and Science. At 
present the total, number of ’students, 
the University of California is 
eighteen. Although only one of their 
number was dismissed on account of 
low scholarship, the reports of the 
remainder was not of a. high standard.

Many Specials Out
Although the University of Cali- ' 

fornia accords Nevada, graduates full 
credit and high standing it does not 
look upon the college as a favorable 
source of student material. This is 
due to the fact that unrecommended 
California Students have in the past . 
entered. Nevada as specials, thus 
weeding out Nevada’s required 
courses, and obtaining only units, 
gleaned from “snap courses,” to en­
ter California.

An attempt will be made to remedy 
this .situation ini the future by Ne­
vada’s ruling that non-resident stu­
dents Cannot enter as specials, and by 
California’s new transfer rules.
