Patriotic Talk 
Given by Pratt 
Before Assembly

Great Significance Of 
Constitution Day

Dwelt On
Citing the United States constitution 

as an instrument without peer, the 
Honorable Sam Platt, prominent Reno 
attorney, addressed the assembly this 
morning on “The Mirrors of the Con­
stitution.”

The speaker, who was a delegate to 
the International Rotary Convention in 
Ostend, Belgium, interwove his experi­
ences in foreign lands with his dis­
cussion of the constitution. Visualiz­
ing the constitution as a lady who has 
changed with the styles and customs 
of the. day, Mr. Platt charged’ the adui- 
ence with is duties.

"The powers repose inherently with­
in the people, to act as they see fit 
and to preserve the constitution for 
posterity,” he continued.

Experiences Described
The speaker then related his ex­

periences! in the London Rotary where 
he was accorded the unusual privilege 
of visiting the Westminister Abbey 
and of -witnessing the House of Lords 
in action. He briefly compared the 
differences in the organization of the 
English government from that of the 
American people, concluding his con­
trast with a discussion of the differ­
ent principles involved.

Relating incidents of his journey to 
Italy, Mr. Platt told of the great 
change in the land, and of the co-or­
dinated, patriotic race of people which 
are ever ready to support Mussolini.

The speaker concluded his address 
with a brief review of the conditions 
in Germany, calling attention to the 
fact that many of the European coun­
tries are patterning, their form of 
government after that of the United 
States.

Selections by the University orches­
tra and songs by the assembly, un­
der direction of Mr. Post, Glee Club 
instructor, prefaced the talk.

express my hearty approval of this 
decision. There are two arguments 
that ought to clinch the matter, once 
and for all. First, it will make engi­
neer’s day bigger, and second, and 
greatest, it will make Homecoming 
Day bigger. Those two arguments 
should leave no appeal for mainte­
nance of two separate days at the 
University.”

Should Co-operate
“The engineers . are a part of the 

University, and should co-operate in 
making Homecofning Day a success,” 
says Leslie . Clover, vice-president of 
the Associated Engineers.

“A lot of the old engineers' coming 
back on Homecoming5 Day, before this; 
didn’t see much on our side of the 
campus. Engineer’s Day, heretofore, 
hasn’t accomplished its purpose, and 
has failed to draw back' alumni. 
Everything in this change is in the 
Engineer’s favpr. Our crowd . is gath­
ered for us. All we have to do is put 
on the show.”

“And,” Clover stated, “we do not in­
tend to ‘honj in’ on any of the Aggie 
privileges, but to work toward the 
good of the University and Homecom­
ing Day. To do this, however, we feel 
the present dance should be given as a 
campus function by the Homecoming 
committee.”

Displays Main Subject
Vernon Cantion, president of A. S. 

p. N. says, “The underlying purpose 
of each event, is to bring the Alumni 
back to the campus, and to display 
to them, as well as to the general 
public what the University of Nevada 
has, and does within its walls. To 
combine the two events would enable 
both the Alumni, and the general pub­
lic to witness a greater, more unified 
celebration, and would, in addition, 
bring greater co-operation between 
two of the. major factions on the cam­
pus. I wholeheartedly favor the plan.”

While J. Claude Jones, chairman of 
the student affairs committee adds, 
“The mining building will be thrown 
open for exhibition anyway, due to the 
new additions, and improvements, 
and will be old stuff by the time the 
usual Engineer’s Day arrives. It is 
much to the advantage of the engi­
neer’s to use this opportunity to dis­
play their work.”

Continuing he said, “This action of 
the engineers is a wedge, entering- into 
Homecoming day, which will ultimate­
ly resolve into a day when every sec­
tion and part of the campus will put 
on exhibitions. Not only the. Aggies 
and Engineers, but the departments 
of Art, Music, etc., will be represented 
on this day and the campus will be 
well -represented for the alumni.”

“True, there are many minor argu­
ments to be entered against it in favor 
of the Aggies, of course,” he admitted. 
Perhaps they feel that we split their 
crowd, and make their exhibits less 
important. But we attract only those 
grads who are interested in engineer­
ing and not in agriculture. Hereto­
fore the engineers have had to enter­
tain the returned graduates on Home- 
coming Day, and were not prepared 
to do so.”

Sibley In Favor
F. H. Sibley, dean of the engineer­

ing college is also heartily in favor of 
the newly accepted plan. He says, “It 
is the alumni we are interested in 
reaching, and we. can do that best, on 
Homecoming Day.”

W. S. Palmer, professor of mining, 
and a prominent engineer, says, “The 
fall is much better than the spring 
for the engineers.

“Dunt Esk” is Milt Gross’ latest and 
funniest concoction. The book is a 
collection of,stories, each chapter be­
ing in no way related to the one be­
fore it. This is the lightest of light 
fiction done in a different manner by 
a man with a very exaggerated sense 
of humor.

Twelve more stories, of the. exploits 
of the famous detective, . Sherlock 
Holmes and his assistant Watson, have 
been given to the public recenty in 
A. Conan Doyle’s latest publication, 
“Case book, of Sherlock Holmes.” The 
accomplishments of the detective in 
these stories aren’t at all exceptional. 
He just happens to guess right for each 
mystery.

A talk by President Walter E. Clark 

on the “Usefulness of the Study of 
Economics as a Preparation for a Vo­
cation” featured the meeting of the 

’Commerce club held last Wednesday 
night in the Education building.

Professional Values
Speaking from an experienced point 

of view in the. face of having.. been 
head of the Economics department in 
the College of the City of New York, 
President Clark told of his contacts 
there with the professional values of 
Economics and its practical applica­
tion for colege graduates.

. In regard to the College of the City 
of New York the growth of the busi­
ness department from a mere sub-di­
vision within the scho.ol of Philosophy, 
to a separate school, one of its best in

teachers and thirty-seven courses, was 
emphasized by President Clark as an 
example of the increasing regard for 
the importance of the educational the­
ories of business.

“One should most definitely include 
the study of Economics,” said the

shelter, and protection as the basic 
needs of all men; and in view of the 
fact that a study of Economics centers 
about these things, such a course has 
decided advantages.

Vocatiohal Preparation
“In the field of Vocation, prepara­

tion is the best asset for assured suc­
cess. In an outline of a practical case, 
investigated by, one of the largest 
banks in the U. S., it was shown that 
out of one thousand boys with no col­
lege education, only one moved to an 
/executive position, and this only after 
from twenty to thirty years of work­
ing up. College graduates, on the 
Other hand, prove to hold one out of 
every two executive positions, with 
only one year or less spent in the less 
responsible routine work.

“The knowing of at least something 
about the world of business is essen­
tial before, one should venture out in 
it, to make it his vocation. A firm 
desire to deliver one hundred per cent 
hi all work undertaken, in addition to 
realizing the value of knowing people, 
'of connecting your own particular job 
with the whole business of which you 
are a part, patience, a humble, atti­
tude, and a professional attitude to­
ward all work, excluding the grasping 
element of striving only for a large 
salary, are the prime factors in suc­
cess in the business world for any­
one,” stated President Clark, in noting

American parents will select small 
colleges near their homes for their 
children if they follow the. advice of 
Dr. Harvey W. Wiley, noted educator 
and health authority.
, The great universities with present­
day enrollments of 5,000 to 25,000 are 
like factories, turning out graduates 
supplied with specified facts on cer­
tain subjects, but they lack the advan­
tages of intimate contacts between 
teacher and students and the congen­
ial community life which develops 
character and fosters culture, he de­
clares, writing in Good Housekeeping 
for September.

“There is also a social threat which 
is more dangerous in huge crowds 
than in small companies,” he says. 
"It is the danger of bolshevism and 
atheism. It is an easy matter in these 
crowded educational centers to couple 
up disbelief in God with disbelief in 
government.

“One dollar expended at Hanover, a 
small college in Indiana, gives as much 
culture as five at Harvard. As a grad­
uate of both institutions! can truly 
make this statement.

Students Lose Individuality
“The real specific benefit of the 

small college, lies in the fact that its 
students are individuals. They know 
their professors. They are not simply 
a number in a huge herd, without rec­
ognition or individuality.

“In a commencement in which from 
one to two thousand graduates receive 
their diplomas, as is the case in many 
of our large universities, there is no 
individuality. There may be a few 
who have graduated with honors, but 
most of them rise' and, without even 
answering to their names, Are given 
the degree of Bachelor of Arts, or ■ 
whatever other degree they may re-| 
ceive.

“The whole benefit of personal con- ! 
tact with the professor, the advantage ( 
of his personal and sympathetic at­
tention and his interest in each indi- । 
vidual character as it is unfolded be- I 
fore him during the years of the asso- i 
ciation, are all lacking in this mass ; 
instruction.

"The safety of the future, the purity 
of learning and the efficiency of teach- ■ 
ing are all intimately bound up with 
the small educational unit.”
