Wednesday evening, representatives
from organization on the hill
gathered in the auditorium of the Ed­
ucation building for the purpose of 

l discussing the matter of a eentea-lhsed 
| treasury system for the campus.
i Every phase of the problem was con­
sidered and discussed, and it was de­
cided that the present finance con­
trol system should be discarded as it 
was evident that the school had out­
grown the old system, and, with its 
present needs demanded one of great­
er facility.
. In regard to the proposed central­
ized system no definite conclusion was 
reached, but the most practical sol­
ution was proposed by Professor Ed­
win Duerr, which may be summed 
Up as follows:

The moneymaking organizations on 
the campus may be classified into Sev-
eral main 
dramatics,

groups, such as athletics, 
and publications. Under

these maiil groups would fall all the 
organizations that would be affected 
by the centralized system. Each of 
these main groups would be controlled 
by a council, including a representa­
tive of each separate organization of 
that particular type, and a faculty 
member who would act in tire capa­
city of an advisor, not having a vote.

The governing body of the central­
ized treasury would be made up of 
a, representative from each of these 
main groups, and a faculty advisor, 
having no vote, to be appointed by the 
University President.

This plan was the most completely 
organized one that was presented at 
tho meeting, but it was not definitely- 
accepted or rejected. It was decided 
to have further discussion upon the 
matter at a round table composed of 
representatives of all organizations in­

THIRTEEN PROVES TO BE 

LUCKY NUMBER FOR 
ENGINEERS

UNIQUE LIBRARIES
SOUGHT BY FROSH MINING SCHOOL

Unique exhibits from each depart­
ment of the Engineering- School at­
tracted decided attention during 
Homecoming, as visitors were conduct­
ed through the show by students in the j 
department, and each phase of their 
work depicted explained in detail by 
members of the classes which con­
structed the various attractions on 
display.

Miniature Dredge Shown
In the mechanical engineering build­

ing-, miniature dams and bridges con­
structed true to type in every way to 
the "real thing,” by students in the 
School of Civil Engineering, gave prac­
tical instructions on the constructive 
work done along these line. Sections 
of reinforced steel, and detailed re­
production of the various strusses 
found in the original of these struct­
ures were clearly depicted.

Mill in Operation
A gold mill in actual operation fea­

tured the exhibit shown by students 
in the school of Mining Engineering. 
Seventeen tons of high-grade ore, 
brought to the University particularly 
for the Homecoming display were ‘run’ 
through the mill during the day, each 
operation being clearly shown and ex­
plained by the students. Following the 
running off of the tests, small nug­
gets of “gold” were presented to vis­
itors at the exhibit, the “gold” being 
a unique combination of two metals, 
aluminum and brass, giving a realis­
tic effect.

The seismograph, or earthquake re­
corder, was also a part of the Mining­
school exhibit, charts of several local 
and foreign earthquakes being- shown, 
with complete descriptions of the min­
ute action of the sensitive instrument.

Electrical Display
In the Electrical laboratory, synch­

ronous motors, used to convert alter­
nating currents to direct currents, were 
shown; and converts and transformers 
as well attracted decided attention in 
the light of their uniqueness and com­
pleteness in display.

An airplane engine, set up in full 
operation, was exhibited outside the 
Electrical building by the Mechanical 
engineers. Model steam engines and 
turbines featured the major part of the 
Mechanical displays in the laboratories 
of that department.

Manufacturing of sulphuric acid, 
methods of obtaining oil from sage­
brush, and methods of treatment of 
colds by chlorine were illustrated by 
students in the department. Other dis­
plays, as the process of obtaining salt 
from salt water, and the various stages 
of certain chemicals, were as well a 
part of the exhibit by the Chemical 
department.

Exhibits Successful
The exhibits in the Engineering de­

partment have formerly been a part of 
Engineer’s Day, entirely apart from 
the Homecoming celebration, this year 
being the first time when these ex­
hibits were displayed in conjunction 
with the other Hill shows for Home- 
coming. In the opinion of those in 
charge, Engineers’ Day as a part of 
Homecoming has proved to be decided­
ly successful, and will in all probability 
become a set standard and inextric­
able part of future Homecoming cel­
ebrations.

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Five hundred pounds of high grade 
dumortierite ore is being shipped to 
the Mackay school of mines by the 
president of the Champion Poreclain 
Company, as an expression ' of his 
thanks for the work done by the men ■ 
here on the dumortierite problem. !

The ore, which is rather rare, is to 
be used in trading with other museums, 
whereby the Mackay school of mines, 
can secure other specimens to round 
out their museum in’ return for some 
samples of the ore.

The president!, also expressed his 
thanks in a lettei- to J. A. Fulton, dir­
ector of the school.

The study of dumortierite ore has 
been taken up by the Mackay school 
of mines as one of the greatest non- 
metallic problems this state presents. 
Although known since 1881, the min­
eral has never been studied until now, 
when the Champion Porcelain com- 1 
pany has begun a commercial use of 

the ore.
The ore is used chiefly in making 

spark plugs, but can also be used to 
make unbreakable dishes, etc. A high 
degree of development of this ore will 
reduce the. danger in airplane plugs, 
and other delicate machinery to the 
nth degree.

Dr. Jones and Dr. Grawe, of the geo­
logical department are doing a micro­
scopic study of the mineral, the chem­
istry department of the University of 
Nevada is making a careful chemical 
analysis, and professor Palmer is run­
ning a series of tests to see if the ore 
can be freed of its impurities.

"Wo hope to achieve' something' of 
international interest,” stated Fulton, 
"and our work so.far on the problem 
has given excellent results.”

a new novel by Vincente Blasco Ibanez. 
“The Mob” is the title of the book and 
it deals with that great horde of pov­
erty-Stricken humanity which lives in 
the slums of Madrid. This group of 
people is made up principally of rag­
pickers, gypsies, and petty thieves. The 
main character of the story is a man— 
a product of this mob—who has had a 
liberal education. It traces his life 
from childhood through his marriage 
and on. This book, while very differ­
ent from the other Ibanez books, is 
said to be one of his Ijest. There is 
very little of the Ibanez style as the 
public expects it as there is a notice­
able lack of the war element that is 
suually present in his books. Even so, 
it is a stirring story of the oppressed 
masses of people and its pictures of 
their life are unusual.

H. G. Wells has given the public an­
other of his long dr^wn-out, argumen-

tative, . and rather tiresome.. books, in 
“Meanwhile.” The story opens with 
a group of people visiting a man and 
his wife at their home on the Riviera.

WILL SPEND WINTER IN 

GREENLAND MAKING 
OBSERVATIONS

ILLUSTRATION
From the land of snow and ice, 

where he has gone into seclusion for 
xthe winter, (since the last boat of the 
year has already left Greenland) comes 
an interesting account of his adven­
tures, by Dr. J. E. Church.

Dr. Church, Radio Operator Belk­
nap, and Observer Kaliquest; are the 
only ones of the original party that 
will remain in Greenland throughout 
the winter. Concerning this, Dr. 
Church in letters to friends says: “I 
am a soft of a Petter Pan now that the 
building work is done, for Kallquist 
of the Weather Bureau has consented 
to stay all winter and manage the Ob­
servatory. This, fortunately, leaves 

nra free to roam. I am planning now 
to accompany Hedge Bongsted, an Ar­
ctic explorer, to the inland ice to live 
there most of the winter or early 
spring to feel the pulse of the weath­
er.”

Although we cannot phygically share 
with him the wonders and glories of 
tho frozen north, Dr. Church gives us 
glowing accounts of his adventures 
which pulsate with life and real mean­
ing.

Ha also intends to bring back many 
photos with which to illustrate his 
word pictures, as he talks, “When the 
ice goes out of the fiord, or preferably 
late in June, Peter, a native boy, and 
I plan to fill our motor dory with camp 
stuff and cameras and photograph the 
Alpine scenery down stream. It’s the 
longest and perhaps grandest fiord 
in the world.”

“But science and business come be­
fore pleasure,” says Dr. Church, “so 
in April, with Peter as companion, I 
shall run competition with the men in 
Nevada and make a snow survey from 
the inland ice to the coast.”

Fred Herz of Reno built the observa­
tory-in which they conduct .their ex­
periments, and which, Dr. Church says, 
“has been very essential at every turn.” 
Belknap and I took a canoe load of 
equipment in a glacial stream and ex­
perienced subjects and incidents en­
ough for a complete outing magazine.”

Mr. Herz left Greenland early in Sep­
tember for his return trip to America, 
by way. of Denmark and Germany. He 
will spend two or three weeks in Ger­
many before he returns home some­
time in November.
