Nevada Students 
Favor Policies 

of Pres. Clark
Italic N’s Presented 

to Worthy Staff 
Members

The University of Nevada students 
are heartily in accord with President 
Clark and his policies as was shown 
by unanimous approval of the resolu­
tions which were passed *n this morn­
ing’s assembly of the A. S. U. N.

The Board of Regent’s proposal to 
cut the salary of the president fifty 
per cent met with disapproval, and 
-spirited talks by campus leaders met 
with much applause from the stu­
dent body members. A committee, 
consisting of Walter Cox ’28, Pete 
Gignoux ’28 and Bud Stevenson ’28, 
was appointed to draft a suitable reso­
lution to be presented before the Board 
of Regents tomorrow afternoon.

A resolution drawn up by the en­
gineers asking the Board of Regents 
to reconsider the resignation of As­
sociate-Professor C. H. Kent was en­
dorsed by the student body. Various 
men, citing Kent’s work as instructor 
in basic engineering courses and as 
leader of the university band, asked 
that a committee be appointed to pre­
sent the facts before the state regents. 
The committee appointed was headed by 
Ed. Zeigler. ’28, v»ith Kenneth Knopf 
’28, and Walter Cox ’28, as assistants. 
The proposal which had previously 
been accepted by the engineers, 160 
strong, passed the A. S. U. N. meeting 
without a dissenting vote.

Seven Italic N’s were awarded by 

Fred Anderson, Editor and Eva Adams, 
Women’s Editor of the Sagebrush. 
Those to receive the silver letter were: 
John Babcock ’28, Dan Senseney ’30, 
Allan Crawford ’29, Barbara Horton 
’30, Frances Nelson ’28, Anita Becaas 
’28, and Saralee Clark ’30. These 
awards are given every semester to 
those members of the staff who have 
shown service, ability and willingness 
to work and are one of the highest 
honors that can be paid newspaper 
aspirants.

Office Needed
A need of. student body offices for 

A. S. U. N. officials was mentioned, 
and a group was appointed to investi­
gate possibilities. The committee ap­
pointed in this matter by President 
Cantion included Lloyd Moon ’29, 
Douglas Ford ’29, Ellen Harrington ’29, 
Duane Mack ’30, Patricia Harding ’29, 
and Marshal Guisti ’30. .

Bob Farrar T4, president of the 
Alumni Association, was appointed to 
succeed Harold Hughes ’24, as the 
alumni representative for the proposed 
Union building. Harold Hughes, who 
has served ably in this capacity, was 
forced to resign due to his appoint- 
.ment as manager of the San Francisco 
Junior Chamber of Commerce. The 
meeting adjourned with the singing of 
the Nevada hymn.
E2?-uEFULL SCHEDULE

President Walter E. Clark, and 
members of the University of Nevada 
faculty will take part in a meeting 
of the Nevada Council of School Ad­
ministration to be held in Reno for 
two days, today and tomorrow.

This council is a new department of 
the Nevada State Educational Asso­
ciation, and the meeting will be the 
first since its organization. It has as 
its president, Mr. A. L. Kelly of Over- 
ton, and as its vice president, Mr. 
George L. Dilworth of Sparks.

Problems Discussed
An address by Governor Fred Bal- 

zar on some phases of education will 
be followed by a discussion by Presi­
dent Clark on problems of common 
interest to the state university and 
the high schools of Nevada. Dean 
John W. Hall will later speak on “Es­
sentials in the Organization of an Ef­
fective Unit for Administration and 
Supervision.”

Others who will • speak are V. 
Townsley, president of the state as­
sociation and superintendent of schools 
at McGill; George L. Dilworth, super­
intendent of the Sparks schools; B. D. 
Billinghurst, superintendent of the 
Reno schools; G. E. McCracken, prin­
cipal of the Churchill county high 
school at Fallon; Walter W. Ander­
son, superintendent of public instruc­
tion; Charles Priest, superintendent of 
the Carson schools, and W. J. Hunt­
ing, superintendent of schools at Love­
lock.

Cooperation on the part of state, of­
ficials is expected to do much toward 
improving the Nevada educational 
system.

Captain Les Clover also proph­
esies that Nevada is on the verge 
of her best year of basketball, 
and although he will not depict a 
clean sweep of all games, he fig­
ures Nevada to pull through on 
or near the top.

“With a veteran team and a 
number of good men coached in 
Nevada’s fast style of play, try­
ing out for the team, the squad 
should be able to get off to a 
quick start and play consistent­
ly throughout the season,” Clover 
continued.

St. Mary’s is the team we are 
out to beat and if the team plays 
the game it is capable of Nevada 
will chalk up the victory... Last 
year these teams split the series 
and the games were fast - and 
hard fought throughout and it 
was no disgrace to lose either 
game.
“Nevada does not meet Cali­

fornia or Stanford this year, but 
nevertheless has a hard, fast 
schedule to play and. it will re­
quire a strong team to bring us 
the Far Western Conference 
Championship again.

“Saturday’s Children,” by Maxwell 
Adams, now finishing a year’s stand in 
New York and considered the best play, 
of the year, is on the list for the sec­
ond play. If it is secured the students 
on the Nevada Campus will be the 
first non-professionals to present it. 
“Ice Bound” by Owen Davis, the Pul­
itzer prize play for 1922, which is a 
drama of New England life, is also 
being considered.

Students Direct Play
The last presentation is to be a 

series of three one-act plays directed 
by students. “The Man Who jy/farried 
a Dumb Wife” by Anatole France is 
to be directed by Edwin Semenza. The 
other two one-act plays may be chosdn 
from those entered in the play writing 
contest or may be “Indian Summer” 
by Mulhac and Halevey, a French play 
to be directed by Lenard Sledge, ’30, 
or “French Without a Master,” by 
Tristram Bernard, also a French farce.

In addition to this schedule the Se­
nior play is to be presented. New 
lights and new curtains will be secured 
and installed by next semester so that 
the .stage effects will be even better 
than those already procured.

Men and women who 
studied under him are still telling of 
the exhilirating influence of his en­
thusiasm and his scholarship; they 
had never suspected that philosophy 
could be so intelligible, so absorbing, 
and so fruitfully related to the actual 
problems of life.

The attractiveness of Dr. Durant’s 
lectures maybe judged from the fact 
that his book, “The Story of Philoso­
phy” was the best-selling non-fiction 
book in America within three weeks 
of its publication, and still leads the 
list at the present writing.

Board of Regents Plan 
to Cut Deficit 

of School
In an effort to cut, what George F. 

Talbot claims expenses at the Uni­
versity of Nevada, it was proposed by 
him to cut the salary of Walter E. 
Clark, president of the state univer­
sity in half and also to further cut 
down expenses by diminishing Presi­
dent Clark’s present entertaining fund 
which has been fixed at .$1,000.

He has been receiving a salary of 
$12,000 a year for his work at the in­
stitution, and during the last two years 
several attempts have been made to 
reduce his salary. In the last session 
of the state legislature jt .was intro­
duced to cut Clark's salary, but it 
never g'ot outside of committee.

President Clark before coming to 
the university of Nevada was head of 
the department of Political Science at 
the college of the City of New York. 
He is also the author of several books 
on economics and is considered an 
authority on this subject in the,coun­
try. It has been during his presidency 
that special students at the university 
have been cut from a large figure to 
the present one of 7, he has raised 
the entrance requirement at the school 
until the University of Nevada now 
has requirements comparable to the 
best colleges in the United States.

The Board of Regents at the univer­
sity seem to be opposed to making 
any statements at the present time as 
to their stand on the matter with the 
exception of Talbot. It seems to be 
their general opinion however, that 
the expenses are too high at the in­
stitution and that they are showing 
a' defecit and that the cut in the 
president’s salary offers the easy way 
out of cutting down this deficit.

Student opinion at the University 
of Nevada opposes any such cut of the 
president’s salary and the students are 
strongly behind President Clark in h,is 
present policy, and work that he is 
doing for the school.PLAN ADVANCESFOR OBTAININGAS. UN. OFFICE
NEED OF HEADQUARTERS 

FELT BY LEADERS IN 
ACTIVITIES

Agitation has recently been started 
by some of the campus leaders to se- 
eure and furnish a regular A. S. U. N. 
office. Possibilities of acquiring space 
in the old library, the new library and 
Stewart xHall have been investigated 
with the possible elimination of all 
but. Stewart Hall.

The need, of an A. S. U. N. office 
is very much felt, as the A. S. U. N. 
has no place to keep records and ma­
terials; not regular place to receive 
mail or phone calls, no regular place 
to hold committee meetings, and it 
lacks any specified office or official 
home whatever.

On first thought the most desirable 
space suggested was in the old library 
or a room in the new library but 
space in the old library is Ijeing with­
held for classrooms and space in the 
new library would most probably be 
refused by the Board of Regents. Un­
less some unthought-of room is found 
an office will be obtained on the top 
deck of Stewart Hall, which is de­
sirable except for the three flights of 
stairs.

In the event space is taken in Stew­
art the northwest corner, which is 
partitioned from the remaining floor, 
will be thoroughly cleaned, papered 
and generally made attractive. It is 
planned to have carpets, a few desks 
for A. S. U. N. officials, places where 
valuable records and data might be

PHI KAPPA PHI REQUIREMENTS ARE DECREASEDTO 2 AVERAGE
GRADUATION CLASSES TO 

BE DIVIDED INTO 
TWO SECTIONS

HIGHEST FIFTH OF EACH 
CLASS CHOSEN FOR 

HONOR GROUP
Scholastic requirements for election 

to Nevada chapter of Phi Kappa Phi, 
national honor society, have been de­
creased from an average grade of 1.75 
to one of 2, according to a statement 
given out by Dr. J. R. Young, presi­
dent of the organization. The action 
was taken at a meeting held Tuesday, 
November 22.

Besides the reduction of the scholar­
ship standard, it was decided that in 
the future the graduating class shall 
be divided into two sections, one com­
posed of all the candidates for A. B. 
degrees and the other of all the candi­
dates for B. S. degrees. The gradu­
ates composing the highest fifth of 
each group in scholastic standing will 
be considered for election into the or.- 
ganization.

Benefits Engineers
The reason assigned, for the lower­

ing of the scholarship requirements 
was that the former hig-h -standard 
militated against engineering stu­
dents, who, because of the difficult 
natures of the courses they are re­
quired to take, are more apt to fall 
below a 1.75 average, even though their 
ability may be as great, as arts and 
science students who make 1.75 or 
more. This is especially true in the 
freshman and sophomore years, when 
preliminary work in engineering- is 
taken.

By dividing the. -graduating- class in­
to two groups and electing from a 
fifth of each, a more equal proportion 
of members from each group will be 
gained.

Proportion Same
The proportion of the graduating 

class who may be elected, has, how­
ever. not been changed, and the chief 
result of the alterations will be only 
to get a more representative member­
ship. Even though the highest fifth 
of a g-roup contains a few graduates 
falling below a 2 average, such stu­
dents would not be considered forelec­
tion. since the organizations is bound, 
not to elect one-fifth, blit only to re­
strict its elections to one-fifth or less

In 1918 there was an enrollment of 300 students at Nevada, 
today it totals approximately 950. Her buildings, then valued 
at a very few hundred thousand dolars, have been increased 
to over a million dollars, with the prospects of adding another 
million dollars in the next few years. Her scholarship stand­
ards have increased from among the lowest till they now rank 
with the best and her position of rating with the best of uni­
versities has been firmly established during the past decade. ‘

A miajor portion of this advancement can be traced to one 
influence, one man who has worked tirelessly for the good of 
the University. That man is President Walter E. Clark and it 
is with regret that the students of the university learned of the 
proposal of the board of regents to slice his salary. Such an 
action would deprive Nevada of the one who made this rapid 
advancement possible and we think it is to be regretted that 
such a step was deemed necessary by the Board of Regents.

Doctor Clark in 1920 received the offer of a position which 
offered him over five times the salary he was receiving. The 
Board of Regents, at that time, realizing the value of a man 
with character and intelligence sufficient to form policies and 
will power and determination sufficient to carry them out, 
induced him to remain by a raise of salary. This raise ap­
proached nowhere near the amount of his other offer. Now 
certain of the Board of Regents suggest cutting that salary 
till it is less than that which he started with.

An attempt to throw dirt in the eyes of the people has 
been made in the statement by certain persons that the salary 
of President Clark is the highest paid to any state or land 
grant college president. With but little view of statistics this 
statement can be proven false.

The state of Oregon has both the University of Oregon at 
Eugene and the Oregon Agricultural College at Corvallis. Pay­
ing $10,000 to the president of each of these the tSate of Ore­
gon is paying $20,000 for presidential service and in addition 
it is paying a fair salary to the head of at least one Normal 
School separate from either of the two colleges.

The State of Washington' pays $18,000 to the President 
of the University of Washington at Seattle and $12,000 to 
the President of the State College of Washington in Pullman— 
that is the State of Washington pays $30,000 per year for pres­
idential services at these two institutions.

Again, Utah pays $10,000 to the President of the University 
of Utah at Salt Lake City and $6,000 to the President of the 
Agricultural College of Utah at Logan—that is Utah pays 
$16,000 per year for presidential services at these two insti­
tutions.

The University of Nevada includes its College of Arts and 
Science, includes its School of Education, its College of En­
gineering, includes Schools of Civil, Electrical, Mechanical

With the revolving of the sports cycle, football has again 
faded into the background to make way for the artists of 
the hoop. Nevada, in the season just ended, did not pile up 
a particularly impressive series of wins. They did do one thing, 
however. They proved themselves Nevadans. They upheld 
that spirit which has made the smallest university on the Pacific 
Coast one to be reckoned with by -the largest. They lived up 
to their reputation of clean, hard fighters who believe in the 
spirit of “never die.” Playing against jinxes of “fumbles,” 
“injuries,” and “ineligibilities” they fought to the last and no 
man on the team but gave his best. Too much cannot be said 
of the men who, playing on Nevada’s varsity, brought it 
through to an almost wholly triumphant climax, after begin­
ning the season with a discouraging list of defeats.

But the credit is not due alone to these. A part should go 
to the men who make this team possible, who get no praise 
nor material reward for their efforts, their only glory con­
sisting of a halo of bruises and a memory of aching muscles. 
The “goof team,’ the second string men, unheralded in picture 
or story, who struggle through weary hours to put Nevada 
first. The Sagebrush, for one, feels the debt due both the 
team who won Nevada’s victories and the men who made that 
team possible and we take this opportunity of expressing our 
appreciations.

“The Bellamy Trial/’ by: Frances 

Noyes Hart" 1st on'e of the best mys­
tery novels that has been published 
this year- It is the unique way in 
which the plot is unfolded that gives 
the story its individuality. It is the 
story of the trial of Stephen Bellamy 
and Sue Ives for the murder of Mimi 
Bellamy. The whole story is the tes­
timony of different witnesses; Patrick 
Ives, Sue Ives’ husband; Margaret 
Ives, Pat Ives’ mother; many minor 
witnesses; and, finally, Stephen Bel­
lamy and Sue Ives themselves. Frances 
Noyes Hart has shown unusual skill 
in allowing hints to drop that might 
reveal the identity of the murderer.

Throughout the. whole story there is 
no clue as to who really murdered 
Mimi Bellamy, and this suspension 
continues to the very last page. Most 
mystery novels attempt this, and a 
majority of them are unsuccessful, but 
“The Bellamy Trial” is' carried to a 
fine finish. The story of the author’s 
own experiences in four battles of the- 
great war. John Thomason, who was 
a captain of the U. S. marines presents 
the action realistically. The book is 
illustrated by him, and it is these il­
lustrations that help make the book 
extraordinarily vivid.

It has been said that the meanest person on e^rth is the “col­
lege scribe.” Be that as it may, one thing is certain. He is 
the lowest representative of college circles. His is the life of 
hard work, low marks, criticisms and lack of sleep. While 
others repose in blessed slumbers, he is to be found in a waste 
paper littered basement hunched .over the remnants of a for­
mer typewriter, the perspiring slave of his profession.

The hours of toil of the football men are lightened by the 
cheers of the onlookers while the scribe must extend himself 
to greater efforts to satisfy the fault seeking readers.

The 
editor and business manager receive a share of credit but not 
so the poor reporter. The students point to him as an object 
of pity and derision, while the profs make of him an example of 
shiftlessness and lack of intelligence. But we honor him, prob­
ably because we have gone through the sAme stage.

and Mining Engineering and its College of Agricultural, in-! 
eludes the School of Home Economics. Higher educational 
activities then in Nevada are all on one campus and under one 
president whereas in over half the states of the Union there 
are from two to five or six separate higher educational units, 
each with its own well paid administrative officer.

It should be noted that these are publicly supported insti­
tutions. Many privately endowed pay even as high as $30,000 
per year, while at Columbia there are 25 professors who receive 
$12,000 per year.

Even if it is granted that a higher salary is paid the President 
at Nevada than at other institutions, is that a reason for chang-, 
ing it. Through his associations he has brought to Nevada 
endowments scores of times his salary. That the people of 
Nevada are heartily behind President Clark and his policies 
was demonstrated at the last regents election. That the Stu­
dent Body is also behind the present administration was shown

Phi Kappa Phi requirements for membership have recently 
been revised for the purpose of obtaining a fairer represent­
ation of work of high quality in the various departments on 
the Hill. Hitherto the difficult courses necessary fdr students ; 
in the Engineering, Pre-medical, and other departments have j 
led to student’s of equal intelligence and sincerity of purpose 
winning no recognition for work which is at least on a par 
and in many cases superior to that undertaken by the Arts and 
Science student who wins constant note on the . Honor Roll. ; 
The discrepancy lies, no doubt, in the fact of a greater choice । 
of electives in the latter school, wherein other courses are def­
initely marked out for candidates for degrees.

It will be said that the new standards will lower the prestige 
of Phi Kappa Phi as an honorary scholastic society; but this 
is a fallacy in view of the flexibility of the rules for election 
and the sane judgments of those in the society, who will cer­
tainly see that all those elected are students winning records 
meriting distinction.

It is not a lowering of standards—it is rather a recognition 
of long-apparent differences in requirements in certain depart-: 
ments; and a fair attempt to bestow laurels where they are 
most deserved. With this aim in mind, Phi Kappa Phi has 
met changing conditions within the University with measures 
which will provide for ability in different fields to be recog­
nized proportionately and give equal chances for recognition 
of attainment to students in more itnense fields of study, thus 
achieving its own goal of ideals in scholarship.
