“The Hoop,” by John Collins Smith :

Good Rainfall
According to . Mr. Engle, who was 

recently employed by the Mexican 
government for the project work, 
there is a great amount of rainfall 
in this particular section of the coun­
try between June 15 and September 
15, during which time the people in­
habiting the plain move into the 
mountains until after the latter date. 
A swampy and flooded condition ex­
ists during the rainy season. Mr. 
Engle went on to say that such a 
large amount of rainfall would not 
seem to necessitate irrigation, but 
from September to the middle of June 
again there is comparatively no rain 
whatsoever and so to make' a ques­
tionable production certain an irriga­
tion project has been partially com­
pleted. A dam across the Rio Monte 
river in the upper end of the valley, 
with two canals leading out from 
either side, furnishes the water sup­
ply, which is quite abundant through­
out, the whole year.

The Mexican engineers, whom .Mr. 

Engle stated consist of about ninety 
per cent of those hired, are most all 
graduates of the University of Mex­
ico and are exceedingly well equipped 
with a technical training which in 
many respects exceeds'our own, but 
their practical experience, due to the 
stagnant condition of Mexico in the 
last few years along the engineering 
liiie, is significantly deficient. Both 
the Mexican and American engineers 
are paid comparatively large salaries 
as an inducement to remain on the 
job.
