The devious ways and means by 
which the other relatives attempt to 
gain the inheritance arc decidedly in­
teresting, and the finding of a letter 
telling the reasons for the disposal of 
the money in Mrs. Jordan's own way.

According to Coach Edwin Duerr 
this is by far the most difficult pro­
duction as yet undertaken by Campus 
Players, and “promises to be one of 
the biggest achievements of the sea­
son.”

JOHN RATTO PLEASES AUDIENCE 
WITH CLEVER IMPERSONATIONS

With a few deft applications of make-up and great skill in acting, 
John Ratto created character after character before a delighted audience 
which thronged the auditorium of the Education building last Tuesday 
night. With the hall at one moment in absolute, tense silence, and at 
the next moment ringing with uproarious laughter, Mr. Ratto swayed 
his audience at will from his very first number to his last. His program 
consisted in a rapid succession of impersonations of many diverse char­
acters, usually new-comers to America.

Impersonated American
One of the most amusing numbers on the program was his impersona­

tion of a “105 per cent American,” as he termed him, a German who was 
forced to make his first political speech. Following the idea that all of 
the successful politicians in his experience “found fault with everything 
and found a remedy for nothing,” he proceeded to criticize anything and 
everything that came into his mind at the moment to the huge enjoyment 
of the audience. The German’s ludicrous difficulties with the new 
language plunged him into all manner of mistakes which Mr. Ratto used 
to full advantage in increasing the humor of this recitation.

Mr. Ratto was, by no means, limited to humorous impersonations, al­
though it is true that this type predominated in his repertoire, but with 
equally great skill depicted a heart-broken Italian whose story brought 
tears to the eyes of more than one of his hearers. In this selection, par­
ticularly, Mr. Ratto was very convincing.

In his impersonations, not only would Mr, Ratto take on the physical 
appearance of the character, but he would also assume his mannerisms, 
his distinctive walk, his particular gestures of hands, and his dialect.

The Irishman was a favorite. Many times during the evening’s enter­
tainment he assumed the burly good-natured, and usually pugnacious 
characteristics of the typical Irishman in order to relate a particularly 
revealing story of this nationality. Then while he was quickly adjusting 
a wig and applying new make-up with his back to the audience he 
would give brief sketches of the outstanding characteristics of the next 
personage he was interpret.

NEVADA WINS FROM ARIZONA IN
FIRST DEBATE OF 1928 SEASON

The Nevada debate team composed of Emerson Wilson ’28 and Leonard 
Sledge ’30, defeated the team from the University of Arizona by a vote 
of two to one, on the question: Resolved, that American investments in 
foreign countries should be protected only by the government of the 
country in which the investment is made. Ivan Robinette and Charles 
Reed, members of the Arizona team, met the University of Nevada in the 
auditorium of the Education building Thursday night.

Solid arguments won the debate for Nevada. According to Debate 
Coach Harwood, the Arizona team excelled only in their oratorical 
ability.

In opening the debate as the first speaker on the affirmative side, Mr. 
Reed declared, “When an investor pays taxes to the government of the 
country in which he has invested his capital that government should pro­
tect him.” In continuing his argument he attempted to show that the 
United States through our policy of protection has dominated various 
Central American republics. This, he maintains is wrong, and declares 
that "Every- sovereign people has the right to self-determine their own 
internal affairs.”

Refute Statement
In answer to Mr. Reed’s first statement, Leonard Sledge of the nega-

tive, explained that it is our foreign trade 
taxpayers and that the taxpayers should 
interests.

affirmative, brought out the
fact that if our interests are at all beneficial to the countries wherein 
they are located those countries should be willing to protect them.

Emerson Wilson, speaking for Nevada, refuted this argument by show­
ing that, in many instances, that the peoples of the republics in which 
many of our interests have been located, are unable to offer protection 
because of strife within their own governments.

Following rebuttals by the members of both teams the question was 
left in the hands of three unnounced judges who decided in favor of the 
negative by a vote of two to one.

MADE TO GIRLS 
CONTESTS

MAY BE EFFECTED 
BY OFFICIALS

The eighth annual high school bas­
ketball tournament which was held at 
the University from February 29 to 
March 3, may be the last tournament 
for the girls’ teams of the state. Cham­
pionship play of the future may be 
confined entirely to the boys.

The matter has been given consider­
able discussion, but as yet nothing has 
been decided as final. However, sev- 

' eral facts have been brought out con­
cerning the matter. W. A. A. is de- 
ciafed as not being in favor of a girls’ 
tourney—not only because of the in* 
convenience for the women of the Uni­
versity to handle the various girls’ 
teains, but because the. tournament is 
growing year by year, and it is getting 
to a point where, it will be impossible 
to handle such numbers. In addition, 
various people around the state, in­
cluding the high school authorities and 
girls’ coaches, have voiced their objec­
tion to a prolonged basketball season, 
and declare that competitive sports 
among the girls of high school age are 
detrimental to their health.

Many Objections
In view .of the numerous objections, 

it has been stated that the Block N 
society* has voted to go on record as 
not favoring a tournament for girls in 
the future.

A possibility for holding girls games 
which may come under discussion is 
that of dividing the state into sections, 
with the champions of each section 
meeting in probably a two-evening af­
fray at the University, and deciding 
the championship in that manner—thus 
eliminating the large numbers of- teams 
represented, and the extended series 
of games.

Much interest has been created by 
the girls’ tournament in the past, and 
such a step as banning the women’s 
part of the tourney, if it is so decided, 
will be a disappointment to many bas­
ketball fans interested in girls’ com­
petition.

The. studehts and members of the 
faculty in all departments of the Uni­
versity of Nevada aije, eligible to com­
pete, in a $10,000 Traffic Contest being 
conducted by Nation's Traffic, the na­
tional publication devoted to street 
and highway traffic published in St.

Upon the return of Professor Young 
and Professor Frandsen, the first com­
mittee again took up the work, until 
the death of Dr. Stubbs.

Under the administration of Dr. Hen- 
ricks, successor to Dr. Stubbs, delin­
quent scholarship was under the con­
trol of the Council of Administration. 
At that particular time it was admin­
istered by Miss Sissa.

Control Changed
With the coming of President Clark 

and the resultant reorganization of 
committees and administrative work, 
the supervision of delinquent scholar­
ship was placed under the control of a 
committee of registration scholarship. 
Under this present system, this com­
mittee consists of the deans and di­
rectors in charge of the various col­
leges.

Now, if after a fair trial, a student 
fails to keep up in his work or to show 
a willingness or desire to try, he is 
suspended and the committee’s action 
in the matter is not questioned.

Whitman Girls
Join Pep Squad

Whitman College, Walla Walla, 
.Wash.—(PIP)—A new organization 
has been founded on the Whitman 
Campus known as a Pep squad. This 
squad consists of twenty-four girls, one 
from each year of each sorority, which 
has been organized to aid the.pep com­
mittees in backing the school activities. 
These girls will attend all games en 
masses dressed in white sweaters and 
skirts. Their duty will be to help with 
the songs and yells, also they will act 
as ushers. It is thought that the pep 
will be improved by such an organiza­
tion.

ICE SLIDES ARE
SHOWN AT RENO

The Herz pictures of the expedition 
of Dr. Church, which is doing research 
work in Greenland, were shown at the- 
Methodist Church, last Saturday. The 
pictures showed scenes of the work 
being done by the explorers and the 
hardships which they are undergoing.

The entire island of Greenland is 
covered by a glacier, excepting a- small 
strip near the southern coast. Dr. 
Church’s work is the exploration of 
this ice-covered area which has to be 
done entirely on foot, the men carry­
ing their packs on their baks and liv- 
'ing mainly on powdered dry meat. 
The pictures show the life on the 
island, the vegetable growth, and 
scenes of the few inhabitants of the 
land. Dr. Church is seen laboring 
with his men, carrying his pack, as 
they do and his face covered, as are 
those of his comrades, by a heavy 
beard.

The pictures are of inestimable worth 
and interest to the scientific world, 
and are being used by the expedition 
to preserve some of the most import­
ant records of the work.

Some weeks ago a comment on lost library books appeared 

in this column. Since then some few volumes have found their 
way home, proving that honesty is probably inherent in human 
nature after all if appealed to. In the hopes that more hearts 
may be penetrated by this appeal, we are again calling to the 
attention of the student body the fact that over a hundred 
valuable volumes are not among thos^ present or accounted for. 
With the previous editorial comm 't, a partial list of the books 
was printed. Now, in an endeavor to return all these lost, 
strayed or stolen references, the Sagebrush is publishing each 
week a list of ten of the missing volumes. We hope that this 
will aid them in their return to the parental fold.

The handling of the proper sort of books is a major part of 
one’s education, but when one forgets where the books belong 
his education is orientated in any but the right direction. Ne­
vada is one of a very few universities that allows such general 
access to practically every book in her library, and if found 
expedient, it would be the policy of the librarian to give free 
access to every book. When a book is taken from the library, 
the taker, in so doing, is not only guilty of stealing a book but 
is committing a crime against the whole student body, for in 
that book may be the source of information needed by them. 
It would be a shame if the custodians of the library were driven 
to put every book under lock and key.

As was said before, a large majority of the cases are probably 
due to the neglect or absentmindedness on the part of the stu­
dents, a book carried home by mistake and laid on the shelf, 
forgotten by the person and useless to anyone else. Perhaps 
some of it is the work of a eleptomaniac with a hobby for books, 
someone else’s not excepted, and if that is the case it is high 
time the student body saw the guilty party apprehended. No 
distinction is made against the use of library books by the 
townspeople but it is to be hoped that these have too much 
common sense to countenace any infraction against the library 
rules.

Each book is an essential part of the whole library system 
and it is to be desired that the students will take sufficient pride 
to see that that whole remains as perfect as possible. Frater­
nity and sorority members! Before it slips your mind, go 
through the books on file in your respective houses. You who 
live at home! Dig in the dark recesses and corners of your 
bookcases and see if some of these strayed children of culture 
are not lying there forgotten.

clocks have been adjusted, the bells 
which are connected to the clocks have 
never varied more than nine seconds 
from the correct time.

The electric clocks and electric bells 
are controlled by a masterclock in Mr. 
Gorman’s office. The masterclock is 
compared about once a week by Prof. 
G. B. Blair with radio signals from 
stations. over the United States. The 
stations from which Prof. Blair has re­
ceived signals are the naval station at 
Annapolis, Md.,: the U. 8. Naval Ob­
servatory at Arlington, Virginia, and 
stations located at San Diego, Mare 
Island, and Honolulu. The time sig­
nals from the station at Arlington are 
the most accurate.

Accurate Time
The electric clocks on the campus 

are set forward at the end of each 
minute, two seconds after the end of 
the minute,, and the bells ring four 
seconds after the end of the minute, or 
the bells that ring at the end of classes 
ring two seconds after the correct tittle. 
The clocks are set forward at the end 
of each minute by an electromagnet, 
and the bells are rung by storage bat­
teries that are automatically charged 
When they run down.

If the masterclock is slow according 
to the obesrvations made,, weights are 
put on the pendulum( and if the mas­
terclock is fast, Weights are taken off 
the pendulum. There is a difference of 
about .2 second between the time when 
the signal is given and is received.

Standards Taken'
Signals have been received from In­

do China, Japan, China, France and 
Germany. When the signal is given 
from Arlington at 10 p. m. Eastern 
Standard time, the correct time here is 
7 p. m. Also when a signal is received 
at 1 p. m. from Honolulu, the time here 
will be 4 p. m.

Some of the electric clocks on the 
campus are those in. the Dining hall, 
Auditorium of the Education building, 
the Gym, the Library, Lincoln hall, 
Manzanita hall, and the President’s 
office.

Many o£ the novels chosen during i 
the past few months by the Sequana | 
committee are of the psychological ’ 
type now so much in 'vogue in France ■ 
as also in other countries. Perhaps : 
the best among them is one by an i 
American, most of whose life has been I 
spent in France,, although he did put' 
four or five years in university study 
in his native land: Julian Green, whose 
novel “Adriene Mesurat” is considered 
by many Frenchmen of literary dis­
tinction and judgment to have been 
worthy of the Prix Goncourt or some 
other of the prizes given each year to 
the authors of outstanding books. Some 
people suspect that Green failed to re-, 
ceive such a prize solely because he 
is not a Frenchman by birth.

“Adrienne Mesurat” is not a pleasant 
tale, dealing as it does with the re­
pression of a young girl in the critical 
years' of developing womanhood and 
culminating in madness, but it is well 
written and holds the reader to the 
last page.

“Eglantine” by Jean Giraudoux is 
just a sex novel. Its theme, if it may 
be said to have a theme, is that men 
of quite different types can be fas­
cinated by the same female person.

“Le Parrage” by Henry Bordeaux is 
something different, dealing with the I 
ellect on the lives and destiny of a 
small French village of being- trans­
planted to a better site because of a 
huge power dam inundates their old 
location. There is good character 
drawing and some of the personnages 
win the affection and admiration of 
the reader.

The publishing house.of Hachette of 
Paris has issued several volumes of ri 
series called “Les caracteres de ce 
temps” in which the several Vocations 
and professions of the present day are - 
discussed each in a separate volume. 
The whole series constitutes a sort of 
“orientation course” which should in­
spire the young reader with enthus­
iasm for some worthwhile occupation 
in life. In fact as each number is 
written by an enthusiastic advocate of 
the vocation in question, an impres­
sionable reader is apt to fall in love 
with several lines of endeavor.

So far in the series the following 
subjects have appeared: the politician, 
the magistrate, the diplomat, the elec­
tor, the priest, the sailor, the writer, 
the journalist, the teacher, the scholar, 
the lawyer. The library has recently 
received two of these among the Se­
quana Selections: “The Doctor” by 
Maurice de Fleury of the Academy of 
Medicine, a sympathetic portrayal of 
the physician and surgeon in his daily 
work of healing, with' brief sketches of 
some of the outstanding doctors of 
in Paris. De Fleury is criticized for 
confining . his attention , so closely to 
the. capitol and neglecting doctors in 
the provinces perhaps as well worthy 
of mention.

The second one. received is “The 
Sailor” by Maurice Lai-rouy, who glor­
ifies his own profession, attributing 
the prime moves in the advancement 
of civilization to ‘those who go down 
to the sea in ships.” A mighty inter­
esting little book, though perhaps every 
reader will not agree fully with the 
author, nor run away to sea as a 
consequence. •

won the championship fox- the third 
consecutive time, and the unbeaten 
Fallon girls Carried off the cup fox- the 
eighth time in eight years. The strong 
Tonopah Muckers fell under the Reno 
sweep by a 25 to 19 count, and the 
Reno girls lost to the Fallon sextet by 
a score of 33 to 16.

With 22 boys’ teams and 101 girls’ 
team entered in the tourney, this year’s 
was the biggest that has ever been 
held, and from the showing made by 
some of the new teams that have en­
tered into the race for the champion­
ship fox- the first time, it is safe to say 
that they will be back fighting fox- 
glory in the future and will have to 
be reckoned with. Now that the tour­
ney is ovex- and the teams that were 
doped to win have done so, the ever­
busy hopesters have it figured out fox­
next yeax- that the Reno boys can’t win 
again and that the long string of vic­
tories by the Fallon girls is sure to 
break. If this is true, then there will 
be greatex- chances for any ox- all of 
the teams in the state, which should 
make the competition become greater 
and of a better class steadily.

Clever Playing
From the first, the playing that was 

exhibited as a whole on the University 
of Nevada gym floox- this yeax- was 
without a doubt fax- superior to any 
that has evei- been developed in the 
state before. With the largest crowd 
of hometown people to cheer their 
teams to victory, the games were very 
strongly contested And'Several of them 
were not only close but very spectacu­
lar as well.

During the first two days the Reno 
High School and the gym were undex- 
fire simultaneously and constantly, to 
facilitate the quick weeding out of the 
lighter teams and to give more time 
to the final and more strenuous games 
during the last two days. Several of 
the. earlier games were very fast and 
closely contested, and some of the new 
teams such as Carlin, Virginia City and 
overton showed up bettex- than was ex­
pected at the start.

On Friday afternoon and Friday 
night the most decisive and the hardest 
fought games were played off. Reno, 
Tonopah, Sparks and Winnemucca 
were loft in the race fox- the seniox- 
championship, while the juniox- cham­
pionship was to be won ox- lost by 
either Elko ox- the flashy little Stewart 
Indians. In the girls’ tourney, the Fal­
lon girls unceremoniously walked off 
with the lion’s share of the points that 
were rung up between them and their 
opponents, a.nd the Reno girls outplay­
ed and defeated the Sparks lassies in a 
hard fought game, putting themselves 
in the bracket opposite the Cantaloupe 
heavers to battle it out fox- the crown 
on the following evening.

On Saturday afternoon the Elko boys

convention of the Department of Su­
perintendence of the National Educa­
tional Association, held from February 
27 to March 2. Among the 3500 per­
sons present at'the meeting, there were 
three from Nevada, John W. Hall, 
dean of the College of Education at 
the University of Nevada, Walter Wi 
Anderson, State Superintendent of Ed­
ucation, and B. D. Billinghurst, Super­
intendent of the Reno schools.

Among the delegates were normal 
school presidents, officers of state de­
partments of education, teachers of ed­
ucation from the principal colleges, and 
superintendents of education in various 
cities, who went to the convention from 
every state in the union as well as 
Canada.

Meetings Held
Every morning during the convention 

days was devoted to a general meeting 
held at Mechanics hall, while in the 
afternoons the convention would di­
vide into smaller groups which dis­
cussed every conceivable phase of edu­
cation, including the problem of the 
junior college, the expenditure of 
school money, and the question of vo­
cational guidance for adolescents. The 
principle topic for the entire conven­
tion was the equalizing of educational 
opportunities in relatively rich and 
poor school districts. Dean Hall was 
especially interested in this subject as 
he is confronted with the same prob­
lem here in Nevada.

Lindbergh Speaks
One of the features of the convention 

was a talk by Lindbergh, after which 
an honorary membership in the depart­
ment of superintendence was conferred 
upon Mrs. Lindbergh.

Presidents Lowell of Harvard, 
Faunce of Brown, and Coffman of 
Minnesota also addressed the conven­
tion.

Dean Hall attended many breakfasts 
and dinners given at various hotels in 
Boston for the purpose of helping the 
delegates to become better acquainted 
with other members of their profession.
