The Board of Regents their

monthly meeting of June 30, stopped 
for a while the present plans of the 
students at Nevada to carry on their 
work for a Student Union Building.

Giving as their reasons that all 
money should be paid voluntarily to 
the fund and not be collected at regis­
tration, as the signed petition called, 
for, and that if the Building was erect­
ed it would have to fall under the guid­
ance of the officers of the University 
of Nevada, the board deemed it im­
probable that such conditions would 
warrant a Student Union building.

The proposed building was one of 
the big issues of the last academic year 
and marked a year’s work of a com­
mittee that circulated a petition among 
the students., and gained their ^per­
mission to collect $2.50 at the begin­
ning of each semester and had the 
graduates promise certain sums after 
their graduation to make the building 
a reality within eight years. Several 
present alumni had also donated cer­
tain sums toward the building.

The building if it were built would 
answer many needs for the Campfis 
that are necessary even at the present. 
Among them, meeting rooms, publica­
tion rooms, trophy space, and halls 'for 
social events. . ,

MEET STUDENTS

Dramatic Coach Edwin Duerr has se­
lected three plays for the coming year 
but is undecided on the other three 
plays that will make, up the roster for 
the ensuing year. Plans have also been 
made for the buying of new lighting 
equipment along the same lines of im­
provement of stage materials that the 
Campus Players used last year.

The first play will be given around 
the first of October and “Rollo’s Wild 
Oat” is the play that has been selected. 
The play is a three-act comedy by 
Claro Kummer and was given with 
great success last year by the Players 
Guild in San Francisco.

The second play to be given about 
November 1, will be “Liliom” by Ferenc 
Mollar. It is a play in six scenes trans­
lated from the Hungarian. This play 
was given four years ago by the Play­
ers Guild of New York and has been 
rated by them as their biggest success.

The third play wil Ibe the annual 
D A. E. play and at present there are 
two plays, under consideration. Gam­
mer Gurtons Needle and Cassiles En­
gagement, the latter by St. John Hen­
kin, are the two that seem to be the 
most likely.

The only play selected so far for the 
second semester is “Outward Bound” 
by Sutton Vane, a three-act English 
drama. Critics in their reviews of this 
play, have claimed it to be the most 
original play ever to be given in New 
York City.

The other plays for consideration 
are: Monsieur Beaucaire, by Booth 
Tarkington, a costume play. Mr. An­
tonio by the same author is another. 
This play was written especially for 
Otis Skinner as the lead.

“Queen’s Husband” by Robert Sher­
wood is also under consideration. Sher­
wood is editor of the humorous maga­
zine Life and also author of “The Road 
to Rome,” This new play "Queen’s 
Husband” hasn’t as yet been produced 
bn the Coast and will be a distinct 
honor if the Campus Players produce 
it first.

“The Old .Soak,” by Don Marquis, is 
another play that is being given much 
consideration.

For the Senior play two dramas have 
been selected for consideration. “Love- 
In-a-Midst” by Gilbert Emery and 
Amelia Rives and “Tommy” by Sidney 
Toler are the twd plays with the most 
favorable comments.

With only six plays, Coach Duerr 
thinks that he can spend more time on 
the productions and consequently have 
a better quality of play to present to 
the students for-the year.

Section 1. The A. S. U. N. student 

fees shall be collected by the Comp­
troller of the University of Nevada by 
the authority of the Board of Regents 
of the University of Nevada, at the be­
ginning of each semester. These fees 
shall include the athletic fee, class 
dues, and the subscription fees to the 
Sagebrush, Desert Wolf and Artemisia.

Section 2. All moneys taken by the 
Student Body shall be turned over to 
the Comptroller of the University, who 
shall render receipt for same to the 
treasurer of the Student Body.

Section 3. All Student Body bills 
shall be paid by check, written by 
Comptroller of the University, author­
ized by the finance committee. If this 
committee authorizes the expenditure, 
a requisition, signed by the group rep­
resentative of the respective organiza­
tions to finance control committee and 
the treasurer of the A. S. U. N., shall 
be given to the Comptroller, who shall 
write the check for the required 
amount. In all cases where purchases 
are made from some business house, a 
requisition must be had before the pur­
chase may be made, and bills must be 
sent by the business house in dupli­
cate direct, to the Comptroller who 
shall write check for same.

Section 4. If classes require money 
they shall make their request to Fi­
nance Control committee, provided 
they have money left to their account 
with the Comptroller. Upon presenta­
tion of a requisition signed by the 
treasurer of the Student Body and the 
president of the Student Body,. the 
Comptroller shall present the treasurer 
of the class concerned with a check for 
the required amount.

Palo Alto, Calif.—(IP)—Reading Chi­
nese characters is the latest puzzle 
devised by the Stanford University 
psychology department to determine 
whether the students are quick, alert 
and observing.

Professor Walter R. Miles has issued 
...a .chart containing rows of Chinese 

: characters, 312 in all, which are placed 
upright, upside down, ninety degrees 

. to the right or ninety degrees to the 
’left. The student is asked to indicate 
under each one what he thinks its po­
sition is, and at the bottom of the 
chart to indicate what was his method 
of deciding.

He is further' asked to say whether 
he reads Chinese comprehensively, has 
had lessons in it, recognizes a few of i 
the characters, knows the general na­
ture of it, or is entirely unfamiliar 
with the tongue.

CIVIL WAR EXPENDITURES

A memorial recently presented ,to 

• Congress by State officers of Nevada 
reviews the almost forgotten service, of 
that State to the Union, in the Civil 
War. Nevada was created a Territory 
a month before the firing on Fort Sum­
ter, and it became a State about a year 
prior to the surrender at Appomattox. 
It was asked to assume Statehood in 
Lincoln’s administration ..at a critical 
time in the Nation’s history. When the 
administration at Washington decided 
that tho constitution should be amend­
ed so that slavery should be abolished; 
“tho issue was seen to be so close,” 
said Charles A. Dana, then assistant 
secretary of war,, in his “Recollections 
of the Civil War,” “that one more State 
was necessary. The State of Nevada 
was organized and admitted into the 
.Union to answer that purpose.” In as­
suming the otrfigatrons of statehood 
Nevada was “morally bound to assume 
also the territorial debts and obliga­
tions.”
.. When Nevada was maide a Terri­
tory in 1861 in included about 100,000 
6<iUtirb nlilOs of desert and mountainous 
land And its population, exclusive of 
Indians, was not more than 15.<H>0. The 
territorial government was necessary 
owing to the discovery of rich deposits 
of gold and silver and the need of pro­
tecting these; properties and the per­
sons engaged in developing and mining 
them. The Government had withdrawn 
virtually all of its troops from the Pa­

cific Coast and had left as military 
guardians of the entire Mexican con­
cession and the Oregon country only 
one regiment of infantry and three bat­
teries of artillery. Two years later ac­
tivities at sea closed the route to the 
Pacific and the overland trails were 
then the only means of communication 
with the East. When these lines of 
travel were endangered by bandits and 
warring Indians the Territory was 
called upon to furnish protection for 
them.

It answered the Government's call 
by authorizing a bond issue to main­
tain a regiment of cavalry and a bat­
talion of infantry. And, says the 
memorial, “the overtand route was kept 
open to California and the Comstock 
Lode and other Nevada mines permit­
ted to continue Operations. These 
mines turned into the Treasury of the 
United States during the years of and 
immediately following the Civil war a 
half billion dollars of gold and silver.” 
The Secretary of the Treasury in a 
statement made pursuant to an act of 
Congress, March 3, 1899, reported that 
the total amount expended by Nevada, 
or by the Tefritofy Of Nevada and as- 
suined by the State, “fdr arid On ac­
count of the united States, and at ite 
most urgent call,” Whs, with interest, 
$471,001.58. The deduction of a pay­
ment made by the United States 
“leaves the sum of $462,441.97, for 
which the State of Nevada has not 
been reimbursed.”

Princeton, N. J.—(By New Student 
Service). —An opponent of com­
pulsory military training has been dis­
covered by the Daily Princetonian in 
Captain L. Wardlaw Miles, former 
professor of English at Princeton, 
whose bravery during the war won for 
him the Congressional medal.

“I am against compulsory military 
training in the colleges,” said Captain 
■Wiles, because I am not convinced that 
compulsory training is desirable for 
America in general, and because I am 
sure it would be a bad thing for the 
colleges in particular. Colleges ought 
to be places where young men go to 
satisfy intellectual curiosity. 'The less 
compulsion—except the compulsion to 
make intellectual slackers get out—the 
better.

"On the other hand I am for optional 
military training in colleges. because I 
am glad to believe there are a certain 
number of college men who want vol­
untarily to prepare themselves for war 
should it come.”

A museum for the preservation ,of 
relics of early Nevada newspaper days 
has been established in the news room 
laboratory of the Courses in Journal­
ism at the Tini versify of Nevada.

Fred W. Egelston, editor and pub­
lisher of the Western Nevada Miner,

The relics will be put on display in 
the laboratory, where they will be seen 
daily by university students in journal­
ism, by the members of the Nevada 
State Press association when in annual 
meeting, and by others who wish, to 
call.

The Courses in Journalism at the 
University of Nevada wishes to pre­
serve by such exhibits the history of 
Nevada journalism. It will welcome 
gifts from present or former Nevada 
newspapermen and will take good care 
of them that posterity may not forget 
the days of the past.

STUDENTS BEGIN
WORK TOO LATE

Cambridge, Mass.— (IP) — American 
college students begin active life work 
entirely too late, according to Dr. A. 
Lawrence Lowell, president of Har­
vard university.

“American secondary schools,” he 
says in his annual report to the Har­
vard board of overseers, “do not com­
plete the secondary teaching that 
ought to be done at the age our young 
men come to college. The result is 
that with the preparation now required 
for professional and business life— 
much longer than it was formerly— 
the young man does not begin his ac­
tive career until a later age than is 
wise.

“An artisan at the age of 20 may be 
earning as large an income, and be as 
well able to support a family, as he

ever will be; but his contemporary 
who is looking forward to the bar or 
to medicine, for . example, is only half 
way through college at that time. The 
ordinary age of entering an American 
college is over 18, so that if the young 
man completes his four years before 
beginning his professional studies, he 
is over 22 at graduation.”

President Lowell went on to explain 
that it is a fallacy to believe that send­
ing a boy to college at the age of 17 
is to make him at a disadvantage so­
cially and athletically. He said that to 
wait a year aftei- high school grad­
uation before entering college is a mis-
