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849 Students Blue Key Aids
Are Registered

For Fall Term
At University

Freshman Class Found 
To Have Largest 

Registration
Enrollment Near High 

Mark Set Last Year 
At This Time

The fall semester’s enrollment of
students from Nevada homes is the 
largest this fall that has ever been 
registered, the total number of Ne- 
vada students being 636, as compared 
with 634 of last year. At least two 
representatives are found from every 
county in the state, with Washoe coun­
ty leading with 393 students.

The other counties have the follow­
ing numbers: Churchill 35, Clark 16, 
Douglas 13, Elko 26, Esmeralda 8, Eu­
reka 4, Humboldt 10, Lander 8, Lin­
coln 6, Lyon 19, Mineral 8, Nye 24,. 
Ormsby 18, Pershing 14, Storey 2 and 
White Pine 32. There are also 197 
students from California and 16 from 
other states and several foreign coun­
tries.

The foreign countries represented 
are, China by 2 students, Japan 1, 
South America 1 and the Philippines 1. 
Other states claiming students are Ida­
ho 1, Indiana 1, Iowa 1, Kansas 2, Ne­
braska 1, New York 1, Pennsylvania 1, 
Wyoming 1, Utah 1 and Washington 1_

The freshman class is the largest on 
the campus, with a total of 316 mem­
bers, 192 of them being men and 124 
women. The sophomores are next with 
a total of 196, 115 men and 81 women. 
The junior class has a total of 182 stu­
dents, with 117 men and 65 women. 
The seniors are the smallest class, with 
97 members, 57 being men and 40 be­
ing women. As compared with the en­
rollment of last year at this time, the 
freshman class now has four members 
less, there being 320 frosh last fall. 
Last fall there were 201 sophomores, 
197 juniors and 89 seniors registered 
as regular students.

There are also 36 graduate students 
registered, 17 men and 19 women. 
There are 10 unclassed students, 2 men 
and 8 women, and 12 special students, 
7 men and 5 women. These figures, 
compiled at the rigstrar’s office, give 
a grand total of 849 students, 507 men 
and 342 women.

While at this time there are still 15 
registration cards which are out, only a 
possible ten of these will be completed, 
bringing the total number of students 
almost up to the mark set last fall, 
which was 869, the highest number of 
students ever attending the university 
at one time. The mark in 1925 was 837, 
the highest up to last fall. The possible 
decrease from last year is due, it is 
said, to the variation of teachers, at­
tending the school part of the time, 
there being between 20 and 30 of them 
last year.

Positions Made
By Publications

By the decision of the meeting of the 
Publications Board Thursday, Septem­
ber 20, it has been decided to open two 
additional positions on the board to be 
known as “Directors of the Cut 
Morgue.” While the holders of these 
offices will not be on the Publications 
Board proper they will entitle the hold­
ers to “ex-officio membership” on the 
staffs of the Artemisia, Desert Wolf 
and Sagebrush.

The positions are open to any A. S. 
U. N. student, man or woman,' who can 
fulfill the duties of stenographic work, 
and the filing and keeping of records 
of cuts.

The Nevada Potato, Apple and Live­
stock Show, held each autumn at the 
University of Nevada under the aus­
pices of the Washoe county farm bu­
reau, this year will open its doors to 
the public on October 26 and 27.

As in the past, exhibits from every 
section of the state are expected to 
be presented in competition for the ar­
ray of prizes offered as awards. Agri- . 
cultural and home demonstration 
agents in the various counties, will col­
lect and prepare the displays.

Entries Enlarged
A bigger classification for entries 

has been provided this year, Clarence ■ 
.Thornton, Washoe ’ county agent and 
manager of the show, has. announced. 
Livestock will be stressed more than 
in the past, with displays in dairy 
cattle, sheep, poultry, turkeys, rabbits 
and horses. The livestock entries will 
be segregated in a large tent of their 
own. Honey and onions are new classi­
fications for this year.

Women’s work will hot be over­
looked, as there will be an extensive 
display of homemakers’ exhibits, ar­
ranged by Miss Hazel Zimmerman, 
Washoe county demonstration agent.

In previous years 4,000 persons have 
passed through the gates during the 
two days.

Mackay School
Shows Increase

The Mackay School of Mines of the 
University of Nevada has forty stu­
dents in attendance, according to an­
nouncement made last week by John 
A. Fulton, director of the school. This 
number shows an increase of about 
twenty per cent in enrollment as com­
pared to the opening of the first se­
mester in 1927. .

While Nevada students predominate 
in number, the' enrollment is represen­
tative of a large area, Fulton says, in­
cluding the Pacific coast states as well 
as a number from eastern points.

The school has experienced a steady 
growth during the past few years arid, 
with additional enrollment at midyear, 
the 1928-1929 semester will show a 
marked advance in total attendance as 
compared to other recent years, pres­
ent figures indicate.

WOMEN MAKE DETAILED 
PREPARATION FOR 

MEAL SERVICE

The Bureau of Mines is facing- a dif­
ficult task in attempting to test the 
amount of Molyb&etim in an ore sani-

Samples have been accurately quar­
tered from similar samples, and sent 
to different assayers and chemists for 
analysis; but in almost every case a 
different result is obtained. Inaccurate 
sampling could riot possibly account 
for the wide difference.

In order to arrive fit a definite con­
clusion the bureau has selected the 
following simple and reliable method:

Thd sample is fii-st heated with nitric 
and hydrochloric . acid. After the de­
composition is complete, sulphuric acid 
is added. This process causes, an ex­
cess of heat and. when it has cooled, 
water is added and heated to dissolve 
the soluble sulphates. The substance 
is then entirely cooled, filtered, and 
washed with diluted sulphuric acid.

To be certain that the Molybdeum is 
completely precipitated nitric and sul­
phuric acids are added to the filtrate. 
The fumes are evaporated, the mass is 
cooled, and is again fumed in order to 
insure destruction of organic matter. 
However, this precautionary, procedure 
is seldom necessary in commercial

Molybdeum Precipitated
The precipitate, molybdeum trisul­

phide, is dissolved in hot aqua regia, 
the solution being neutralized with 
ammonia. Hydrochloric acid and am- 
monitiri acetate .Safe then added, the 
substance is diluted to three hundred 
cubic centimetres, heated to boiling, 
and lead acetate’ is added. The solu­
tion is then heated foF half an hour 
after which it is filtered and washed.

The washed fitter is placed in a fire 
clay annealing cup and ignited at heat 
in a muffle. After it has cooled it is 
weighed, and this weight multiplied by 
0.2615 gives the weight Of : Molybdeum 
in the precipiate.

Women or the home economic class, 
Who study the planning of meals and 
table. Service, put theory into practice 
in the luncheons which they serve to 
guests. The meals are usually sold to 
one person who makes ..reservations: 
The cost to the individual equals -the 
actual cost of the preparation of the 
food. The women, are.'not endeavoring 
to make profits. Eight, or ten people- 
may be easily: served. At the present 
time family meals are being served to 
the parents of the women.

Detailed planning is done by the 
class in preparation for the meals. The. 
work is: divided among four positions, 
that of waitress, cook, assistant and 
manager. The beginner acts as wait­
ress and advancement from that leads 
to assistant, cook and manager. The 
latter supervises the entire meal. From 
the manager one becomes laundress, 
learning how to launder linen.

Menus Made
Typewritten sheets are made out 

containing- the menu of the meal, dec­
orations and the recipes of the dishes 
prepared. From the recipes the order 
list is made out as well as the cost 
sheet. A set amount.js-allowed for each 
meal and the costs must not exceed 
this. The equipment used for the meal 
is listed, as well as the exact duties 
of each woman for each course. Fin­
ally, a report is made out of all the 
costs, including last minute purchases.

This method of handling the prep­
aration and serving of meals has 
proved very satisfactory. The departs 
ment has' received word from many 
graduates expressing the help of exact 
details in their teaching- work.

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CAL GRADUATES 
TO BE TESTED 
ON KNOWLEDGE

18,000 ALUMNI MAILED 
100 TEST QUESTIONS

TO BE ANSWERED
As a means of determining how long 

the facts learned in college are remem­
bered, 18,000 alumni of the University 
of California are receiving a written 
knowledge test of. 100 questions se­
lected at' random from the fields of 
history, literature, geography, political 
science and government, science, 
grammar and composition, and philos­
ophy and art.

The tests were sent out last week to 
the members of the University Alumni 
Association as a special section in the 
California Monthly, official alumni 
magazine. Selection of the questions 
for the test was made by the editors of 
the magazine with the help of experts.

A rating has been established on the 
basis of preliminary triads of the test. 
Alumni who are able to answer 65 or 
more questions out of the 100 are rated 
A; those answering 60-64 B; those an­
swering 60-59 C, and those answering 
40-49, D.

Among the more simple questions 
asked are the following: Name the dis­
coverer of the Pacific Ocean. What 
Englishman first circumnavigated the 
globe? In what work of Longfellow 
does Priscilla appear? Which of the 
Great Lakes has the smallest area? 
By what modern name are the Sand­
wich Islands known? Who is the Em­
peror of India? What determines the 
number of electors alloted to a state in 
the United States? Did Darwin say 
tliiit man was descended from the ape? 
What is a sonnet? What philosopher 
drank the hemlock cup?

The editors of the magazine state 
that any alumnus who cannot answer 
40 such questions is slipping below the 
standard of education that should be 
maintained by a college graduate.

But some of the questions are more 
difficult. For example, the editors say 
try these: What was the name of the 
stone found, on the Nile Delta that 
solved the mystery of 'Egyptian hiero­
glyphics? Who was the first true his­
torian, the “Father of History?” What 
are the Ramayana and the Mahabha­
rata? For what are Aeschylus, Sopho­
cles and Euripedes famous? In what 
new country is Bagdad? Who was the 
second man to reach the South Pole? 
Who prosecutes impeachment cases 
against the United States President? 
What determines color as we see it? 
What is a sequence of events bound 
together by a subtle relation of cause 
and effect?

In the back pages of the same issue 
of the magazine in which this test ap­
pears, the correct answers are given, 
but with the following warning: “The 
correct answers are. printed elsewhere 
in this issue of the magazine—but wait 
a minute, remember that although 
smoking is allowed in the examination 
room, no infraction of the Honor Spirit 
will be tolerated.”

When the results of the test are tab­
ulated, something will be known, the 
editors hope, of the length of time 
alumni retain general cultural educa­
tion, and of the persistence with which 
they keep up their educations through 
reading.

Mr. Stanger spent five years 
in Peru, where he was connected with 
the University of San Marcos, which 
is the oldest institution of higher 
learning in the Americas, having- been 
established by Charles V in 1551.

Chico.—“Students in high schools 
and colleges are entitled to a definite 
knowledge of the marking habits of 
their teachers,” according to L. H. 
Peterson, associate professor of educa­
tion at the University of California, 
speaking at the teachers’ institute here 
recently.

“Investigation of periods as long as 
fifteen years have shown that beyond 
question of a doubt, teachers grade 
students according to a system estab­
lished by habit. The so-called ‘hard- 
marking teacher’ is consistently a 
‘hard-marker’ and the ‘easy’ teacher is 
just as consistent,” Professor Peterson 
points out.

'“University students spread word of 
the marking habits of their instructors 
from student to student, and frequently 
their estimates of the instructor are in 
error. The same is true in the high 
schools. The records of the instructors, 
showing how they grade in relation to 
other teachers in the same school, 
should be made accessible to the stu­
dents, and the easy add hard teachers 
should be equally accountable to the 
principal.

Get in Rut
“Teachers who are definitely in a 

‘rut’ in their grading habits vary no 
more than 5 per cent in the relation of 
high marks to low marks.

Grades as the basis for recommend­
ing students to the university do not 
mean much unless a uniform grading 
system is in force in the school from 
which they are recommended”, Profes­
sor Peterson declares.'

The recommendation was made to 
high school principals in a round table 
discussion conducted by Professor Pet­
erson at the Teachers’ Institute of the 

'North Central Section at Chico, where 
he also spoke on “The Secondary Edu­
cation Program in California.”

In addition to the standardization of 
the marking system, the round table 
discussion coversprograming the build­
ing, analysis of cost problems in high 
schools, the place of the high school 
principal in board meetings and the 
programing of meetings.

Los Angeles.—Veteran football teams 

for practically every big Pacific Coast 
university is the bright prospect for 
western grid fans this year.
