TO PLAYERS IN WEEK’S PRACTICE

Setback at the hands of St. Igna­
tius by a 12 to 0 scofe in their first, 
quest of the Far Western Conference 
gride title, the Nevada Wolves will 
make their second bid tomorrow when 
they clash with the College of the Pa­
cific Tigers on Mackay Field. Follow­
ing the showing made in the Santa 
Clara game in which the Pack upset 
all dope and held the Broncos to a 19 
to 6 score, Nevada’s chances of hand­
ing Pacific a drubbing increased con­
siderably. The Wolves have tasted 
defeat three times already this sea­
son and are anxious to hang up the 
striped tiger hide of the Pacific team 
Its the trophy of their first victory.

Tigers Arrive
Coach “Swede” Righter and squad 

of twenty-five men rolled over the 
mountains into Reno this morning and 
appear to be in the pink of condition. 
Although the game with Nevada to­
morrow marks the first appearance of 
the Bengals in two weeks Righter is 
certain that his men are in top-notch 
form and ready to rout the Wolf Pack 
for the fourth straight time this sea­
son. Ever since the two schools com­
menced their football struggles to­
gether the College of the Pacific grid 
aggregations have never once been 
able to conquer the Wolves. In 1919 
when the two teams first met Nevada 
swept Pacific before a smashing of­
fensive and smothered it under a 134 
to 0 score. Since that first memorable 
occasion the Wolf Pack has found it 
much more dificult to dispose of the 
Tigers and last year only succeeded 
in nosing them out 19 to 13.

Tomorrow’s game is the first ven­
ture of the Pacific' aggregation ih the 
Conference struggle this year and the 
boys are bound to start it off with a 
victory and repay Nevada for the 
Homecoming defeat of last year at 
Stockton. Pacific’s offensive this yeai- 
is built around two men, the first 
“Moose” Disbrow, powerful 200. pound 
fullback and triple threat man of the 
team, and the second “Jim” Country­
man, flashy open field runner. Dis­
brow was selected as All-Conference 
fullback last season on account of his 
exceptional defensive and offensive 
tactics and the big' “Moose” is back 
again this year with all probabilities 
of repeating'. He will head the Pa­
cific lineup tomorrow. Countryman, 
who will fill the berth at left half for 
the Tigers, will be a man for the 
Wolves to keep their eyes on. Two 
weeks ago in the Pacific-Chico State 
Teachers’ game Countryman uncorked 
two brilliant runs, one of 62 yards and 
the other of 75 yards, and was the 
main cog in the Tiger victory.

Strong Line
Outstanding among the Pacific 

linesmen is Al Keystone, who has been 
playing consistent ball as a defensive 
man. Keystone continually tears 
through the forward wall of the op­
posing team to smear plays behind 
the line before they are hardly under 
way. The stocky lad makes about half 
of the tackles for the Bengals and will 
be a man well worth watching by the 
Wolves. "Windy” O'dale, first string 
tackle of,the Pacific aggregation, has 
been out since the first game of the 
season, but will see action against the 
Pack, tomorrow.

Coach Righter’s tentative lineup for 
the Wolf Pack game is as follows: 
Ends, Hurd and Carpenter: tackles, 
Wilson and Odale; guards, Whalley 
and Keystone; center, Sawyer; quar­
terback, Wilmarth; halfbacks, Coun­
tryman and Hubbard; fullback, Dis­
brow. Besides his first string Righter 
has a wealth of material among his 
substitutes, any of whom may see ac­
tion against the Pack tomorrow after­
noon.

Together wc have worked 
arduously so that we might afford 
worthy entertainment and education to 
the people of Reno and of the campus. 
Wo have accomplished something of a 
high significance for the university. 
We have achieved something of a dis­
tinct cultural discipline for ourselves.

“But I am so pressed for time, and 
so disheartened by conditions over 
which I have no control, that this un­
fortunate step seems necessary.

“I regret deserting those who wish 
to continue with our work. I hope 
some time to be able to continue where 
I leave off.

“I want to thank sincerely those who 
have worked with me during the past

“Of course, I shall continue to do as 
much as I can for dramatics at this 
university—as much as time and con­
ditions permit."

In the opinion of Campus Players 
this announcement means .that no pre­
sentation of "The School for Scandal,” 
the D. E. A. production, of “He Who 
Gets Slapped,” of “Outward Bound” 
and other comedies will be given.

It means that after a year of concen­
trated endeavor in dramatics that con­
ditions will slide rapidly back to the 
state they were in two years ago. It 
probably forfeits the installation of 
Mask and Dagger, national dramatics 
honorary society*! which was to take 
place this semester.

It means that organization and sup­
port of high school dramatics through­
out the state and the annual high 
school play contest will be abandoned. 
It means that artistic talent and, play­
writing ability will remain latent. It 
means that all national publicity which 
has been accorded the state and the 
university during the past year will be 
terminated. It means the giving up of 
the contemplated research work in the 
history of drama in Nevada.

And it means, most of all, that no 
sufficient outlet will be provided cam­
pus dramatic talent, and that instruc­
tion in the field will be limited.

These 
guns were carried continuously by the 
men who kept guard over the bullion 
on. its journey to the United States 
Mint at Carson City.

That was when Wal­
ter Camp was coach, too, Hoover 
cibsed his administrationi with glory 
and honor because he left $3500 in 
the bank to the credit of the Stan­
ford Athletic Association, As a mas­
ter financial stroke for Stanford 
Hoover closed a deal with Alonso 
Stagg, coach for ‘the University oj 
Chicago, for a post season game in 
1894 on a $1000 guarantee or seventy 
per . cent of the. gate-—a handful of 
dimes according to present day stand- 

■ ards but a lot of money then and a 
record breaking crowd of 4500 made 
both teams happy and gave Stanford 
a cool profit of $500.

Is Same Phenomena 

As in Hawaii
Detailed Survey Now 

Being Conducted 
in Park Area

Although Mt. Lassen volcano 
reached a period of old age, it is

capable of producing another eruption, 
according- to Howel. Williams, com­
monwealth fellow from the Univer­
sity of Liverpool, England, now stu­
dying at th* University of California, 
who has just returned from a three 
months’ survey of the Lassen Park 
area.

Williams explains that Dr. R. H. 
Finch, in charge of. Mt. Lassen obser­
vatory, has been able to detect a tilt­
ing- of the mountain toward the south- 

.. west, resulting probably: from the 
;pressure of steam or molten lava, be- 
Q neath its foundations. This same phe- 
’• hbmeft'a. -in . much greater degree, is 

observable over a. considerable period
before an eruption at Mt. Kilauea,
Territory of Hawaii, Williams says. 
When the plug- of lava in the mouth 
of, Kilauea rises, the sides of the 
mountain actually bulge out.

During his three months' stay at Mt. 
Lassen, Williams, made a complete, 
geological map of the park area, cov­
ering some 200 square miles. To com­
plete this work he walked On an av­
erage of 15 or 18 miles a day and cov­
ered approximately 1200 miles during 
the summer.

He estimates that there are about 12 
well defined volcanic cones within the

Carbon Monoxide Most 
Dreaded Gas of 

Underground
The Bureau of Mines' has perfected 

several devices which will make the 
Wprk underground safer and they have 
in the past years published articles 
which have given the public consider­
able information on such subjects. A 
short article typical of their work fol­
lows :

Two hazards threaten the miner who 
escapes death in a large mine fire or 
explosion. He may be poisoned by car­
bon monoxide or he may be suffocated. 
In order to save himself he must either 
erect a barricade and wait until ven­
tilation has been restored or take a 
long chance in getting- out of the mine 
through entries, free of afte/damp. The 
"self-rescuer,” a pocket size respirator 
which protects the wearer from con­
taminated air, enables him to escape 
from such an occurrence.

Removes Carbon Monoxide
Although the self-rescuer docs not 

supply oxygen, it does remove the car­
bon monoxide hazard for more than a 
half-hour and greatly increases the 
miner’s chances of getting out alive. 
Thus the self-rescuer is a life saver 
for the miner and is as essentially a 
part of a mine’s equipment as a life 
preserver* is to a ship.

The self-rescuer is a small container 
made of tin plate,, to which a mouth, 
piece is directly attached. The wearer 
breathes by the mouth, through the in­
strument. Breathing by . the nose is 
prevented by a pinch clamp placed on 
the nostrils.

Exhaled air goes thru the same pas­
sageway and through an exhale valve 
at. the end of the device opposite the 
mouthpiece.

In tests at the U. S. Bureau of Mines 
experiment station at iPttsburgh, Pa., 
men wore ' self-rescuers for seventy 
minutes in one per cent of carbon 
monoxide and for twenty minutes in 
two per cent. They could have re­
mained much longer in this two per 
cent atmosphere if . necessary. The 
statement that the self-rescuer pro­
tects the wearer for half an hour is 
conservative.

On Market Since 1923
Self-rescuers have been on the mar­

ket since 1923 and are serving less than 
one per cent of the coal piiners in the 
United States. Yet, even in this small 
proportion, they have saved the lives 
of some miners. Many thousands of 
men who have died from breathing air 
poisoned with carbon monoxide might 
still be alive today had they been pro­
vided with the self-rescuer.

: The Bureau of Mines officially ap- 
* proved this device March G, 1924, but 
"only for self-rescue from carbon mo­
noxide.” The self-rescuer is carried in 
a pocket or on a belt. A miner may 
not need it for years, yet some time he 
Will need it badly.

Valiant and successful efforts are 
being made to increase safety in the 
mines, but mining will always be haz­
ardous and no peril is more dreaded 
than that of fire and explosion.'Those 
who have been underground when a 
fire or an explosion has filled the mine 
with deadly carbon monoxide can tes­
tify to the need for the self-rescuer.

Gas Deaths Many
More miners have been killed, prob­

ably, by carbon monoxide than by fires 
dr the force of explosions, and most of 
the victims died while seeking a way 
to fresh air. In most instances the half- 
Tiour of. protection insured by this in­
vention would have let them escape. 
' Most men take insurance to protect 

. their families in case they should die. 
It is far better to get a form of insur­
ance that will keep them alive. Just 
as sailors, have come to acknowledge 
the value of life preservers on a ship, 
miners will in time acknowledge the 
help of self-rescuers in time of mine 
disaster.

HEAD RETIRES 
34 YEARS IN 
S. ARMY

A war department order dated Au­
gust 10, 1928, separated from our cam­
pus one of its most familiar figures. 
Colonel John P. Ryan, United States 
army, retired. This order became ef­
fective on September 15, 1928, when 
Colonel Ryan packed his belongings at 
the military department in Stewart hall 
and went to his home, concluding 
thirty-four years honorable service in 
the regular army of the United States.

Colonel Ryan entered the military 
academy in 1884 and graduated with 
distinction in 1888, the youngest mem­
ber of his class. . It is interesting to 
note that General John J. Pershing 
was for two years a member of the 
same cadet corps. Colonel Ryan was 
commissioned a second lieutenant of 
cavalry and immediately ordered to ac­
tive duty with the Third cavalry. In 
1896 he Was promoted to first lieuten­
ant, Sixth,cavalry, and in 1901 to cap­
tain, Sixth cavalry- During this period 
he was; except for a brief period, con­
stantly on active duty on the Mexican 
frontier, in the Spanish-American war, 
both in the United States and Cuba, 
and in service against the Moros and 
other hostile tribes in the Philippines.

Made Major
In 1912 he was promoted to major, 

First cavalry, transferred back to the 
Sixth cavalry and was retired from 
active duty due to physical disability 
incident to the service in 1914. During 
the late Avar he was . returned to active 
duty, being assigned to duty at the 
University of Nevada, where, he has 
since served continuously until he was 
again relieved from active duty on 
September 15, 1928.

Colonel Ryan is an honor graduate 
of the Infantry-Cavary School of the 
class of 1895 and later served for four 
years as an instructor at this school. 
The faculty staff and the student body 
join in wishing Colonel Ryan long life 
and happiness in his retirement.
