In Quintet
Captain Lawlor Ready 

For Fast Season On 
Waxed Floor

Immediately following the finish of 
the Interfraternity basketball tourna­
ment the first week in December, ‘Doc’ 
J. E. Martie will organize his squad of 
basketeers and start the training grind 
toward the 1929 season.

In the neighborhood of twenty-five 
men will be chosen by, Martie from 
the most outstanding players in the In­
terfraternity tourney. With these men 
“Doc” will attempt to mould an entire­
ly new varsity around the four return­
ing lettei- men of last year. Without a 
doubt this is the hardest year Martie 
has had to face for some time in the 
way of manufacturing a new aggrega­
tion. Captain Jake Lawlor will be 
ready to hold down the position of one 
forward but Martie will be faced with 
the problem of developing a running 
mate to take the vacancy left by 
“Monk” Morrison, stellar forward and 
high point man of last year's. squad, 
“Les” Clover, Captain of the 1928 squad 
and one of the most brillant perform­
ers on the team has left another gap 
at the guard position for Martie to fill. 
If “Doc” can plug up these two holes 
suitably it is altogether probable that 
he will turn out one,of the best teams 
that Nevada has seen in years.

Lawlor Fast
“Jake” Lawlor, who was second high 

point man of last season with 96 points 
will probably have a cinch on one for­
ward position. Lawlor is a hard player 
and a good ball rustler besides being 
an accurate shot. He is expected to be 
one of the mainstays of the team. 
“Goon” Gilmartin, whose flashy floor 
work was unexcelled on the Nevada 
court last season will. be ready at the 
center position. As soon as his ribs 
will permit active practice “Jim” Bai­
ley will be out getting use to the old 
casaba so he can handle his regular 
position at guard. Little “Tip” White- 
head will be back to fill in at forward. 
“Tip" is about as speedy and clever a 
player as Nevada has had in seevral 
years and more than makes up for his 
smallness of stature with his accurate 
shooting.

Hainor Might Play
Added enthusiasm was g'iven the 

basketball outlook -when Martie an­
nounced that he would try to have ‘Lin’ 
Hainor and Mike Lawlor reinstated by 
the Faculty committee of the Far 
Western Conference which will meet 
the second week in December. Hainor 
has only played three years basketball 
at the University of Nevada but these 
three years of active playing have ex­
tended over a period of five yea.rs. 
Hainor played in the spring of 1924 and 
1925, he was out of school the 1926 and 
1927 basketball seasons, and played 
again in 1928. If he plays in the 1929 
season he will have been playing four 
years in a period of six. The ruling of 
the Far Western Conference is to the 
effect that any man must play four 
years within a period of five. How­
ever, since Hainer played his first year 
of basketball at Nevada before the Far 
Western Conference was formed it 
looks as though his case should be 
made an exceptance.

“Mike” Lawlor is ranked in the class 
of professionals as a result of his 
signing a contract with the San Fran­
cisco Seals to play baseball. If possi­
ble Martie intends to get “Mike” rein­
stated in the conference.

The varsity squad this year will re­
main in Reno and practice right 
through the Christmas holidays in 
preparation for the two games with 
Stanford on the 29 and 31 of Decem­
ber. Following the games with the 
Cardinals the Nevada cagers will take 
their vacation until school takes up 
again on January 7 when they will re­
turn and start practice for the San 
Jose Teachers’. college which will ap­
pear in Reno on the 11th and 12th of 
January.

Outlook Gloomy
“The present outlook is rather 

gloomy,” declared ‘Doc’ Martie, “but if 
Clover and Morrison can be replaced 
and I can get a few reserves it looks 
like Nevada might have a team on the 
par with those of the last few years.”

The frosh team will practice regular­
ly with the varsity until next semester 
when “Chet” Scranton will take them 
over and coach them regularly. One 
game has been arranged on the frosh 
schedule so far and that it with Au­
burn High School in Reno on January 
25. Other games will be scheduled with 
some of the Nevada high school cage 
teams and will be played on the gym 

j floor.

B. Y. U. TO OPEN SEASON 
AGAINST WOLVES ON 
- MACKAY FIELD

UNIVERSITY OF NORTH 
DAKOTA MIGHT BE 

PLAYED HERE
What ought to prove to be one of 

the best and most successful schedules 
for the University of Nevada Wolf 
Pack is now being worked out by the 
heads of the Athletic department for 
the 1929 football season.

Although as yet greatly incomplete, 
plans are being made to obtain some of 
the most promising teams of the cali­
bre best suited for Nevada to appear on 
the Wolf Pack schedule for next year. 
Foremost among these looms the pos­
sibility of an intersectional game with 
the University of North Dakota, a 
thing that has never before been at­
tempted at this University. North Da­
kota has written the University of Ne­
vada for an offer and a date to play a 
game. Homecoming day of next year 
was decided upon by the Nevada au­
thorities and the date, together with 
the offers and guarantees were sent to 
North Dakota. No answer has been 
received at present but it is felt that 
the game will go through and afford 
the football fans of Nevada a chance 
to see one of the Mid-West football 
machines in action .

B. Y. U. Opens Here
Brigham Young University of Provo, 

Utah, has been engaged to open the 
season for the Wolf Pack here at Reno. 
On the following week-end Nevada will 
travel to Salt Lake to repay the Uni­
versity of Utah for the 32 to 7 drubbing 
that the Crimson Tide handed the Pack 
early this year. It is planned to sched­
ule games annually with both Brigham 
Young 'find the University of Utah in 
such a manner that each year one of 
the Utah teams will journey to Reno to 
play the Pack and the Silver and Blue 
gridders will travel to Utah to play 
the pther team.

No games have been scheduled in the 
Far Western Conference as yet but 
these will be taken care of at a meet­
ing of the Athletic department heads 
and the athletic managers of the re­
spective schools in the annual confer­
ence which will be held this year the 
second week in December. According to 
the conference ruling each team must 
engage in at least three conference 
games during the season. It is prob­
able that Nevada will play the mini­
mum of conference games owing to 
the heavy schedule that it will other­
wise have.

New Teams
Negotiations are under way to in­

sure a game with the San Diego State 
Teacher’s college at San Diego. It is 
also hoped that Nevada will be able to 
have either Chico State College or San 
Jose Teacher’s College on its schedule. 
Each year Nevada plans on engaging 
one of the following three teams, Uni­
versity of California, Stanford, and 
University of Southern California. As 
yet none of them have been scheduled 
for next year but if possible one of 
the three will be chalked up for Ne­
vada to meet in its 1929 season.

Such a schedule will insure the Uni­
versity of Nevada in the neighborhood 
of ten games and a very busy season.

Mrs. J. D. Layman 
Passes Away at 

Home of Campus 
Librarian, Sunday

Her Life Has Been One 
of Untiring Service

To Community
She Worked in Library 

As a Volunteer
Without Pay

The passing of Mrs. Joseph D. Lay­
man, the wife of the University of Ne­
vada librarian, at their home on Sierra 
street early Sunday afternoon has 
filled many hearts with sadness. Dur­
ing the twenty-one years that Mr. and 
Mrs. Layman have been associated 
with the campus, her friendliness en­
deared her to everyone with whom she 
came in contact. Her whole life was 
one of unselfish, untiring service given 
with an enthusiasm that spurred her 
fellow workers on to greater efforts.

Her generous hospitality was one of 
her most outstanding qualities. Sev­
eral years ago when there were very 
few sorority and fraternity houses, Mr. 
and Mrs. Layman took keen pleasure 
in opening wide the doors of their 
home for student dinners and dances. 
Their home was always the center of 
social affairs, over which Mrs. Layman 
presided graciously as hostess.

Faithful Worker
She was always a close comrade of 

her husband both in her home and in 
the library. They worked faithfully 
together ever since Mr. Layman was 
appointed librarian in 1907 with the 

’constant aim of improving the library. 
She gave her time unstintingly to the 
work and they watched it slowly grow 
from the meager beginnings in the 
basement "of Morrill Hall, to the old 
building, and finally in the crowning 
achievement, the new Alice McManus 
Clark Memorial Library.

Beginning this semester, Mrs'. Lay­
man took regular duties in the library. 
Every afternoon she could be found 
working busily with the catalogues 
just because she was interested in the 
welfare of the University. As another 
assistant could not be afforded, she 
characteristically volunteered her ser­
vices.

For many years she also aided the 
faculty at the annual baccalaureate 
and commencement exercises. She took 
active interest in the Women’s Faculty 
Club, serving as president at one time. 
In all her association with the Uni­
versity, she was admired for friendli­
ness particularly to new students and 
new members of the faculty, for she 
always made a special effort to wel­
come them.

Served in Library
While her five sons were growing to 

manhood, Mrs. Layman devoted most 
of her energy to providing a happy 
home-life for them. When they had 
all gone to college, however, she could 
not remain idle but turned her atten­
tion to service in activities outside her 
home. Mrs. Layman served for several 
years as assistant librarian at the 
State Historical Society, helped in the 
Red Cross, and was always very active 
in the Parent-Teachers Associations of 
the Reno schools. As a member of the 
Federated Church, she acted as the su­
perintendent of the primary depart­
ment of the Sunday school for five 
years.

During the World War, she again 
showed her high sense of service for 
not only did she direct relief work in 
Reno, but she bravely sent several of 
her sons off to the battlefields, as well.

Her truly noble life has been and al­
ways will be a constant source of in­
spiration to her many friends. The 
University extends its deepest sym­
pathy to Mr. Layman and his sons, on 
their great loss.

Nevada has just finished the most disastrous football season 
of its history, and it is time that some action and some plans 
were being made and started that will insure a better season 
for 1929.

The team isn’t to blame for the last season, maybe they didn’t 
train diligently, but they did give two hours every day of the 
week for the school, and many of the men weren’t out because 
they wanted to be out, but because fraternities and circum­
stances nearly compelled them to.

The men were 
the best Nevada had, and they were giving the best that they 
had, for nothing as it were. In other schools a football player 
is a hero, at Nevada he is*just a darn fool wasting his time. 
And this attitude is one that has to be changed if Nevada ex­
pects to win. Nevada probably didn’t have the material for a 
winning team, but Nevada did have a team and it was up to the 
school to back that team because they were certainly the best 
men we had and they did give their best efforts throughout the 
season.

The students weren’t so much to blame either, at the start of 
the season, school spirit, always a fleeting thing, burned strong 
and attendance at rallies was greater and more spirited than 
had been shown in many years. The team began to lose, the 
students saw the team break training, they heard the wails and 
moans of downtown people and papers, and it wasn’t long be­
fore the team had a right to claim they were losing support 
from the school.

Under these conditions it is no wonder that the season proved 
a failure. And it should now be the concern of the faculty and 
the student body to plan and see that next season isn’t a repeti­
tion of the one of 1928. If we are going to have a football team 
and get into the money making class of teams, we have to have 
a winning one; and a winning team not only helps to unify a 
college but it is also probably the best medium of advertising 
that exists in the modern college. Nevada hasn’t and won’t buy­
athletes, but Nevada can and should make conditions and cir­
cumstances such that athletes will be attracted to this college.

Catherine Brody, whose new novel, 
“Babe Evanson,” -has just been pub­
lished, spent a great deal Of her time 
as a newspaper woman delving into 
the privates lives of “Babes” in all 
parts of the United States. A few 
years ago the editor of the New York 
World handed her an unusual assign­
ment. She was told to take six months 
off and become an untrained girl 
worker starting in the ranks of. the 
forlorn job hunters in any large Amer­
ican city of her choice. During those 
six months Catherine Brody held over 
thirty different jobs in twenty-five big 
cities. During all this time Miss Brody 
lived the life of an average, working 
girl. She mingled with her fellow 
workers and learned their hardships, 
habits, temptations, and tawdry pleas­
ures. The remarkable series of news­
paper articles which grew out of her 
experences ran for more than three 
months in the World and created a 
sensation throughout the entire coun­
try.

With the publication of “The Door of 
Death15 by John Esteven, there is the 
promise of the introduction of a new 
mystery story writer and a decidedly 
new type of mystery story. Advance 
copies of the new thriller have been 
submitted to the scrutiny of several 
well-known writers of popular detec­
tive yarns.

The situation hinges upon the de­
cision as to who shall select the coach. 
In order to reach some agreement 
along this line it will be necessary for 
a committee representing the Student 
Body to meet with President Clark. If 
the University selects the coach the 
choice will be made through the Ath- 
letic department and he will be .em­
ployed for a period of one year and 
will be included in the faculty of the 
Physical Education department. Un­
der this' scheme the Sjudent Body will

, pay. whatever it can afford toward the 
coach’s salary and the University will 
stand the rest. If chosen by the As­
sociated Students a committee will 
have to be appointed to investigate 
the different. candidates and the selec­
tion made through the Finance Control 
committee subject, to the jurisdiction of 
the Student Body. In the latter case 
the coach will not be connected with 
the Physical education department and 
his salary will have to be. withstood 
wholly by the Student Body with no 
assistance from the University.

•“It seems to me,” declared Martie, 
"that the football coach should have 
more interest, in the school than sim­
ply in football. He should be directly 
connected with the Athletic department 
■and should be .engaged in some physi­
cal education work. If he is selected 
by the University he will.'become part 
of the Physical education department 
and will handle both fall football and 
spring practice.”

Shaw left for Des Moines, la., Tues­
day night, where he plans to enter the 
bond felling business with relatives re­
siding there. Before boarding the train 
he declared that as yet he had formu­
lated no definite plans in the way of 
coaching. He did declare that he had 
been Approached on a. coaching posi­
tion but would not comment on it any 
further.

Alvin Lombardi ’30 was selected by 
a committee to Succeed Francis Cod­
dington ’29 as football manager for the. 
1929 season, at a meeting held at the 
training quarters on November 22, 1928.

The committee who appointed Lom­
bardi as manager was composed of: 
"Doc” Martie, Professor Hazeman, Jim 
Bailey, "Nig” Newton, and Budd Stev­
enson.

Shaw’s career as football

coach at Nevada has extended over a 
period., of seven years, broken in 1924 
when he went to the University of 
North Carolina as head coach. Shaw 
came to Nevada in 1922 and worked as 
line coach und^r ‘.‘Corky” Courtwright. 
He held this post for two years and it 
was his line in 1923 that held Califor­
nia to a scoreless tie.. The following 
year Shaw spent at North Carolina but 
returned to Nevada in 1925 as head 
coach here, which position he has filled 
the past four years, Although Nevada 
has never won 'a Far Western Confer­
ence championship in football the Wolf 
Pack has always made a creditable 
showing under Shaw’s regime.

.During his first three years as head 
coach Shaw was employed through the 
University and was connected with the 
physical education " department. Last 
year the Student Body paid for Shaw’s 
salary after, meeting his demands that 
he be employed as football coach only 
and that he not be connected with the 
physical education department.

“Buck” Shaw will always be remem­
bered at Nevada as a valiant coach 
who worked hard with his men even 
in the face of a gloomy season and the 
work he has put in at Nevada will not 
be forgotten.

With the loss of the California game, 

Nevada has completed what was, from 
the standpoint of scores, an unsuccess- 
fiil season, with seven games lost and 
one tied.

All Men Interviewed 
Think That Change

Is Needed
That athletic scholarships at the 

University of Nevada are much needed 
if the University is to compete suc­
cessfully with other schools in sports, 
and that.the time is near at hand when 
some means of financial aid must be 
directed toward her athletes, is the 
opinion of six members of the Uni­
versity faculty.

Without a single exception the six 
members interviewed were highly in 
favor of scholarships for Nevada ath­
letes provided these scholarships also 
included certain qualifications along 
scholastic lines and leadership. Every 
member firmly opposed the idea of 
paying athletes to represent Nevada in 
sports only.

With but very few exceptions all the 
schools on the' Pacific Coast have at 
Hand some means of aiding their ath­
letes who find it necessary to seek fin­
ancial reimbursement to continue 
through college. Some schools help 
these men through scholarships, some 
through salaried positions about the 
campus, and still others through loan 
associations whereby the ‘ athlete can 
borrow a certain amount of money to 
be repaid at a later date with no ac­
cumulated interest.

No Wolf Reserves
The reason that Nevada went 

through the: past football season with­
out winning a single game has been 
laid by many to the fact that the Wolf 
Pack had no reserves. Athletes choose 
schools other than Nevada in which to j 
seek their college career because these 
schools offer them a chance to get 
along in the way of scholarships. If 
Nevada is to gain athletes for all her 
major sports it is felt by the members 
of the faculty and the student body as 
a whole that she must give them some 
financial assistance. These men will 
not be paid to represent Nevada in 
athletics but they will be rewarded for 
their athletic prowesses plus their 
scholastic attainments.

There are mahy outstanding athletes 
who attend the University of Nevada 
and who must earn all or the greater 
part of their way through college. 
These men give two hours of their time 
each afternoon during football season 
to practicing, perhaps these two hours 
could be used by them in working to­
ward gaining a little money to keep-in 
school. If . these men show the right 
attitude and Are in any way worthy it 
seems like1 aid in the way of a scholar­
ship should be applied.

“Doc” In Favor
J. E. “Doc” Martie, head of the Ath­

letic department and who is more in­
terested in winning teams,at Nevada 
than probably any other man, de­
clared: “I greatly favor athletic schol­
arships provided the men earn them. 
I am riot in favor of paying a man 
mpriey just to compete in sports at the 
University of Nevada. That is profes­
sionalism and we have no room for 
that -sort of thing. If a man is out­
standing in athletics, Jias good scholar­
ships, and a'fifth spirit of interest in 
the University. I; believe that he should 
be opeh to a reward in the form of a 
setiptership.”

Charlie Hasettlan, who has always 
be'pn interested in Nevada sports is of 
the following opinion: “Personally I 
favor the aiding of athletes at Nevada 
ip some way or another just as long 
as these men are worthy of that help. 
I do not propose to pay a man to rep­
resent Nevada' in sports only. Nevada 
has always had a reputation of fair­
ness in athletics. No man has ever 
been paid to represerif her in any sport, 
and she has been respected by the 
schools on the coast for this spirit. 
Thiit. is one reason why California, 
Stanford, and other large schools allow 
Nevada on their schedules. I do not 
think that we should sacrifice our rep­
utation and rgspect by paying men to 
engage in athletics only for Nevada. 
However, I do believe that there should 
be some means of establishing some of 
the scholarships now in use at the 
University, more in the line of athletics 
With the same requirements they now 
hold.”

Higginbotham Quoted
Alfred Higginbotham, head . of the 

Journalism department, sets downs his 
beliefs in the following words: “The 
fine reputation of clean amateurism 
Which is the University of Nevada’s 
wherever it has played should not be 
sullied by the taint of professionalism. 
Exactly this would occur if money 
were given to men for registering at 
Nevada and' playing on the athletic 
teams. Moreover, such a policy would 
bring to the campus, as a rule, many 
whide interests are not in scholarship 
and. whose presence would tend to low­
er the scholastic standards. Scholar­
ships for athletes based on their aca­
demic accomplishments might prove a 
success."

Nevada Faced With Bad Case
R. C. Thompson, head of the philoso­

phy department, and who is a great 
follower, of the University athletic 
teams, states; “Abstractly considered 
there might be a case against athletic 
scholarships altogether. However, Ne­
vada is facing a concrete situation in 
that the majority of schools on the 
coast are helping their athletes in some 
mannei- or another. If Nevada desires 
to. maintain athletics on a basis with 
other schools it is necessary that some­
thing should be done in the way of fi­
nancial help to’worthy athletes. The 
case evolves itself into whether ath­
letics at Nevada are worth the helping 
of its athletes. Personally I favor the 
granting of athletic scholarships not 
only on athletic ability but also on 
•worthiness in scholastic standing and 
in general influence. The granting of 
such scholarships should be carefully 
guarded so. that it will not develop 
into paying of athletes. General 
Worthiness must . be . considered,”.. .. .

Adams in Favor
■ Mdxweli • Adams, Dean of Arts and 
Science, declared: “My personal belief

TROPHY WILL BE GIVEN 

GROUP HAVING BEST 
AVERAGE

Higher scholarship standards are 
being definitely promoted on 'the Uni­
versity of Nevada campus by Pi Beta 
Phi sorority and the Nevada Desert 
Wolf in the giving of cups to sororities 
and fraternities making the best se­
mester averages.

Pi Beta Phi has presented to the Pan 
Hellenic council a silver loving cup 
which is to be given to the sorority 
making the highest scholarship average 
for this semester, and the cup may be 
kept by that sorority for the ensuing 
semester. If a group is able to win 
scholarship honors four successive 
times that sorority will be given the 
cup permanently with the name of the 
organization and the date engraved 
upon it. It is the intention of Pi Beta 
Phi to continue this scholarship by 
presenting another cup when this’ cup 
is won permanently by one of the (sor­
orities on the Hill.

The Desert Wolf, which is giving a 
large cup, standing some eighteen 
inches high, is requiring- that fraterni­
ties, including Lincoln Hall Associa­
tion, to hold the cup for three consecu­
tive semesters before they are entitled 
to keep it permanently.

is that Nevada should have scholar­
ships f,or her athletes. Schools all oyer 
the coast aid their men in some man­
ner or another and if Nevada is to 
continue with any marked degree of 
success along athletic lines something 
must be done toward helping her men. 
Athletic scholarships should be based 
on many things; for instance, athletic 
ability, interest in athletics, keeping of 
training rules, scholastic attainments, 
and campus leadership. Such scholar­
ships would be open to athletes only 
and would require specifications for 
the building of .better college men all 
around. Scholarship must always be 
recognized as' an important factor.”

Raymond Leach, Dean of Men, con­
cisely expressed his opinion as fol­
lows: “I have talked to a good many 
athletes at Nevada and have found 
that the worthwhile ones do not want 
any dispensation simply because of 
their athletic prowess. All they want 
is an even break, and they are not get­
ting that now. Just as long as men 
are not paid to represent Nevada in 
athletics I think that financial aid 
should be given them. Athletic schol­
arships are certainly desirable provid­
ing they have other requirements in 
the way Of other worthwhile qualities,”

Elks Were Former Donors
Several years ago the Reno Lodge 

No. 597, Benevolent and Protective Or­
der of Elks, donated to the University 
of Nevada four scholarships annually 
of $300 each which were termed ath­
letic scholarships. The requirements 
to be a candidate were that the stu­
dent should have excellent character, 
should be a leader among his fellows, 
should be an active participant in the 
athletics of the University, should have
