From 
there the team will go to Portland to 
debate Reed College, and to Eugene, 
Oregon to debate the University of 
Orgon. They will meet Oregon State 
college in a radio debate on March 9.

Entertaining Debates
It is planned to make the debates 

entertaining to the audiences and at 
the same time sacrificing none of the 
serious consideration in treating the 
problems.

To Meet U. S. C.
Upon the return of the team from 

the trip, local audiences will have an 
opportunity to hear the same men 
when they clash with the University of 
Southern California in the Education 
auditorium on April 2, on the trial by 
jury question which will also be de­
bated on the tour. •

Squad Votes
Bible and Hancock were chosen as 

the Varsity team by a majority vote 
of the debate squad, each man voting 
for two men without considering him­
self. . This decision which was, of 
course, subject to the approval of the 
debate coach, concurred with his opin­
ion. Several other men were runners 
up for the privelege of making the trip 
and the final decision was difficult to 
make. Leonard Sledge ’30, also an ex­
perienced debater, was highest runner 
up. As several of the other men have 
good prospects for the future, the Uni­
versity of Nevada should be well rep­
resented in debate for the next few 
years.

When President Herb Jacobs of the 
Western Association of College Comics 
calls the meeting to order, next Wed­
nesday morning, Nevada will have as 
its guests the biggest meeting of the 
association that has ever been held. 
Every magazine of the group will be 
present and many vital things are 
opened for discussion.

Letters have been sent to all the 
College Comic magazines in the coun­
try to get their opinions on the present 
“College Humor” as a representative of 
the humor found in colleges. The pub­
lisher of “College Humor” will be at 
the meeting and the present contro­
versy should be ironed out somewhat. 
Also a plan for nationalizing the Comic 
associations will be discussed. At pres­
ent there is three distinct organiza­
tions of comics in the country, the 
western, middle west, and the eastern, 
and it is hoped to combine these as­
sociations into a single unit.

Questions concerned with the West­
ern association and its relationship to 
national advertisers will also be taken 
up as well as several other measures. 
This is the first time that Nevada has 
had the honor of being host to the as­
sociation and Tom Wilson, editor, and 
Herb Jacobs', business manager of the 
Nevada Desert Wolf have certainly 
prepared a full program.

Dr. Jones Believes That 
Change Would Be

Valuable
“Responsibility Must Be 

Shared By New
Members”

Commenting on the advisability of 
adding two students to the Student Af­
fairs Committee, each member of that 
group has voiced his approval with, 
however, the understanding that the 
students ,svho are selected must be 
willing to feel art equal responsibility 
with the faculty members of the com- 
inittee.

Jones Approves
Dr. J. C. Jones believes that “Student 

members may prove .to be of great 
value if they are willing to assume the 
responsibility; The essential function 
of the committee, as I see it, is to 
avoid as far as possible any adverse 
criticism of the University. The com­
mittee acts as a buffer between the 
student body, the faculty, and the pub­
lic, and student representation, if chos­
en wisely, will make for a better un­
derstanding and appreciation of the 
committee’s work.”

Unpleasant Duty
Miss Margaret E. Mack, Dean of 

Women, states, “I have often though 
that student representation on the Stu­
dent Affairs ,Committee might be a 
good thing. I should think that stu- 

: dent members would enable us to ar­
rive more readily at the actual facts 
when regulations of student conduct 
are violated. Students must remem­
ber, however, membership carries with 
it certain obligations which sometimes 
are not so pleasant to perform.” '

Discussed Before
The third member of the committee, 

Raymohd H. Leach, Dean of Men, has 
the following to say: “From time to 
time the Student Affairs Committee 
has discussed the advisability of add­
ing students to its membership. I 
would consider it highly desirable be­
cause they would be able to give the 
student body’s point of View in mat­
ters of discipline.”

Type of Students
He stressed the importance of the 

type of the students that would be se­
lected. “They must be tactful, un­
biased, and outstanding in every way. 
Perhaps the most logical possibilities 
would be the A. S. U. N. president and 
vice-president, attending the meetings 
as ex-officio members. I have always 
made it a practice to consult several 
prominent students when cases of dis­
cipline have arisen; if ex-officio stu­
dent members are present at meetings, 
we can profit by their opinions at that 
time.”

Other Colleges
After looking up the various bodies 

which have jurisdiction over all cases 
of disciplinary nature in the student 
bodies of other western universities, it 
is found that in practically every col- 
legej representatives of the student 
body have that power. At Stanford 
University, there are two councils, the 
men’s and women’s, who represent the 
student body opinion in regard to-var­
ious beraches of conduct on the part of 
students. The members, who are 
chosen at the regular elections, hear 
and decide upon cases, which are then 
referred to the president of the uni­
versity for action. In case of disap­
proval, the councils reconsider the 
matter.

Oregon State Agricultural College, 
at Corvallis, Oregon, has much the 
same plan, with the members of its 
council largely class and student body 
officers. The women’s council, which 
enforces all regulations concerning wo­
men students, refers its cases to the 
Dean of Women- for final action, how­
ever, instead of to the president.

18 Members
A House of Representatives, with 18 

members, at the University of Arizona, 
Tucson, Arizona, has the power to en­
act all necessary rules governing the 
conduct of the students in college rela­
tions, to define offenses against such 
rules, and to prescribe penalties for 
their violation. The membership con­
sists of the president, vice-president, 
and secretary of the student body, four 
seniors, four juniors, two sophomores, 
two freshmen, one post-graduate, and 
two members of the faculty.

Minerals Received
By Mines Museum

Among the recent gifts to the Mac­
kay School of Mines Museum is a col­
lection of rare uranium minerals from 
North Carolina and several rare sili­
cates from Portland, Connecticut, 
which were presented by Prof. V. P. 
Gianella.

John M. Fox, general manager of the 
World Exploration Company, has pre­
sented a rare silver mineral, iodyrite, 
to the museum! The-Specimen is honey 
yellow in color'and consists of an un­
usually large aggregate of crystals 
which' contain 47 per cent silver.

FAST AND LOOSE STYLE 
OF PLAY FAVORED

BE BACK AGAIN 
IN LINE-UP

This week’s maple-floor menu finds 

the Wolves down on the card for a 
home series with the Teachers of Fres­
no State on Friday and Saturday even­
ings, with an even break as far as the 
dope-sheet is concerned.

Starting the season with nothing in 
particular, the Teachers have been 
moving right along, and last week 
managed to break even in a pair of 
close games with the pedagogues of 
San Jose. Home folks remembering 
that this is exactly the same result 
which was forthcoming when the 
Wolves tangled with San Jose will 
draw their own conclusions.

Aggies Defeated
Fresno also holds a couple of easy 

wins over the Farmers of Davis, Calif., 
but this means little or nothing as the 
Farmers have failed to show anything 
during the current hoop season. For 
the rest of their opposition, the Staters 
have turned their attention southward. 
This gives little chance of judging 
their strength or weakness, as the 
merits of their opponents are unknown 
here.

Fast Game
The type of game favored by the 

Teachers is of the fast and loose vari­
ety which should work well with the 
Wolves’ choice of a tight defense. The 
southerners advance the theory that 
the way to win basketball games is 
by putting the leather through the ring 
oftener than the opposition, while Doc 
Martie’s boys find it better to keep 
their opponents from scoring as often 
as they do. Thid should make the con­
test a tight one with heart trouble for 
the spectators in the closing minutes 
of play.

Well Matched
However, taken all in all, the Fresno 

team, with a one point win and a two 
point loss to the San Jose quintet, can 
be judged to be neither better nor 
worse than the latter. The pedagogues 
did not show up too well in their sec­
ond meeting with the Wolves, when the 
spectacular shooting of their Mr. Ma­
loney was effectively bottled up. The 
dope is not always as correct as it was 
in the case of the Gaels last week.

Captain in Game
It is possible that the week-end may 

be celebrated by the return of “Butch” 
Lawlor to the line-up. Lawlor was 
forced to watch last week’s games 
from the side lines because of injuries, 
but his condition is improving’ rapidly. 
How badly he. is needed will probably 
determine whether or not he will see 
action in the series. “Butch” is an im­
portant cog in the Wolf machine both 
on offense and defense, and if the 
Teachers prove dangerous he will 
probably work part of the time.

Important Games
The games are particularly import­

ant, as a double win will make the 
Wolves’ chances much brighter when 
the series with the thus far undefeated 
■Gray Fog of St. Ignatius rolls around. 
The* entire squad is in mid-season form 
and it is hardly too optimistic to pre­
dict a clean slate for the Pack in the 
Fresno series.

Characterized as a timely comedy, 
“The Old Soak” lived up to Its reputa­
tion Wednesday and Thursday nights 
when Campus Players presented the 
well-known comedy of booze and bonds 
by Don Marquis.

His family threatened with disgrace 
because of the spoiled son who has 
stolen some money, the Old Soak mo­
mentarily leaves the lure of straight 
whiskey and saves the day by beating 
the bootlegger-banker cousin at his 
own game. The play is made up of 
comic situations in the Hawley home 
in which the peace and romance of the 
household is seriously threatened by 
the actions of the Old Soak and his 
companions in drink, Nellie the maid, 
and Al the bartender. These three 
characters explain the tremendous pop­
ularity of the play when it played over 
four hundred performances in New 
York despite its hackneyed plot. They 
are real persons and every action of 
their’s is typical of the old familiar 
characters who disappeared with pro­
hibition.

“Dutch” Is Old Drunk”
“Dutch” Lehmkuhl ’29, as Clem Haw­

ley “The Old Soak,” gave an excellent 
interpretation of the slow, genial, old 
drunk, who almost turns his home into 
a baroom. The entire play rested on 
his shoulders and the manner in which 
the large audiences that witnessed both 
performances demonstrated their ap­
proval was an excellent compliment to 
his work. Although he lacked at times 
the mellowness of an older and more 
experienced actor his performance on 
th'e whole was very smoothly given and 
his drawling voice and slow movements 
ably created the illusion of age.

Clara Tomlin ’31 was an excellent 
Nellie and dfespite inexperience gave a 
performance that was highly amusing. 
Her speech about the parrot in the sec­
ond act drew her deserved applause 
from both audiences.

A book of great interest to Nevada 
students has just been received by J. 
D. Layman, University librarian, from 
Miss Laura A. White, A.M. PHD., head 
of the department of history at the 
University of Wyoming. Goldfield la­
bor troubles is the subject of this book, 
which is in reality a thesis, neatly 
bound in book form, and which was 
presented by Miss White as part of a 
requirement for a master of arts de­
gree at the University of Nebraska in 
1912. ,

In making her gift Miss White 
states that the Sources in her thesis 
were authentic and “that some of these 
sources may not have been well pre­
served and that possibly for that rea­
son the study might have some inter­
est to Nevada historians.”

Minute Descriptions
This book contains a minute descrip­

tion of the flow of events leading- up 
to and following the Goldfield panic of 
1907 and beyond a doubt contains much
that is of true historic value.

The legality of the imprisonment of 
Tom Carr, defendant in the notorious 
Gump vs. Carr case was questioned in 
the discussion group of the Freshmen 
English class, with their instructor, Mr. 
Robert Griffin, presiding. 'The state­
ment of two of the leading lawyers of 
California was brought forth. This 
statement consisted of a reference to 
the law in the: United States to the ef­
fect that it is illegal for one partner 
to sue the other for embezzelement, as 
in a partnership all money is owned 
equally by both parties. The fact that 
Gump was stated as saying to Carr, in 
the presence of witnesses, that he was 
convinced of the value of Carr’s per­
petual motion machine and would give 
a certain large sum towards its con­
struction and perfection with mutual 
benefits to be obtained by both parties 
involved, according to California law, 
constitutes a legal partnership, and as 
Tom Carr is now imprisoned for em­
bezzlement from the party of the sec­
ond part, namely, Andrew Gump, he is 
unconstitutionally held and should be 
released at once.

It is rumored that a petition from 
the people may be necessary to free 
him. If such were the case, Robert 
Griffin, while stating nothing definite­
ly, intimated that he would gladly sign 
it in order to see justice done and the 
innocent freed. Perhaps Tom will be a 
free man again after all and Will be 
able to change the drab garb of the 
prison, for the less conspicuous suit of 
everyday life. Perhaps the faithful 
Mary will 'again be happy.

The case will be watched , with In­
terest by all.

the files of the Tribune and News, twi 
of Goldfield’s oldest papers, she gainec 
much of her information from persona 
interviews with the men who were in­
volved in the'trouble. The collecting 
of these facts were made difficult be­
cause many of the men feared that 
they 'would be quoted and refused to 
talk on the subject. )

Valued Gift
The value.of the gift is greater when 

it is considered that Miss White is ip 
no way connected with Nevada and 
that her gift was prompted by such a 
generous motive, , In expressing his 
gratitude for.the rare gift Mr. Layman 
stated that the work would undoubted­
ly throw more light on some of the in­
teresting phases connected with the 
study of the history of Nevada.

Most Writers know very little about 
the technique envolved in writing for 
the screen and their work has to be 
changed before it can be used. The 
successful writer of scenarios knows 
camera angles, how to give the prop­
erty department tips on the properties 
needed, and to convey . the director 
the various types of : etion

John Monk Saunders, a very success­
ful short story writer, decided to write 
Scenarios, but before he started, he 
spent several months learning how pic- 
turestwete made, and how they should 
be written. His first two stories for 
Paramount, under whose banner he is 
writing, were “Wings,” and “The Le­
gion of the Condemned.” Saunders is a 
Sigma Chi from the University of 
Washington.

Unless a Writer can produce Original 
stories his earnings are not very high. 
Most of the writers in Hollywood to­
day are college graduates who have 
made names as short story writers, au­
thors of feature articles, or play­
wrights.

While attending the University of 
California, Corrigan took an active 
part in Little Theater work. Most of 
his time was spent as an actor, al­
though he. wrote several short bits in 
the form of one-act plays. Following 
his graduation he entered motion pic­
ture work, and for a number of months 
played with Raymond Griffith. While 
working on a picture he injured his 
foot, so turned to writing and since 
that time has been one of the best con­
sistent writers of stories for the screen.

After a story has been written or an 
adaptation made, the average picture 
takes from three to five weeks to be 
filmed. The writer of the story works 
with the director, and if the writer

trained man or woman who holds a re­
sponsible make-up position in Holly-' 
wood.

Naturally, one. is ! quite interested to 
find a department in which collegians 
play such a small part. Collins says 
that there aren’t twenty good make­
up artists in Hollywood. He says he 
has a harder time securing men than 
any other department of the studio be­
cause good make up men just .can’t be 
found.

Make up requires years of experience 
and small pay in the early years of 
work, and Collins finds that most col­
lege men and Women want to start 
earning real money when they finish 
their schooling. Every man in his de­
partment is forty years old, or . more, 
and some of them have been in the 
make up business nearly that long.

Collins feels that a college training 
would help him since the greatest of 
many great abilities, as he sees it, is 
to be able to meet people! Every day 
he must come in contact with a large 
number of people, and each one pre­
sents a different problem.

The make ups you see are the re­
sult of work done by his department. 
Extras make themselves up, under the 
direction of an expert. Stars are as­
sisted with their straight make ups, 
and for any special work the make up 
departments furnish the men to do the

This department is very complicated 
from the standpoint of unit work. All 
the wigs, and hair styles are handled 
by one man. All the odd expressions 
which come from false teeth, ears, eyes 
etc. are handled by still another expert. 
Each step is handled by a specialist.

Make up advances very rapidly and 
Collins says that Germany and France 
are now where Hollywood was ten 
years’ ago. Just because those coun­
tries have famous artists, and painters 
is no reason that they could surpass 
the United States in make up, since 
they are entirely different sciences. 
Collins names men like Emil Mannings 
and Lon Chaney as examples of make 
up experts who learned the secret 
through years of work on the stage.

In short, if . a college man wanted to 
become a make up -expert he would 
have to plan on spending ten or fifteen 
.years just learning the fundamentals 
of. the business. Studios are .looking to 
the stage to produce make up experts. 
It seems that this is one field where

PROFESSOR TAYLOR TELLS 
OF CONTAMINATION 

OF SUPPLY
“Contamination of the Reno Water 

Supply” was the subject on which Pro­
fessor L. H. Taylor, consulting civil 
engineer of the University of Nevada, 
spoke to the Nevada student chapter of 
the American Association of Civil En­
gineers at its regular monthly meeting 
held Tuesday night.

First Chief Engineer
Professor Taylor was the first chief 

engineer of the Truckee-Carson Irriga­
tion project and is well informed on 
the subject of water supply. He dis­
cussed the investigation held recently 
by the Nevada State Public Service 
Commission in which he exposed the 
sources of contamination from the 
Floriston paper mill from sewage at 
Truckee and from stock between Verdi 
and Reno. He also discussed the Hun­
ter, Creek water supply which at the 
present time is better than usual. 
However, an algae weed that discolors 
the water, besides being objectionable 
to the taste, grows in the reservoir 
during certain parts of the year, stated 
the engineer.

City of Reno
Professor Taylor believes that the 

proper solution would be for the city 
of Reno to take over the distribution of 
the water supply either by purchase or 
by condemnation and to secure the wa­
ter from means other than the Truckee 
river.
