many colleges in this country, through 
buying athletics with scholarships, and 
financial aid, is flayed by him in no 
uncertain terms.

“What happened the other day at the 
University of Nevada is growing less 
extraordinary among students, and I 
know of nothing more interesting or 
encouraging in the collegiate world of 
recent years than such protests among 
students themselves against tendencies 
and practices which are obviously pro­
fessionalizing college athletics and yet 
appear to be tolerated and winked at 
by educational authorities.

Interest Tremendous
“The interest in inter-collegiate con­

tests is so tremendous, it organizes it­
self into forces which are so powerful, 
it expresses itself in storms of emo­
tion which are so hard to stand up 
against, that some of us throw up oui- 
hands and let the winds carry us 
whither they list. When we passively 
permit the clamor of fans, insistent 
upon a Roman spectacle, to speak to 
the coach and management in language 
most convincing than our own saying 
in so many words ‘get us a team’— 
there are rules to be reckoned with, but 
rules or no rules, somehow by hook or 
crook, get us a championship. When 
we permit this, I ask, are we honestly 
on the job?

Honesty in Athletics
“There are, I maintain, two ways, 

and only two, of being honest in ath­
letics. One way is to junk all rules 
of eligibility and to go frankly into the 
open market and to buy the best foot­
ball material to be had for the money 
to up hold the name and spread the 
fame of the college. Such a course 
would, at least, be honest and above 
board. The other way of being honest, 
is perhaps more difficult, but not im­
possible. It is to diffuse throughout 
the college its graduates, friends, fac- 
ulty.^and coaching staff a vigilant in­
tegrity, a conscience which will be ac­
tive and on the alert to make sure that 
the team which represents the college, 
really is representative of the college.

It is frequently spoken of as the most 
comprehensive examination in the Brit­
ish Isles, including as it does a thor­
ough knowledge of contracts, torts, real 
and personal property, equity (includ­
ing trusts, partnership, and adminis­
tration of assets as well), the . whole 
field, of Roman law, international law, 
(or the conflict, of laws), jurisprudence, 
criminal law, procedure, evidence, and 
a few minor subjects. The B.C.L. can 
be taken by an American in his third 
year , who has successfully completed 
the work for the B.A. at the end of. 
his second year. It is possible for

those Americans who have had some 
legal training before going to England 
to proceed directly ,o read for the B. 
C.L. and to fake tlre^^ after
three years’ work.

Achieves Success & GIVEN MUSEUM Stockholm.—(UP) — Sweden's first 
woman electrical engineer, Miss Greta 
Westberg of Stockholm; has just re­
ceived her degree here.

Her 
two brothers were graduated as civil 
engineers at the same time.

“Intelligence tests,” states Dr. Young 
of the Uhiversity of Nevada psychology 
department, “measure abstract intelli­
gence and the ability to think in sym­
bols.

Is our He-Jinx filling its purpose on 
this Campus? The original purpose of 
this affair Was to bring the faculty 

; and student body men together and 
promote a common spirit between 
them. At the status which the He- 
Jinx has been maintained it certainly 
has not accomplished this purpose. The 
type of entertainment which is usually 
offered at this function may be judged 
by this letter which was sent, in 1927 
by the Student Body president to the 
different organizations on the day be­
fore the He-Jinx was to take place. 
The letter reads:

“It is probable that several members 
of the state legislature Will attend the 
He-Jinx tonight. In view of this fact 
we ask you to cooperate with us in 
letting nothing happen what might give 
them—or anyone else—a chance to di­
rect harmful criticism at the Univer­
sity or its administration.”

There seemed for many years a tra­
dition at the University here that the 
sky was the limit as far as smoot was 
concerned, culminating finally in such 
performances of the He-Jinx that thp 
greater part of the faculty refused to 
go because of the type of entertain­
ment provided. At one time matters 
reached such a stage that the matter 
was brought before the College of 
Deans and it was decided to do away 
with the He-Jinx unless an improve­
ment weer made. The consensus of 
practically all of the deans was that 
the jinx was not worth while because 
of the character of the function- as a 
whole. It was decided that it would be 
the best'policy to tell those in charge 
of the He-Jinx of their opinion and 
give them an opportunity to improve 
or drop the practice altogether.

An attempt was made to change the- 
entertainment so that the faculty 
could attend without having their sen­
sibilities offended. Finally the presi­
dent of the University placed the re­
sponsibility on the entertainment at 
the He-Jinx and other men’s functions 
with the dean of men.

Since that time all skits which were 
to be put on have been censured by the 
dean of men in cooperation with the 
chairman of the jinx committee.

The record made by men participat­
ing in athletics averaged 2.95 of which 
the higher grades were made by up­
perclassmen, while the average for all 
men was 2.62.

The fact that there was so little dif­
ference seems to indicate that athletics 
do not interfere with education as has 
often been alleged.

Announcement made last week that Dr. J. E. Church has 
tendered his resignation as a member of the Rhodes Scholai- 
ship committee and had requested that a former Rhodes Scholar 
be appointed in his place, comes to historically-minded Ne­
vadans'as a noteworthy bit of news. The very least that can be 
said of the announcement is that Dr. Church has served Nevada 
both long and well.

It further brings to mind the man’s achievements an fields 
independent of University curricular work and it is only in re­
calling these attainments that the individual can come to the 
full realization of the meaning of the word service , as is
especially exemplified by Dr. Church. His work at the Uni­
versity, covering a period of 37 years, has been singulaily 
characterized by self-sacrifice for Nevada and its students.

Columbus, Ohio.—Prof. Darwin A. 
Hindman of the department of phy­
sical education at the University of I 
Ohio has discovered that students par­
ticipating in college athletics are. no 
lower in tl\e scale of intelligence than 
the.ordinary run of students. The no­
tion that college athletes are “dumb,” 
he said, arises from the fact that pub­
licity is given to the athletes who fall 
behind in their grades, while their fel­
low student are flunking out of school 
quietly and with no attending publicity. 
Professor Hindman, in his research 
work, found “that proportionately, 
more athletes “flunk out” than non­
athletes and that proportionately, more 
athletes receive decree than non-ath­
letes.”

Y.W.SECRETARY 
SPEAKS ABOUT

FOREIGN WORK
MISS WIGGIN TELLS OF 

AID GIVEN DURING 
WORLD WAR

POP OFF VALVE

In her lecture before the students of 
the University of Nevada, Miss Anne 
Wiggin, secretary for the International 
Student Service, pointed but that the 
World’s Student Christian Association 
had done three big things for the uni­
versities of central Europe and that the 
young men and women oif the United 
States had given their share in the way 
of financial support, particularly dur­
ing the war when, for one drive alone, 
$1,000,000 was raised for the advance­
ment of this international cause.

Starving Students
In saving the universities of central 

Europe during the World War, a time 
when the students were literally starv­
ing, the conference saved one hundred 
thousands students from death. By es­
tablishing trades and student enter­
prises of every imaginable description 
the International Student’s Association 
made the students of Europe self-sup­
porting. This was something entirely 
new to Europe and opened up oppor­
tunity for young men and women of 
small means to attend school, where 
only the moneyed class had been able 
to get an education before.

That the International Student’s 
Christian Association gave aid to stu­
dents of enemy countries and saved 
their universities, was, to Miss Wiggin, 
one of the biggest achievements of the 
conference. It went a long way in es­
tablishing the feeling of international 
good w'ill and friendship between the 
students of all nations, disregarding 
creeds as well as political and racial 
differences. “It is marvelous,” said 
Miss Wiggin, “to see young men and 
women of so many different creeds and 
nationalities meet and discuss their 
problems freely and with such good 
will.”

Aid Sought
The conference is now asking the 

students of America to raise $30,000 in 
order to help establish a student ca­
feteria in Paris where poor students 
may earn their way and buy nourish­
ing food at a low cost; t'o maintain a 
hospital in Bulgaria, which is much 
need since the recent earthquake, and 
to give aid to Chinese students who are 
poor.

Monday afternoon Miss Wiggin met 
with the Y. W. C. A. and Y. M. C. A. 
cabinets and members of the Cosmo­
politan club to discuss plans for a 
drive on the Nevada campus. A tag 
day was plainned and will be held some 
day next month.

Picnic Supper
A picnic supper Monday evening at 

Steamboat Springs was attended by 
Miss Mildred Van Every, Reno Girl 
Reserve secretary, and members of the 
University Y. W. C. A. Miss Wiggin 
left that evening for New York after 
having spent two months visiting col­
leges on the coast in an effort to in­
terest them in this drive and the needs 
of foreign students.

It is possible, Miss Wiggin stated, 
that the convention of the World’s In­
ternational Student’s Christian As­
sociation will be held in the United 
States next year.

Lehenbauer Gives
