urday. The Aggies are preparing a full 
program and exhibit at the barracks 
for the interest of the entire Campus.

Hopkins Tells of 
Recent Discovery 

of Rare Illinium
Laurence Quill ’24 Working 

On Experiment With 
Noted Chemist

Dr. B. S. Hopkins, head of the chem­
istry department at the University of 
Illinois, and discoverer of the rare- 
earth element “illinium,” delivered a 
lantern-illustrated lecture at a joint 
meeting of the faculty-science club and 
chemistry club Monday afternoon.

Dr. Laurence Quill, graduate of the 
University of Nevada with the class of 
1924, is teaching at the University of 
Illinois under Dr. Hopkins, and is in 
charge of the illinium experiment while 
Hopkins is absent on his vacation.

Dr. G. W. Sears of the chemistry de­
partment at University of Nevada and 
Dr. Hopkins worked in the same de­
partment at the University of Illinois 
from 1912 to 1917.

130 Years Old
“The rare earth group was discov­

ered 130 years ago,” stated Hopkins, 
“but until comparatively recent years 
it was supposed to be but one element. 
Now it is known to be fifteen. All 
of the metals in this group have been 
discovered, the last being number ‘61,’ 
which is illinium.”

“Monozite sand is the basis or source 
of ‘rare earth’ elements,” continued 
Hopkins. "In the United States it is 
found in North and South Carolina, 
and is called Carolinian Sand. It is 
found in stream beds and river mouths, 
from where it is taken and sluiced, 
during which process heavy particles 
of monozite fall to the bottom.

Contains Red Garnets
“This contains white silica, black 

ilminite, red garnets (not the precious 
kind), and other substances. When 
these are taken out, refined monozite is 
the result.

“The first supply of monozite came 
from Brazil, where labor was cheap 
and the method of refining simple. 
During' the early years of the war, 
Carolinian monozite was used in the 
United States, but the Brazilian ore 
was cheaper and had a greater thorium 
content, which is the most essential 
ingredient.

“In India, on the sea coast, monozite 
was later discovered which had still 
higher percent thorium, and was 
cheaper to produce, so most of the re­
cent supply has come from there.

“After the monozite is refined, it is 
a rare earth phosphate, and contains 
all fifteen rare earth elements. The 
thorium is secured by use of a com­
plicated process, at the last of which 
the monozite solution is burned on a 
soaked cotton bag. There remains a 
skeleton of the regular cotton, but it is 
composed of thorium and cerium, in­
stead of cotton.

“Of this monozite, 6 or 7 per cent is 
thorium, and the othei- 93 or 94 per 
cent is the rest of the rare-earth ele­
ments, and of little value to anyone 
but those experimenting with it.

“We have been working many years

She 
Urg'd that no useless repetition of sub­
jet matter be made and that most of 
the material for Our conference would 
carry over from the national confer­
ence which is being held at Ann Arbor, 
Michigan, next April. As Nevada is 
hostess to A. C. A. C. W. for the first 
time, Miss Schwarz said we should try 
to show the delegates from other col­
leges as much of our country as possi­
ble and suggested the possibility of 
several outdoor meetings.

Whitehead Star Player
80 Yard Run By Mormon Back 

To Touchdown Features
Gridiron Contest

When the short, sharp bark of the • 

timer’s gun brought to an end the foot-
I ball game between the University of 
Nevada and the University of Utah in 
Salt Lake City last Saturday, the 6700 
spectators present had no cause for 
dissatisfaction despite the 31-0 score in 
Utah’s favor. They had seen Pete Dow, 
sensational “Ute” halfback, scamper 80 
yards behind perfect interference for 
a touchdown early in the first quarter 
and had forgotten him two periods 
later in watching “Tippy” Whitehead, 
diminutive figure in the Nevada back- 
field, try to turn the tide of victory by 
lightning thrusts at the Utah line and 
long passes to his teammates that car­
ried the ball from Nevada’s 44 yard 
line to the shadow of his opponents’ 
goal. They had seen Levy, Nevada 
end, reaching for a pass across the 
goal line; had seen him clutch franti­
cally, get his hands on it, and then lose 
it. They had witnessed a fumble by 
Sultenfess fall obligingly into the arms 
of' Davis, Ute back, who trotted un­
molested to the goal line 49 yards away 
for Utah’s second touchdown. But to 
start at the beginning—

Tupper Kicks
Five minutes after the opening of the 

game Tupper kicked over the Ute goal 
line and the ball was brought out to 
the 20 yard line. On the first play Pete 
Dow went through right tackle and 
with interference taking out Glascow,. 
Parsons, and Handley, galloped 80 
yards for Utah’s first score. Just be­
fore the end of this quarter, Utter, 
left end for the Mormons, missed a 
perfect pass from Price, with no one 
between him and the Nevada goal.

The second quarter opened with a 
seesaw in midfield interspersed with 
an exchange of punts but there was no 
excitement until Parsons, Wolf full­
back, intercepted a pass on Nevada’s 
25 yard line. Glascow came out from

Freshman Orientation Class 
Is Told Many Phases 

of Plant Life
“Botany is but the study of plants, 

and is a division of biology,” was . the 
opening statement of Prof. P. A. Leh­
enbauer in his address before the 
freshman orientation class yesterday 
morning. He divided botany into four 
distinct classifications ,and discussed 
each.

The first division of botany is taxon­
omy, he said, dealing with the study of 
plants. These were first classified into 
sexual and nori-sexual divisions by 
Linneaus, according to the speaker and 
to Linneaus has been given the credit 
of giving plants both common and 
scientific names.

In discussing the economic division, 
Dr. Lehenbauer said that it dealt with 
the plant in regard to man’s welfare. 
He told of the vitamin and medicinal 
qualities which came from plants.

“Biological botany was the last phase 
to develop,” said Lehenbauer, which 
answers the question “How are plants 
made, and how do they live?” The me­
chanics of the plant were told under 
this topic and the lecturer said that 
plants were first established on earth 
from a small bit of nitrogen from an 
electrical storm.

The fourth and last division of bo­
tany discussed was applied botany, 
which Lehenbauer claimed covers the 
field of horticulture, landscape garden­
ing and the cultivation of gardens as a 
science.

And now that thing which the many be­
lieved to be all important, momentous, is either 
completely engulfing or entirely ignoring them. 
Those who are engulfed and who have no 
knowledge, as yet, of fraternity or sorority 
life, or, more important to them, individual 
social groups, are indeed in a sorry plight.

The man or woman is inevitably made to 
feel by the group that there is but short time 
in which to decide the matter of affiliation, 
that the group is immeasurably superior to all 
others on at least a score of points, and that 
neither the social organization nor the rushee, 
particularly the latter, can for long go on with­
out the other. It goes without mention that 
other “hooey” is wantonly passed on through 
subtle and cunning means.

The dream picture of the Greek letter 
social organization is particularly fascinating; 
achieved, no doubt, through the ingenious 
imaginations of the chapter roll of many years 
gone, which, in being passed on from year to 
year has in no way been condensed in its 
allurement.

There is, too, that majority composed of the 
so-called “lemons,” an infinitesimal “cautious” 
minority and those completely “uninterested.” 
To these new students should be directed the 
undeniable fact that some college men and 
women have been made through the fraternal 
social organization—have been caused to blos­
som forth. It should also be more seriously 
said, and in the same breath, that more have 
been broken through the very artificiality of 
the group than have ever been made.

It is 
true, nevertheless, that if the group is to thrive 
that independence for the individual must 
suffer. Consequently the fraternal man or 
woman will not find what should be the aim 
of attending the University—mind training, or, 
as you will, mental development.

In meeting last Tuesday the faculty 
of the University decided to defer ac­
tion on the suggestions offered by the 
Faculty Athletic. Committee concern­
ing .the eligibility until they have dis­
covered what the other members of the 
Far Western Conference have decided 
in order that our rules will conform 
with those of the rest of the colleges.

Suggestions of the athletic commit­
tee dealt primarily with the interpre­
tation of the Far Western Conference 
rule, that no student may participate in 
athletics unless he had passed at least 
eleven hours’ work the previous se­
mester. The committee wishes this to 
be interpreted that the student must 
pass his eleven hours the previous se­
mester, and that no make up work will 
be accepted in determining eligibility.

Scholarship Suggestions Made
It is also suggested that the scholar­

ship requirements should be the same 
for all schools of the University. For­
merly the engineers had to pass more 
hours than the rest of the students,

Score Is. No Indication
The spore of 31-0 in no way shows 

the relative strength of the two teams, 
and to state that Coach Armstrong's 
red shirted warriors were five touch­
downs better than Nevada would be 
ridiculous. A glance at the game in 
figures shows that in all except the 
first period the Wolf Pack gained more 
yards from scrimmage than their op­
ponents; it shows that the Reno aggre­
gation made 12 first down to the Ute’s 
10; it gives Nevada an average of 
slightly over 40 yards for each punt as 
compared to Utah 35. Their inability 
to snare passes was due not so much 
•to the receivers as to the Utah defense 
which in this respect was greatly su­
perior to Nevada’s.
