As academic years go, the 1975/76 season must rate as an over-all tragedy. This is not 
to say that the moments of hilarity or human frailty were little in number, but that the 
few tragic events completely overwhelmed them. Because of the tragedies, as well as the 
many related and unrelated controversies, professional and avocational historians at some 
later date will more likely be turning back to volume 82, than to the other volumes sur­
rounding it. It is then that a dry-as-dust index like this -- which is able to continue on its 
own inexorable volition despite the laughter, sorrow, or outrage surrounding it - becomes 
of great importance. It assumes this stature not only because it enables the future re­
searcher to gather information with which to make his conclusion, but more importantly 
because it allows him to record our conclusions. Each of us responded in some way to the 
tragic and controversial events that engulfed our campus, and most of those responses are 
to be seen within these pages. If the historians of the future continue to look askance at 
moralizations as they do in the present, then it is our duty as Everyman to force some 
moral opinion upon them. Intangible concepts of right and wrong, and good and evil do 
exist and when we are willing to offer up our moralizations, rather than shrinking from 
the mere mention of them, then those intangible concepts might dialectically become 
universal: something that might do us all some good.

HOW TO USE THIS INDEX: One would think that after three years an index might 
begin to show some traces of expertise, perhaps some small discernible glimmer of inter­
nal logic. Such is not the case here. At best this index was structured as it was compiled, 
at worst, in mad frantic dash of rationalization at the end of the year.

New innovations include the brief classification of the numerous names found herein: 
a (S) designates a student; a (F), a faculty member; an (A), an administrator; and a (SP), a 
speaker from somewhere else than UNR. These are only rough classifications, and faculty 
members or administrators wrongly classified will simply have to grin and bear it. Second­
ly, all films, plays, and books have been put within quotation marks with the appropriate 
designation following in parentheses. Finally, a few classifications have been altered, thus 
the user would be wise to double check for all topics. „

One fascinating idea occured during mid-Noyember: “Why not index pictures as well?” 
A great idea, but also a great amount of work. Needless to say the idea was immediately 
dropped. Maybe next year.

In conclusion, the page numbers in the index refer to those found on the bottom out­
side corner of every (well, almost every) page. That’s it. Good luck.
